While tbs idioUty of the Mid­
shipman was not dlscJoGGd» Navy 
officials said in answer to ques­
tions that he was the son o f a 
Navy captain.

The dismiisal was recommended 
By Vice Admiral Harry Hill, aca<L 
emy superintendent. The case au­
tomatically went to the Naval 
Records correction board, which 
reviews recommendation^ for dis­
charge.

The board held that dismissal 
for cheating during a routine 
Navy question peii(^  In a class 
would be ”unduly severe puniah- 
ifient." But Kimball supported the 
superintendent's recommendation.

submitted^  the Board o f Educa­
tion thla^yveek by H igh School 
P r ln e i^  Edaon M. BaUey. The 
repoiT outlines the educational 
n e ra  that should be met In the 

w  building.
The principal estimates that if 

Manchester continues its present 
rate o f growth fo r  the next 10 
years, a achool o f 2,000 w ill not be 
adequate. Mr. Bailey therefore 
recommends that the plant • be so 
designed as to permit easy and 
economical expansion and the ab­
sorption o f larger numbers of 
pupils.

’i*he plant could be used as a slx- 
year*high achool until i960, at 
which tim e the sophomore, junior 
and senior classes w ill completely 
fill the building. Some rooms could 
be devoted to junior high school 
unUl 1960.

Mr. Bailey in his survey recog- 
nisea that the site for the new 
school has already been selected— 
Memorial Field. He recommends 
that the plant be erected on the 
Middle turnpike or north side of 
the plot because the land available 
on the East Center street side ap­
pears inadequate for a 2,000-pupil 
building.

The high school should bi* gen­
erally a two-story building, ex­
cepting. the auditorium, shops and 

' gymnasium. ” No objection is I raised to three stories, If permit­
ted by law ."

Another requirement is that 
"all o f the facilities o f thr plant 
sliould be designed for use in 
adult, education and recreational 
programs" so that certain sections 
could be used without opening the 
rest o f tho building. 'This type of 
plan has been followed at the Ver- 
planck and Bowers schools, both 
o f wkich have become centers of 
community activity. The auditor­
iums are being used for various 
programs without necessitating 
the opening o f the whole school.

Gome o f the other needs out­
lined by Principal Bailey include 
an auditorium with a capacity o f 
2,000, a 500-pupil cafeteria, afld 
a 2,000-capacity gymnasium.

BaUey
er mends a program "which com­
bines some elements o f the tradi­
tional high school program with 
softie elements o f the life adjust­
ment education progum . It. should 
provide more vocational experi­
ences than are usuaUy found in a 
secondary school. Soma o f these 
should t<e terminal experience 
which may be completed In leas 
than the traditional four years. 
TliC program must also provide for 
adequate experiencea, • for 'la rge  
numbers of pupUs, in art. mualc, 
dramatics, athletic, literary and 
fciensic. activities.

"This school should be so or­
ganized In all departmenta to pro­
vide constant training in citlxen- 
ship which w ill enhance the pupils’ 
appreciation o f the democratic 
tradition o f the American way of 
life. I t  must also provide a pro­
gram destined to promote sane 
phy.stcal and mental health.

"This school must provide guid­
ance activities which wUI assist 
the individual in making life ad­
justments, now and later, which 
w ill assure him o f maximum bene­
fits  according to hia capabilities."
