The question of labor’'s role In
politics was raised again, in some-
what cursory fashion/ at the
Bridgeport convention of the Con-
necticut FederaUon of Labor, AFU
It came in the fop1 of a resoluUm
which would hayf limited the polit-
ical activities of that organlzaton
to three things—an urging of
members or register and vote, an
analysis of each individual candi-
date without any suggestion as to
how to vote, and a raising of funds
to finance the two previous things.
The resolution, if adopted, would
have prohibited any outright en-
dorsement of candidates, any overt
campaigning on Uielr behalf, and
have restraining the political func-
tioning of the organization and its
officers to one of surface neutral-
Ism In which, no matter how much
they favored one party or candi-
date, they would never say so.

This resolution came before the
convention on an unfavorable re-
port, and was voted on by only 65
of the more than 400 delegates reg-
U:tered at the convention, the re-

milt being 39 against ft. 26 in favor
of It.

So, In a rather unrepresentative
test, the privilege of opening par-
ticipation tn politics was re-
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tslned for the organisation. \

We don't know whether this un-
successful move within the rtJikM
of labor Itself was motivated by
a general sense of principle, or by
some objection to the identity of
the candidates openly supported In
the past

The point we wish to make
la tkat, wimtever their own
moU\*atlon, they would have
surprising supp” from Intel-
ligent poUticianB and candi-
dates who have In recent years
begun to learn the lesson that
the vote value of labor’'s sup-
port offrn rzists In a strange
proportion to the manner In
which labor’s support Is ex-
tended. The strange relation-
ship Is this: that the more
open and vigorous the support
of labor happens to be, the
fewer votes It produces. Or,
conversely the more retrained
andjndlrert the supportof la-
bor uppens to be, the more
effectl%’'e i1t iIs at the polls.

Perhaps the greatest lesson to
this effect was In the 1950 election
InN Ohio, where Senator Robert A.

But them wamone
Industrial *"tion of the state
where local labor leaders got
out of hand, and led for Bowles
t<Ki openly and too dlctatorially
and there he sustained the
most sensational loss of his

campaign as compared with

the voting of two years before. '

The wise political candidate of
the future will want labor for him
quietly, on the basis of iIts own
convictions, In preference to the
open blasts of formal endorsements
and exaggerated activities. In
short, the smart candidate wMll
want Just the sort of thing the

CFL formally rejected as a guide
for its ow'n policy.

Urologist Speaks
To Science Club

Dr. Charles Jacobson, a urolo-
gist who practices in Hartford
and Manchester, was guest speak-

er at the regular meeting of Sci-
ence Club on Tues”™y morning.
September 25, in SOM. He gave
the club a broad view of the field
of medicine.

. Medicine Is one of the oldest
professions, but great advances
Much
more la known today than fifteen
Dr. Jacobson, who
attended Cornell Medical School
and intern”™ at Hartford hospital,
stated that the aotlbiotics so fa-
milar to us now were unknown
during his training. Because of
the doctor’s increased knowledge
today moat deaths are caused by
accidents, cancer and degenera-
live diseases. The average life
span of man has been lengthened
from 45 years in 1900 to M yedra
In 1951. This was accomplished
by medical' men.

*hic field of medicine is so broad
that moat doctors are specialists
but there are many general prac-
titioners. Dr..,Jacobson Informed
the club that each family should
have a far:llv doctor who knows
the facts and background of the
family. This doctor can treat

for
most things and can direct them

a specialist for serious cases;
background of science IS nec-
essary for studying medicine, but

Latin is not required as doctors
Inow write prescriptions In Eng-
The medical profession

puts much strain on a person from
jncji ©f sleep and hard work.

jacobson recommended that any-
one Interested In this profession

-houlld have a good hobby and
learn how to relax.

There are a great many oppor-
tunltles open In medicine. Only

6.000. to 7,000 doctors graduate
each year while there are 10,000

Internships needing them. In
Oonnectlcut-alone there are 800
opportunities for doctors In pri-
vate compaifies gnd the Connecti-
cut State Department of Health.
More and more women are enter-
Ing medicine. Most of them go In-
to pediatrics and laboratory work
but there are a few general practi-
tioners and surgeons.

Dr. Jacobson said that the older
you get the more you realize that
there are many ways of doing
things. This Is true In medicine
also. He is gging to attend a con-
vention of urologists In Mexico
City soon to learn the methods
used In other countries.

Dr. Jacobson summed up his
ver>' interesting talk by saying,
"Most professions are interesting
but medicine la a constant chal-
lenge, you are alw'ays a student.”

Legiol; and Auxiliary
Sponsor ™MCrusade for
Freedom” Drive

"Truth Is the free world's most
deadly weapon against Commu-
nism. Truth, as broadcast b™ 'Ra-

dio Free Europe,’ Is our great 'Cru-
sade for Freedom.'” Thus Com-
mander Chester Hogan, Dilworth-
Comflt-Quey Post No. 102 of the
American Legion Auxiliary, aptly
defined the democratic principle
which has so successfully penetrat-
the Iron Curtain” of the U. 8.
S. R. The Commander’'s brief ad-
dress to assembled teachers and
atudents of M. H. S. was just oiie
of the features of an open assem-
bly held near the North entrance
of the high school on Thursday,
September 20.

M. H. 8. was fortunate enough
to secure the nationally-kno”
"Crusade for Freedom" demon-
stration through the efforts of the
local American Legion and AuXi-
lary who felt that the atudents . e
the Yputh of Today, the Leaders
of Tomorrow . , . should be shown
the chief methods by which the
government is Dbattling Commu-
nism. Conseguently, the audience
was temporarily "placed iIn the
shoes" of the thousands of victims
of "Red" Infiltration who find it
Impossible to escape rto a free
country. From a sound-track with-
IN the "Crusade" silver-and-blue
truck, four notes of a Dbell were
sounded followed by the words:
"That was the Freedom”ell to re-
mind you that you are listening to
Radio Free Europe.”

After this effective Introduction,
the audience heard a transcribed
speech by the national chairman of
the "Crusade" campaign. Harold
E. Stassen. Mr. Stassen urged
those listening to pledge ™ them-
selves to the Crusade and Its pur-
poses, emphasizinz that only In
this manner can the government be
assured of 100> support. by the
American people in its efforts to
defeat Communism. He pointed out
that such noteworthy men as
President Harry Truman,. General
Dwight Eisenhower, General Lu-
cius Clay and Ambassador Joseph
Grew are wholeheartedly in favor
of the campaign.

Although unable to understand
the rest of the transcribed pro-
gram. the audience reali“rd the
tiue Importance of a m~ley of
messages, all spoken In foreign
languages, which convey the truth
to the families In Russia and its
satellite countries. These messages
sow  suspicion and confusion
among the Communists by telling
the American side of the story, as
distinguished from the propagan-
da spread by "Radio Moscow" and
"Pravda". Radio Free Europe
iIdentifies quislings and informers
b> name; 't reports on disappeared
persons; It sends messages of es-
capes; It spikes propaganda lies;
It spreads news the Soviets try
hard to suppress. Other broadcasts
bring the captive peoples their
own music, literature, history, and
religion .. .all banned by the Rus-
sian dictators. It was not difficult
for M.H.S. listeners of the tran-
scription to understand the mean-
iIng. though not the actual words,
of these bits of Iinformation com-

Ing from the "Crusade for Free-
dom”.

Aa a climax to the demonstra-
tion, three '"freedom balloons”,

helium-filled balloons containing
fhcsimllea of pamphets dlatributed
throughout "Red” territory, were
released. David Boland, '55; Faye
Knudsen, '52; and Albert Quay,
'53, were the students selected to
let the balloons off Into the sky as
the end to the program. Thus, as
a solemn audience craned their
necks upwards to wratch the
course of th;. balloons, another Im-
pressive "Crusade for Freedom?”
campaign demonstration came to
Its conclusion.
