Carthy’s denunciation of former 
Secretary o f Defense Marshall on 
the Senate floor last June 14 gave 
evidence of either downright lying 
or o f “ unsound mind."

The June 14 speecKaald Marshall 
was connected with a vast con­
spiracy against the American 
p!^oj)le.

Benton declared:
“ I submit that this is a tower­

ing He. miles from the realm of 
honest or honestly-intended inter­
pretation and analysi.9.

“ I f  he (McCarthy) does believe 
these extraordinary charges, the 
inquiry o f this committee could 
take a very different turn from 
that which I  have anticipated.

“W e have had one instance in 
Senate history o f an expulsion 
proceeding against a Senator 
thought to be o f unsound mind.”

Benton did not name this Sen­
ator.

Hear Radio Talk
Although McCarthy was not 

present for today's hearing—he 
was making a speech in Santa Fe, 
N. M.->hia voipe was heard over 
ths loud speaker system in the 
hearing room. Benton had played 
a  recording o f a radio talk by Mc­

Carthy at Salt Lake City the day 
after his controversial West V ir­
ginia speech.

This wa.s the same recording 
that Senator Tydinga (D-Md.i 
sought unsuccesHfully to play last 
year on the Senate floor.

McCarthy said In that talk that 
he was inviting Secretary of State 
Acheson to “ call me tonight” at 
the Utah hotel and get the names 
of “ 57 card-carrying Communists” 
in the State department.

Reading from a 25,000 word pre­
pared statement, Benton said he 
would show that McCarthy “has 
created for himself not only a 
record of irresponsibility but one. 
o f lack of integrity and character.” 
Benton added:

Urges Full Probe 
“ I, o f course, am persuaded that

mv own testimonv . . . will de- ̂ .
velop for you ample evidence to 
show Senator McCarthy should be 
expelled, but at q minimum I ho|>e 
your committee w ill agree that 
fvirlhcr Invostigutlon is not only 
warranted but imperative.”

The hearing was opened to the 
public as the result of a last-min­
ute decision by the subcommittee. 
Chairman Gillette (D., Iowa) an­
nounced the decision after a brief 
closed session while Benton sal 
waiting to deliver his 2ft.000-word 
brief.

Gillette said that for the pres­
ent, at lea.st.

N ew sp ^ rs  have been for­
bidden to print things which have 
been freely published In technical 
magaaines, or which are on pub­
lic record at Washington. "Securi­
ty " regulations have been much 
more effective in keeping things 
from the American people than 
they have been In keeping them 
from other nations.

The "security" reason for re- 
strlcUoni on informaUon. then, is 
not as valid and Important ua 
Prasident ^Truman would make It 
seem. What doea seem Important, 
to Americans. U that an American 
government is reaching for an 
authoritarian control over what 
the people o f thU country shall 
hnow. The reasons for it seem 
flimsy beside the threat it in­
volves. And the threat Is simply 
UUs: that fhet control la the first 
step and the main step toward 
thought control—which is sup- 
peged to be the kind o f thing we 
•re fighting In the world.

lems the more complicated they 
become, we thought that wa.s a 
touch both of humility and of wis­
dom.

The other day, at Cornell Uni­
versity. Governor Dewey rein­
forced this Impression.

Tliere he warned his audience 
that this country would stand to 
lose "hundreds of millions" o f po­
tential allies against Communism 
if It continues to force on other 
peoples Its own pet views on gov­
ernment. culture and even demo­
cratic freedom.

"W e should take a good look at 
our past failures and not be ao 
cocky about what we’re trying to 
shove down other peoples’ 
throats." said Governor Dewey, "I 
want to see America stop trying 
to make the rest of the world over 
in our image."

I f  we do not stop, he warned, 
"we will fall, and we may fsU to 
win the peace In the bargain."

For too long, he said, this coun­
try has demanded that other na­
tions "fit our particular formulas 
of government, of culture and of 
what we choose to call freedom 
and democracy.

"U ’  ̂ time we stopped trying to 
tell the world that we are the last 
word in government and freedom. 
With all this gow an all too fre­
quent Implied as^mpUon of su­
periority. TTiere Is nothing so 
deeply resented by thoffe naUons 
who are our natural friends in our 
struggle against Russian im­
perialism and conquest."

In none of these remarks, Oov- 
siiior Dswsy made it clear, was be 
himself selUag America and ths 
American system short What he 
wasirecommsndlng was that whUs 
we preserve our own respect for 
our own values and exoeUencss, 
we achieve some realisation of ths 
fact that the values of others may 
not be identical with ours, that 
cultures can bs equal without be­
ing Identical or composed of the 
same Ingredients, that, if we 
would really Mbd the world, tbi 
principal lagredtont by whlrii ws 
would Mnd other people to w 
would be our respect for them.

This to a redowmtndanofi which 
appUes squally wril to Amerisaa 
do-gooders snd to narrow Ameri 
esn racists, to bbensto who would 
like to democratize Spain and con

Newsweek Magazine reports the 
theory of Dr. Edward Little, phy­
sicist, that 'mild dissonance fa , a 
key Ingredient in the blend which 
adds up to pleasing music." In oth­
er words, that there Is some dis­
harmony In the most satisfying 
harmony.

What the scientist says of music 
is certainly true of marriage. The 
aim isn’t for perfect harmony. 
That would be as "dead" as Dr, 
Little says a piano sounds when it 
is tuned with high precision.

The only way a couple could get 
perfect harmony in marriage 
would be for one to "Yes" the oth­
er continually—or for the two to 
pretend to agree when they actu­
ally have entirely different feel­
ings about a matter.

That makes for a "dead" rela­
tionship — bound to stunt the 
growth of both persons and bound 
to produce boredom eventually.

But a little discord, caused by 
the clashing of two distinct and 
separate personalities, is bound to 
liven up a relgtionship—to keep 
it growing and thriving and very 
much alive.
Dissonance Mustn't Get Otit-of

Hand
However, there is one thing for 

married couples to remember: the 
dissonance may easily reach the 
point of discord. It does if a couple 
becomes more concerned with 
their differences of opinion than 
with their mutual likes, if they get 
to enjoy quarrelingfor Its own sake 
—rather than using It to stand up 
for their rights and opinions and 
get things out in the open.

So really pleasing harmony In 
marriage— as In music — cornea 
from allowing enough dissonance 
to keep the marriage from seeming 
dull.

But there must not be enough 
dissonance to min the basic har­
mony.

know who did It but I’m not say­
ing w'ho."

“I know who did it, too,” echoed 
Brooklyn pitching ace Preacher 
Roe, victim of the heart-breaking 
loss that pared the Dodgers’ first 
place lead over the New York 
Giants to a half game.

“But it wasn’t Jackie,” added 
the Preacher. “I’ll take an oath on 
that.”

44 'I don't know who damaged the 
umpire's door,” another Dodger 
said, refusing to be identified. 
“But quite a fe%v of our boys either 
kicked or pounded It on their way 
to our dressing room.”

Earlier, one of the special 
policemen had reported that it 
was Robinson who had done the 
kicking and pounding.

“Whenever I’m In a crowd and 
something happens,” complained 
the brilliant Brooklyn Infielder. 
“Right awTiy it’s me.”

I^iotographs taken of the 
abused door showed clearly two 
cracks • In the panels, one on the 
upper half of the door, the other 
on the Tdw*’cr half.

The h e c t i c  under-the-stands 
scene came as a result of the ejec­
tion of Brooklyn catcher Roy 
Campanella by Plate Umpire Das- 
coli.

The Dodgers, to a man, Insist­
ed they were not protesting Das- 
coli's call that cost them the game. 
They did protest, however, what 
they called the umpire’s hasty 
eviction of their star catcher and 
top slugger.

“Baseball is in a bad way when 
an umpire’s fast thumb determines 
the outcome of a game.” said 
Dodger Coach Clyde Sukeforth.

“Dascoll Is a bad umpire, that’s 
all. No other umpire would have 
acted so hastily. He should have 
realized the importance of the 
game and made certain allow­
ances for a fellow’s feeling in such 
a tense situation."

Remington Rdnd In One

New York, Sept. 29—OO—A 

Federal court has found three of 
the world’s big chemical and arms 
firms guilty of anti-trust viola­
tions by participating In a cartel 
to apllt up worid market#.

A government attorney says the 
United States now will nsk the 
court to end what he calls the "ny­
lon monopoly" held by two of the 
defendants—the E. I. Du Pont de 
Nemours A Co., of Wilmington, 
Del., and the Imperial Chemical 
Industries, Ltd., of Great Britain, 

The Remington Arms Co., Inc., 
of Bridgeport, Conn., was the third 
big defendant. Also named In the 
government suit were five indi- 
vlduala connected with the corpo­
rations and the American subsid­
iary of the British firm.

Seven Canadian, South America^ 
and German companies. Including 
an.affiliate of the L Q. Farben In-' 
dustrie, were accused of engaging 
in the cartel; but were not named 
aa defendants.

Charge Trade Restraint 
In Its seven-year-old civil action, 

the government charged that since 
1620 the firms "engaged in a dom-
