Engineer Harry Bleau reported,
state police said, that the locomo-
tive was hauling a freight train
around m curve at about 20 miles
an hour at Broad Brook when he
saw a man lying with his head on
the track sbout 30 feet ahead.

Before the locomotive could be
brought to a stop, Bleau said. it
struck Rousell in the head. Bleau
sald he found Rousell bloody but
still alive when he finally atopped
the engine,

Brings Doctor

Uncoupling the locomotive from
the rest of the train, Blesu drove
the
nearest house where he telephon-
od Dr. Wilfred Robinson, East
Windeor medical examiner. The
Medical Examiner called for an
ambulnce from the. Rockville hos-
pital and then, with  stretcher
bearers, rode the locomotive back
to the accident acene,

_ Dr. Robinson gave Rousell. about
50, emergency treatment at the
scene and then placed him on a
stretcher in the caboose which had
been coupled to the locomotive,

* The ambulance was waiting at the

crossing and Rousell was taken to
the hospital.

Dr. Robinson said Rousell had
scalp cufs, a badly cut right ear,
2 slight concussion of the brain
and a broken nose,

Trainmen said it was probable
Rousell was brushed from the
track by bolta which held the
brake shoe, Otherwise, they sald,
he would have been crushed be-
neath the wheels.
