The flkiiies for the overaeaa 
NATO countrieg ahow that France 
pays its 'draftees $1.28 a month, 
Iran sheila out 31 cents a month 
and Portugal bestowa 51 cents a 
month.

It won't surprise enlisted men 
of any army to learn that the pay 
goea up fast aa a man liaes 
through the officer rmnka.

France, for instance, pays a 
major $208 a month, compared 
with the $384.75 that an American 
major gets. Belgium, which has
8-a-month draftees, paj’s it maj- 

up to $279.20.
And Turkey, with its 11-cent 

conscripts, pays majors up to $197 
a month-

In other words, while an Amer­
ican major is paid about five timas 
an much as a  draftee, a  French 
major gets 36 times aa much as a 
French draftee and a Turkish 
major 1,790 times os much as a 
Turkish draftee.

There's one thing for sure about 
the Turkish system: It gives a 
rr.aa plenty of Incentive to buck 
fo / oMcer training.

Rain water Is the very best to 
use In watering, and it is far bet­
ter to use warm water or water 
room temperature.

The ape^er atreased tlie fact 
that it la dangeroiia to overfeed 
plants and suggested that a plant 
may need rest rather than ftood 
when it does not appear to be too 
thrifty. The three peats which 
ntost often attack bouse plants are 
the red spider mite, mealy bug 
and scale. Red spider mite de­
tests water and therefore the 
plant should be sprayed thorough­
ly i* A cotton tipped toothpick 
dipped in alcohol should rid a 
plaqt of mealy bug; and scale on 
a plant may be eliminated by 
wiping the leaves off with a wash 
cloth and some laundry soap.

was detained. The other four per- 
aa«a, whose tourist papers were 
in orier, were not arrested or Iden­
tified. Hall was put Into a car and 
driven to Laredo where FBI men 
were awaiting him.

Rivera, in the Mexico C t̂y 
group’s protest, said this “proved 
the intervention of the United 
States Into Mexico’s internal af­
fairs."

A statement issued by the Com­
munists in New York referred to 
the Supreme Osurt’s decision with 
such terms as “hasty . . . per­
functory."

Heavily Guarded 
Hall started his five-year prison

Liaison 
officers met for the second time 
Thursday in Panmunjom trying to 
arrange for the first armistice ses­
sion since Aug. 22. They scheduled 
another liaison meeting for Friday 
morning.

Thursday’a tank strike! up 
Mundung and Satao valleys car­
ried the task forces as much as 28 
miles north of the SAh parallel.

The two tank columns halted 
opposite the northern peak of 
Heartbreak Ridge,

Blast Red Bunkers
Then the Sherman tanks in both 

valleys opened up simultaneous­
ly with their 76mm guns on the 
entrenched Reds. They blanketed 
the Communist hunkers with con­
centrated fire for 10 minutes. ^

The 23rd Infantry Regiment at­
tacked behind this ‘ barrage. It ad­
vanced 40 yards. Then the Reds 
let loose an Intense mortar and 
hand grenade barrage. It stopped 
the Americans where they were.

French troops Joined them in re­
newed assaults on this last pealc 
of the ridge still in Rod hands. 
Several times the- Allies again 
were reported stopped In their 
tracks by intense Ck>mmunist 
shelling.

The French captured one Chi­
nese—the first Chinaman found on 
the ridge. North Koreans have 
been defending It a month. Chi­
nese have been moving in to re- 
>lace or reinforce battered 
Coreans through much of the 
moimtainous eastern front.

Guesses at Nominees 
For Presidency Made 
By Minority Leader o f 
State Legislature
John ■ D. LaBelle Democratic 

Minority Leader in the Stote 
House of -Representatives, gave hte 
riewa on who te going to be In the 
White House In 1952 at a Current 
Affairs meeting, Wednesday, Oct. 
3, at Manchester High school. Mr. 
LaBeUe began his talk by teUlng 
in general what Is being done be­
tween now and the 1952 Conven­
tion. He said that President Tru­
man will have no trouble in get­
ting delegates since C^gress is 
controlled by Democrats. He 
stated that the Republican Party 
will be the active party and has 
been campaigning for delegates. 
The only way for much activity In 
the DemocraUc Party to be stirred 
up would be If Truman decided not 
to run and then the ^m ocrats 
would have to get delegates for 
another candidate.

Mr. LaBelle’s main discussion 
point was: Taft versus Elsen­
hower. He stressed that Taft has 
a very strong organization and has 
had many experiences with cam­
paigns since he was a candidate 
for nominaUon in both 1944 and 
1948, Eisenhower, on the other 
hand, he said, has been very quiet 
and mysterious about hia standing 
in politics. He mentioned that no 
one knows what party Eisen­
hower belongs to but he thinks 
Eisenhower haa the Republicans 
views on many things. Two rea­
sons that Eisenhower might not 
run, LaBelle aaid, are that he la 
a very close friend of President 
Tnunan and that he might con­
sider his job in Ehirope more im- 
xirtant than campaignbig for 
President. Mr. LaBelle also thinks 
that TYumon might not run if 
Ehsenhower consents to run.

After explaining how Taft has 
the advantage over Eisenhower 
because he has much more 
strength in Congress now than 
ever before and that Taft has a 
great deal of money for cam­
paigning. Mr. LaBelle predicted 
that Elaenhower will not run and 
that IVuman will defeat TafL ' 

Mr. LaBelle also brought out the 
other alde-bf the plctim  by say­
ing that Dewey is doing all he can 
to keep Taft fresn being nominat­
ed. He pointed out many reasons 
why Dewey has a great dislike for 
Taft and then went on to deaertbo 
the ways In which Dewey ta intet> 
faring with Taft's campidgn. First 
of all he said Dewey has a lot of 
support and prestige, udilch te 
' laoced up by the fact that Dewey 
has defeated Taft twice already 
for the nomination. Dewey has 
come out for Eisenhower and has 
contacted three Important states 
(Pennsylvania, (jUfornia, and 
New York) which could keep Taft 
from getting the nomination.

After tha political talk a ques­
tion period followed. Many In- 
tereottiig questlona werp asked. Al 
Grossman asked, "Wouldn’t It be 
risky for the Republicans to sup­
port Elsenhower without knowing 
hte viewsT” Mr. LaBelle said that 
was probably one of the malB fac­
tors agalnot Elsenhower. Elinor 
Hussey wondered If Harold E. 
Stassen had any chanoe o f being 
nominated. In answering, Mr. La­
Belle seemed to tldnk Staoaen has 
loot most of hie strength and 
probably couldn't even get hte 
owff state delegates. V

Player Since Ruth, Played His Last Game?

New Tork, Oct. 11—(A*)—Did 
the ringing double in the last time 
at bat toll Joe DlMaggio's farewell 
to baseball?

Haa the greatest single perform­
er since Babe Ruth played his laat 
big league game?

Not even Joe DiMaggio knows 
the answer.

That was the first question on 
nearly everybody's tongue mo­
ments after Hank Bauer had made 
that final catch of the sixth World 
Series game which made the New 
Tork Tankeea World Champions 
for the third straight yar.

"Are you coming back next year, 
Joe?"

The great Tankee Clipper, who 
had Just established a record by 
playing on his ninth world cham- 
plonahip club, flashed that charac­
teristic toothy grin of hla and said 
honeatly:

"Fellows, I Just don't know. I 
haven't been able to make up my 
mind.”

The reporters weren't the bnly 
ones to put the question to DiMag­
gio. Hia teammatea were an anx- 
oua aa the writers to know. Some, 
who might have sensed that he 
may never be back at the Tankee 
Stadium, his baseball home for 
16 years, took no chances.

They had Joe autograph their 
bata, gloves, baseballs and photo­
graphs with BUitabIs salutatlona on 
them. Several requested and re­
ceived some of hia ^  bats.

Undoubtedly, thla is the tough­
est decision DiMaggio haa had to 
make atnee he Joined the Tankeea 
back in 1936 as a wide-eyed, awe­
struck and tight-lipped youngster 
of 31.

Not even Del Webb, co-owner of 
the Tankeea, haa an idea of what 
DiMaggio will decide. While posing 
for pictures together, Webb turned 
to Joe and said:

Well, Joe, I'm not going to 
praise you too much, we might 
have to talk about a contract for 
for next year.”

There have been rumors that Di- 
Maggio may be aaked to take a 25 
per cent cut from hia $100,000 sal­
ary. He Buffered hia poorest year 
thia aeason, hitting at a low .263. 

Hia Bub-normal batting however,

did not affect hla fielding and base- 
running. And there were days 
when he looked like tha old Dl- 
Maggio at the plate, too. Like in 
tha fourth World Seriea game 
when he lashed a home run and 
two ainglea.

To quit or not to quit. That is 
the question Joe will ponder over 
for the next three months. In the

O'Doul and DiMaggio are to 
leave for the Orient w h ^  the two 
will act as business and field man­
ager, respectively, of a big league 
nine that will meet a Japanese 
squad in about a doxen gweS.

One thing ia certain. DiMaggio 
hatea to leave the game he loves ao 
much.
