mansk. Spitzbergen lles some 1,000
milea northwest of Murmansk.

Russia has special interests In
this polar area. Both she and Nor-
way .get coal from Bpitzbergen.
The -1 treaty gave Spitzbergen
to Norway and prohibited the use
of the Islanda for “wnarlike pur-
posen.” On meveral occasions Rus-
sia haa clsimed that Bear Island
actually was a Russian (algnd and
nssajled the validity of the treaty
on that ground.

No-Man's Land

(Before World War I Spilzber-
gen was a sort of no-man’s land
claimed by Russia, Norway and
some other nations, The 1920 pact
was signed by Eritain, the United
States, France, Holland, Denmark,
Norway and Sweden, among oth-
ers. Russis did not sign but sube
sequently adhered to the treaty,
which became effective in 1825.)

Yesterday's note claimed Nor-
way has Medvezhl and the
Spitzbergen Ialand ‘“‘under the
competence of the command-ine
chief of the mo-called North At
lantic naval area at whose dispos-
al conniderable armed forces are
put.

The question with regard to
President Truman's speech at
Waite Forest yesterday in whether
it constituted a real move toward
disarmament  discussions  with
Russia or-a propaganda move.

It is better to have the security
of the Sues Canal guaranteed by
five nationa than by one. It is bet-
ter to have the actual sovereignty
over such an intemational facility
split among five nationa than re-
tained by one. It in good to have
the international concept ‘make
headway, even If It Is omly limited
headway,

Back in the days when the
world's mood was better, and the
dreams of a better, saner world
wore still encouraged by the
spirit of war-time cooperation knd
still unspoiled by the sour touch
of post-war rivalries, the world's
statesmen at least thopght of the
right thing to do with such things
as the S8Suezx Canal. President
Roosevell, at one time, thought
both Suez and Gibraltar
ought to he Internationalized, al-
though there I8 no record that he
dared apply the mame principle
to our own posstssion, the Panama
Cannl. The Britinh Forelgn Of-
fice, at one tUme, wan definitely
considering a proposal to make
good Churchill's war-Uime pledge
of consideration for Russia in the
Dardanelles by offering to inter-
nationalize Suez and Gibraltar so
that would be a precedent for the
internationalization of the Dar-
danelles. And just the other day,
a8 the Suex crials rose, somebody
suggeated that the thing to do
would be to have the United Na-
tiona buy the Canal.

And eventually, we would say, It
will be the United Nations which
is responaible for the security and
perhaps even the management of
such  world facilities of o
definitely international a nature.
The proposed “Near East Com-
mand” at once halts short of that
goal and yet, by proposing the
end of purely national dominion
over the .Canal, takes & atep
toward it. It Is a proposal which
has not yet learned that security
cannot be regional. But it does,
at least, admit that it cannot be
national,

The question arises: how shall
we react to such steps which, als
though in a right direction, carry
the danger that they may hait
and crystallize and adopt per-
manency al a point far short of
the real objective?

The answer scems to be that we
must keep emphasnizing the event-
ual goal and emphasizing what
should be the transition character
of those measures which represent
the present capacily of human
and diplomatic action. If our “re-
glonal” arrangements are regard-
ed not as ends In themselvgs, but
an links between the nationalistic
past and the truly collective
security future, {f we use them for
stepping stonea rather than for
halting points, they can be turned
into something useful. And, to tell
the truth, that is all they are

strong  enough to do—bear the
weight of the world while |t
passes over them. To rely on any
one of them for any permunent
brand of security or safely would
be folly.
