U. S. Steel Corp. took time 
out from contract talks with 
the CIO United Steelworkers 
today to ponder the 22 (310 
demands which one union of­
ficial said includes a 30 cent 
hourly pay hike.

william Maihoffer. president of 
nn Indiana USW local, gavr the 
heretofore undisclosed figure last 
night In announcing hi* local will 
open negotiation* with Inland 
Steel C3o., In East Chicago, Ind., 
Monday.

Maihoffer aaid the figure fol­
lows the general pattern for the 
union's demands throughout the 
Bteel industry.

Maihoffer made hla announce­
ment a abort time after CTO 
Prealdent Philip Murray and hla 
top aides recessed contract talk* 
With U. S. Steel Corp., top pro- 

.ducer of ateel.
Murray laid hi* 22 demands be­

fore U. S. Steel Tuesday and haa 
aince presented them to the rc.sl 
o f the big producer* including 
Bethlehem Steel Corp.. which 
got it* first look yesterday.

Maihoffer'* mention nf a de­
mand for a 30-cent hourly Increase 
1* the first time any rinion offi­
cial has used figures In referring 
to a wage increa.se.

Murray did say before contract 
negotiations started that he would 
aak the ateel Industry for a sub- 
Btantial wage hike to meet in­
creased living costs.

Much of the attention Is direct­
ed to the talks with U. S. Steel 
during negotiations because It Is 
there the pattern is u.-ually set 
for the entire Industry.

The negotiators have until .Ian. 
1 to figure out a new contract or 
face the possibility of a crippling 
Industry-wide strike. The old con­
tract expires at midnight Dec. .21.

Murray has said repeatedly he 
will not be happy with a three or 
four cent Increase for his million- 
member union. An.ythlng over four 
cents mu.st get approval of the 
Wage Stabilization board.

Workers In the steel industry 
now' average $1.95 an hour. They 
have received six Increases since 
the end of World War II.

The Prudential Insurance Com­
pany. acheduled to he struck today 
by some 15.000 agents In .23 states 
including 22 Manchester agents 
who will picket the Prudential o f­
fice at 348 Main street beginning 
Monday, says it is prepared to ser­
vice itJi customers by mail.

As a two-year contract expired 
last midnight, an official for the 
AFTj Insurance Agents Interna­
tional Union said all Prudential 
property would be picketed. How­
ever. picketing is not expected to 
start before Monday,

Federal mediation has failed to 
bring about a tnice in the dispute.

The agents are demanding a 
raise In base pay from $35 to $55 
a  week.

Prudential President Carroll M. 
Shanks said such a boost would 
cost the company $35,000,000 a 
year. He said the agents now av­
erage more than $99 a week.

A union official said the average 
agent's salary was not more than 
$9.2 and that not more than 50 per 
cent of the men received that 
amount.

The projected walkout would af­
fect 28.000,000 Prudential policy 
holders from coast to coast and 
Canada to the Gulf of Mexico.

Key W e s t  Fla.. Dec. 1.— <A>l—  

Prealdent Tniman aet aside thia 
afternoon for a full-scale review 
of military production with De­
fense MobUisation Director Charles 
E. Wilson.

Wtlaon'a flying vialt here from  
Washington follows complaints by 
the Senate Preparedness subcom­
mittee that rearmament la lagging 
dangerously behind schedule be- 
eauM "gu n a" have not received 
priority over "butter.”

Mr. Truman told a news confer­
ence Thursday that the very best 
effort is being put forward -to 
meet defense requirements. If 
military production is lagging, he 
aaid, he wiU soon And out about it 
and do aomethlng abimt it.

Louis paper said yester­
day It had been told that Frank 
Nathan, who waa arrested In 
Pittsburgh In 1946 nn a charge of 
possessing false sugar ration 
doriiments, got $.25,000 from the 
surplus deal. inttaburgh pollre 
records show no disposition of the 
Nathan rase.

in a copyrighted dispatch from 
Los Angeles, the paper also re­
ported that H. Turney Grata, for­
mer executive of the Reconstruc­
tion Finance Corp., and John Cos­
tello, described as custodian of 
the building in Washington hous­
ing the Democratic National com­
mittee headquarters, were asao- 
ciatea of Nathan In a group deal­
ing with aiirplua materials. They 
were not named as partners in the 
partirulsr surplus sale mentioned 
by the Post Dispatch.

"1'tterl.v FanUalir”
Gralz lold newsmen here the 

newspaper's reference to him was

Told of the Post Dispatch story. 
Larson Issued a statement here

He reported that Albania lacks 
Bulgaria's tanks and h e a v i e r  
armament, but the army is tough, 
well-trained and In good spirits. 
Here again troops are accorded 
special favors not granted the rest 
of Albania’s 1.1.50.000 people.

This report fils in with the gen­
eral picture of conditions behind 
the Iron Curtain.

Western sources say the Rus­
sians have not been Increasing 
their own forces, but the satellite 
armies have been strengthened re­
cently.

The training level of both the 
Russian and satellite armies has 
been steadily improving, these in­
formants nay.

Russia her.self Is believed to 
have an army of between Iw  and 
175 divisions with almost a third 
of them fully motorized or 
armored, westerners estimate.

Present dispositions of the So- 
xdet, Bulgarian. Albanian and 
other satellite armies do not seem 
to Indicate any TtilUtary strike is 
in the making, according to this 
information.

However, the satellites are con­
tinuing to push agents Into Greece 
and anti-Cominform Yugoslavia- 

One informant said that a few 
months ago Greece ^destroyed a 
group of 27 specially picked 
Greek Communists Infiltrating 
back from Albania. They had 12 
expensive radio transmitters with 
them to send back Intelligence to 
Tirana, the informant said.

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Cheney Tech Starts Early 
In Training Good Drivers

In an effort to help cut down» 
the number of highway deatha 
among America's teenagers, the 
Howell Cheney Technical.School, 
along with the 13 other atate tech­
nical schoola In Cnnnecticut and 
high achoola all over the country, 
haa introdured a driver-training 
Bourse into its curriculum. The 
course, which was first offered 
lost February, is now being taken 
by Its third class of 20 stiidenU.

The Inctualon of drive.'-trsining 
cour*e* in the curricula of some of 
the country'* high *rhonI« la the 
reault of a campaign on the part 
o f  the American Automobile Aa- 
aociation. the National Safety 
Council and other Interested agen- 
elea who are close to the atatia- 
tlca and who have decided to do 
something about the grim fact 
that the 16-to-24-.vear age group, 
which include* le** than 20 per 
cent of th* driver* In tho country, 
wa* re*p«n*ible i**t year for i t  
per cent of the highway death*. *

The** agencie* felt that only 
through a program that caught 
the teenager learning to drive *nd 
taught him the correct habit* 
from the beginning could the num-. 
her of automobile accident* be reJ 
duced. Aa a result they are 
working cloael.v with achool au- 
thorltiea throughout the country 
In th* introduction and teaching 
of driver-training coiiraea In the 
high acboola,

Inatnirlor Hudson
The course ai the local techni­

cal achool. which derive* from the 
effort* of these agencies and was 
Instituted at the direction of the 
State Department of Education. I* 
under the direction of Kenneth 
Hudson, who ia an Instructor in 
exploratory electricity on the 
faculty. Before being granted a 
certificate ■ to teach tbe course 
from the Slate Board of Educa­
tion. Hudaon was required to auc- 
ce'afully complete a 40-hour 
course in Instruction, inchldlng 12 
hoiira of hchlnd-the-whcel In­
struction.

Tn qualify for the course, which 
la one oF the moal popular at the 
achool. the atudenl must, besides 
being 16. pass a series of paycho- 
phyaical examinations which teat 
for risiial acuity, tunnel \daion.

color blindneta, night blindneaa 
and ateadlnesa.

Oomblnlng classroom work with 
hehInd-Uje-wheel training In a 
dual-control car, the course con- 
alata of one hour of instruction 
per week for half the achool .year 
and is designed to teach the stud­
ent what hi* job as a driver ia, 
to demonstrate to him the Im­
portance of hia mental attitude, 
tn Impart sound driving habits to 
the learning driver and tn fiirnish 
him with a knowledge of traffic 
laws.

The student la shown how to 
operate a car, told where the 
car'* power cornea from and-how 
to control it, and i* taught what 
goes on under th* hood. He i* alao 
taught how to check safety and 
control devices and how to care 
for a car so that it runs at maxi­
mum efficiency at minimum coat.

Beside* engaging in the class­
room work In which textbooks 
published by the AAA and the 
Oonnecticut Department of Motor 
Vehicles are uaed, along with via- 
ual education aids, the student* 
are taken out. four at a time, in 
a dual-control car for at least 15 
minutes of actual driving tnatnic- 
tion apiece.

The car the atiidenta use repre­
sent* a cooperative effort on the 
part of s'everal Manchester agen- 
cle*. The car itself was donated 
bv Dillon Motor kales and Serv­
ice, who have agreed to provide 
a new car each year, the dual 
control is the contribution of the 
Manchester Insurance Aasociatlnn. 
the signs were donated by Roc 
Signa and the lettering was done 
by John Hadden Signs.

Although the records of I hose 
drivers who have taken the course 
in the various high school* 
throughout th* country w’here It 
is taught are better than the 
average drivers', the course has 
not as .vet been widespread enqugh 
to produce any appreciable results 
In reducing the toll of highwaV 
accidents.

However, Hudson and Harold C. 
Folgmnnn, director of the school, 
who is very enthusiastic about the 
course, feel convinced that the 
Howell Cheney Technical School 
1* doing It* share In reversing Ihe 
upward trend in American high­
way fatalities.

Pressure On The Big Four
The .moral presaure exerted by 

the smaller nation* In the United 
Nation* General Assembly at 
Pari* ha* operated to make all 
four hig power* abandon their 
open propaganda war on the iasue 
o f disarmament and go behind 
closed door* for secret dlscui- 
Rions among themselves, with 
the injunction upon them being to 
produce one common plan for aub- 
mlssion to the United Nations.

First, the United Sm e*. Brit­
ain and France accepted the pro­
posal. not because they had 
much hope In it as a productive 
strategy, but because they wanted 
to demonstrate their own sincere 
desire to “ try anything" in the 
search for disarmament. There is 
no Indication that Russia, either, 
has any real desire to abandon 
the propaganda arena for the 
closer and more challenging quar­
ters o f secret meetings. But the 
pressure upon Russia was also 
moral, and Russia too has yielded 
to the proposal.

It is easy to look ahead and pre­
dict that nothing will come of 
these secret Big Four sessions. In 
fact, that seems a very safe pre­
diction.

But one cannot be entirely sure, 
and that 1* the circumstance 
which keeps hope alive tn the at­
mosphere o f Paris. Only a few 
months ago. it would have been 
Impossible for the smaller nations 
to succeed in dictating any such 
behavior to the big powers. Only 
a  few  months ago, all four big 
powers would Have turned It 
down, considering their own long 
range propaganda battling suf­
ficient for their needs in the court 
of world public opinion.

What Is new at Parts is an in­
creased pressure of world opinion 
In the direction of positive action. 
This world opinion rests very 
clearly on the estimate that the 
big powers have come close to the 
point where they must either 
draw hack from war or go ahead 
on tha assumption that war is 
Inevitable. I t  also rests on the 
estimate that the real differences 
between the big powers— on the 
questions and procedures which 
might draw back from war—are 
actually less than the propaganda 
war would make them out to be.

Because o f ‘ this pressure, the 
big power evasion which might 
have bieen good a few months ago 
la no longer good enough. There 
could ha no better lllustraUon of 
the fact that the big powers feel 
the challenge upon them than the 
sviift transiUon In the American 
disarmament proposals at Paris 
from their original status o f an 
arunaar propaganda gesture to 
that of a real proposal In which 
various stejis toward ,thf Ruiiian 

"  penrt'ofiriew we^e^t^
So. although the routine thing 

Would be to dismiss this new try 
at disarmament agreement as fu 
tile before it starts, there are 
curious reseryations about it in 
some very hard-headed quarters. 
I t  might accomplish something 
after all. We shall see.

Bchieved. To get the man from 
Moscow by building around him a 
charge that he had become a spy 
for the W est—and to purge him 
along with some of the Cscch 
Communists Moscow Itself had 
previously designated a* un­
worthy—whst a delightful bit of 
irony that might be!

And very well could be. For. In 
any case, there is one thing very 
clear shout Csechoslovakla. It  I*. 
Rs a long line of Austrian and 
German rulers could have warned 
Moscow, a most indigestible mor­
sel, There has long been a mili­
tary saying about Czechoslovakia, 
to the effect that he who holds 
It holds the military key to 
Europe.

When, early this fall, Oklahoma

In other words, only the 
school whose player received the 
intentional injury has been ex­
cited about what happened. There 
is to be no punishment for what 
was done. There is to be no penal­
ty inflicted upon the team which, 
might have won the game any­
way. but which did win It thia 
way.

Next season, i f  there ia a game 
to be won, there will still be 
nothing but the unofficial rules of 
good sportamanshlp, which ap­
parently do not rate very heavily 
In the doUar-mad extravaganaa 
colleglata football has become, to 
prevent any team from seeking 
victory In a like manner.

And down in Texas Thursday the 
game between TJxaa and Texas 
A. and M. waa openly described as 
more of a gang fight than a foot- 
baU game. Our colleges w ill hava 
to make a clear decision, pretty 
aoon. whether they want to play 
a game of football or a gams of 
cracking Jaws and breaking lego.

Exen the bMt laid plana o f the 
bMtBraln trusts can run Into for­
tuitous and unseen raofs, and some­
thing Ilka that has happanad to 
tha original achama o f tha Lodga 
administration for its own be­
havior in tha prasidantial nomina­
tion season now byinn ing to grip 
poliUdana everywHere.

Originally, the Lodge adminis­
tration Intended to use its leader- 
ahlp of the-Republican party in 
Connecticut to lead that party 
gently, tactfullyNdown a very safe 
courae, free from tlje risks of pre­
mature favoritism \among the 
presidential hopefuls.

Practically every church or 
organisation h erea t^ ts has had a 
fair, baaaar or basar,—whichever 
way you spell it or word you use, 
it means the same. A  church or a 
club fair Is somewhat different 
from a town, county or state fair. 
Its object Is to  raise money for 
church expenses or charity, whUe 
an outdoor fair is made possible 
by sellers, buyers or exhibitors 
contesting for prises, and of course 
amusement features and conces­
sions.

The chief drawing card to the 
church fairs are the suppers, 
which are always more value for 
the amount charged than is ob­
tainable anywhere else, the reason 
being that much of the food as 
well as labor is cheerfully donated 
to help swell the proftts. In addi­
tion to v/hich it is a grand place 
to meet one's friends and renew 
acquaintances.

Attorney General J. Howard 
McGrath today reminded all aliens 
that they must submit current 
address reports through any U. 8. 
Post Office during tha period Jan. 
1 to 11, inclusive.

Under the amended law any 
alien residing in the United States 
on Jan. 1, 1952, except one in an 
authorized temporary s t a t u s ,  
must notify the Commissioner of 
Immigration and Naturalisation, 
Washington, D. C. of his current 
address within 10 days thereafter 
and during the same period In 
each succeeding year.

Argyle R. Mackey, commission­
er o f Immigration and Naturalis­
ation, stated that the Immigration 
and Naturalisation Servloe will 
make available forms for submit­
ting the required reports at all 
Post Offices throughout the con­
tinental United States, Hawrah, 
Alaska, Puerto Rico, and the Vir­
gin Islands. The report is to be 
submitted on Form I-S3, which 
wrlll be available to.the public be­
ginning Jan. 1, 1962. Mr. Mackey 
also advised aliens that it is to 
their d i s t i n c t  advantage to 
promptly notify the Immigration 
and Naturalisation Service in 
Washlngtmi, D. C. of any change 
of address during the period be­
tween annual address reports. 
This will facilitate and greatly ex­
pedite the handling of all records 
pertaining to aliens and their 
families.

The surprise compromise plan 
immediately drew from Allied en­
voys inore than a score of search­
ing questions.

The Communists said they 
would answer 21 questions posed 
by the UN command when the r.e- 
gotiators meet In Panmunjorn at 
11 a. m.
