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Another Hurdle Passed

Today's news ia that the Com-
munist negotiators in Korea have
suddenly “agreed” to inspections
on both sides of the line in »
HKorean armistice, and to the prin-
ciple that the armistice should in-
clude an abpolute freeze of the
military strength on both sides,

It is doubtful If the Communists
aver really refused to accept such
conditions, We have been back to
the war of nerves again in the
Korean negotiations, a period dur-
ing which the negotiators have
been going to some pains to put
an artificial distance between
themselves for propaganda and
bargalning purposes. During thia
period,-our reports on the course
of the negotiations have spe-
clalized in making the most ex-
treme interpretations of every in-
stance of Communist reluctance,
But even if the Communista did,
temporarily, seem to reject the
principles of inspection and stabi-
lization of military foroces,
they could not have meant it
If they did mean it, there would
be no purpose {n having truce
negotiations at all. -

Today, however, they have
definitely agreed on both princi-
ples, so that, in theory at least,
another of the greast hurdles fac-
ing an armistice has been passed.

But passing this hurdle in
theory and passing it with accept-
able detalled provisions are, as the
21 questions the United Nations
negotiators immediately submit-
ted {llustrate, two different
things. The TUnited Nations
negotiators want to make sure
that the Communist acceptance
of the principle of a complete
freexe on present  military
strength in Korea doea not intend
regulations mo strict that they
would actually involve a continual
decrease in  United Nations
strength, For instance, planes and
guns wear out in tralning use, and
would need to be replaced, over a
period of time, if UN military
strength were Lo remain constant.
For unother instance, many units
in Korea are or will he due for
rolation home; it would have to
be clear that fiew units could ar-
rive to replace them. The UN
army, being the more modern of
the two armies, is more dependent
upon gquantities of outaide sup-
plies than the Communist army;
wur negotiatora have to be sure
that no regulation is adopted
which would actually amount to a
shift in the present relative
strength of the two forces.

But such questions, at least, are
questions of detall rather than
questions of main principle.

Ho, according 1o intelligence re-
parts  and other  well-informed
sources, seema 1o ne that he has
gones the wav of Yugosiavia's
Premier Marshal Tito and olthera
who place the interesta of their
own country over thome onf the
Kremlin,

Ho has been rveported purged,
or killed before. But none of
these reports has been confirmed.
No Westerner has seen the Mojy-
row-trained guerrilla leader for
five years

The official radio of the Viel-
minh underground government,
which has been fighting a losing
{battle against the French, still re-
fers to Ho as president- & rela-
tively figurehead position. But
