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Our Truce Attitude

Hanson Baldwin, the military
eritic of the New York Times, has
eatalogued what he terms ouy
mistakes during the Korean truce
talks. For the most part, the
things he labels mistaken seem
mistakes to him because they
tended to give the impression that
we were not in earneat in our pur-
suit of & compromine peace.

Baldwin cites our shift from the
88th parallel to the present battle
lUne as the truce line, our failure
to include » British or some other
Allied representative on the truce-
negotiation team, our failure to
take —real measures to- - prevent
violations of the neutrality of the
original truce talk site, our sense-
Jess quibble over the ultimate
destination of Knesong, which we
afterwards yielded to the Com-
munists, the sudden emphasin on
atrocity stories which were not
news In themselves, and our mis-
handling, mainly in Key Woest, of
last week's “cense-fire'” incident.

In this Iatter connection, Bald-
win comments as follows:

“It was clear, In thia instance,
that whoever determined that
ground military presasure was not
ensential during the next 30 day
period while we strive to recon-
cile at Panmunjom the major dif-
ferences about inspection, with-
drawal of foreign Lroops, prisoners
of war, ete., wan right. There are
disadvantages — some of them
perious, of course—to any easing
of pressure against an enemy, but
in this instance, after our prior
history of mistakes, it was es-
sentinl to convince our friends
that we were in earnest about an
honorable Korean truce. What

It is the historic dividend which
may possibly come from the
world's first instance of collective
seourity enforcement of & world
Iaw against aggression.

We have behaved, in our
negotiations, and in our Washing-
ton pronouncements, as if we did
not helieve it possible for the
Communist world to learn ita lea-
won, aa If we considered It inevit-
able for the Communists to keep
on endlessly with new violations
of world law. And it may indeed
be that the one lesson of law en-
forcement will not be enough. It
may even be that the Communist
world will endeavor ta overthrow
this budding regime of world law.
But we do not know thin, We have
to keep the United Nations world
prepared and organized againsl
it, but, at the same time, we also
have to behave as If we expected
world law to be observed in the
future, now that a violation of it
han been repelled and punished

We have, in Korea, forged a new
world order. We ought to act as if
we helieved In it, and as {f we ex-
pected It to work In the future,
and we ought to make peace as if
we  expected peace to Iast, not
only heenune we will continue pre-
pared to guard It, hut alsa  be-
cause the aggreanor may have
learned that aggression I cer-
tain to meet a united free world,
and certain not to pay.

A Chinese Reign of Terror

The other day, one of the "mob
trials”  which the Communists
have instituted in China in a hors
rible and grisly effort to raise
propaganda feelings in support of
thelr regime dared for the first
time to choose foreigners an (ts
victims,

The foreigners were five Cann-
dian  nuns, arreated some  nine
months ago as part of the Red
regime’s war. against Catholicism.
The nuns were members of the
siaff of the Sacred Heart Orphan-
age at Canton. When they were
finally hrought to public trial, the
charge against them was one of
“mistreating and murdering” Chi-
nese orphans.  Their activity, of
course, had been one of caring for
Chinese orphans, Bul the fact that
so  many orphans  had  bheen
abandoned to their care only after
they were already close to death
because of disease or starvation
did offer the Chinese Commu-
nists a cynical opportunity to
make the charge that many
orphans had died while under the

Lnoons at all. And, with the day po
shortened, each new minute lost
each day as the year speeds to its
seasonal end seemn & narrowing
down of life itself, so threataning
one begina to fear whether the
trend will reverse ilself, a fow
dayn after Christmas, and light
be pald gradually back. That thia
will happen s an almanac
guarantee, Butl never before have
the forces of darkness seemed “to
pdvance with such a threatening
cagernoss, as if, this ybar, they
were suddenly insatigble, as if,
perhaps, they were not going to
nlow down, and stalemate for the
solstice days, and then  begin
their long retreat.

This ln, we know, & senseless
fear. But It in just strong enough
to remind us, at Jeast, that this is
December, no matter what the
thermometer maysngy.

Big 6-Day Session in

Dr. Charlen E. Jacobson, Jr., a
Manchester physician and urolo-
gist at the Manchester Memorial
Hospital, has recently returned
from the Fourth Mexican Con-
gress of Urology and the Fifth
Pan-American Congress of Urol-
ogy held in Mexico City.

Dr, Jacobson reporis that
the sclentific seasions weare of an
exiremely high order and that the
quality of urology practiced in
