I do not believe the salvation of
the human soul Is more important
today than ever before, but—only
through spiritual progress can we
hope for the betterment of the hu-

Athletic Aid
Debate Topic

Scholarships Are Urged
As Remedy or Boost

To Corrupt Sports

“Resolved: That the college ath-
letea should bhe given special
scholarships for their athletic
ability” was the subject of a spir-

| ited debate delivered by the mem-

bers of the Debating Club at an
assembly on Friday, Dec. 7.

The members who argued the
affirmative side of this much pub-
licized controversy were Catherine
Hayen, Barbara Bilverstein, Anita
Grossman, and Sheldon Jaffe. The
equally eloquent debaters wha
supported the negative mide were
Allison Olmstead, Robert Keller.
Carol Roltner and Naom! Werb-
ner.  Moderator of the.dignified
discussion was Albert Grossman.

The affirmative speakers gave
many examples to show that the
present systemiy deplorable. They
pointed out the scandals at New
York University, West Point and
Oklahoma. The debaters argued
that & asupervised meries of schol-
arships  would eliminate these
scandals.  Thelr proposal Includ-
ed acholarships with a maximum
of benefits. The many good
points of establishing such a plan
were named as an all-around prep-
aration for good ‘citizenship, =
means toward an income, and a
means of supporting other not so
profitable sports.

The speakeras declared that the
answer to corruption in sporta in
not their ellmination. They ar-
gued the dublous fairness of de-
manding & player's time and not
rewarding him any compensation.
The debaters stated that none of
the scandals were due to scholar-
ships, The corruption was due
to pressure and faulty supervi-
sion. The basic principle of enl-
legepreparation for an all-round
life—should stimulate the estab-
lishing of athletic acholarshipy.

The negative team maintained
that thers is an overemphasis on
sports in most colieges. They de-
clared that many able students
are deprived of schqlarships be-
cause of the “free rides for ath-
leten." John Hopkins University
wans cited as an example of a bol-
lege which has de-emphasizsd
sportsa. In doing so thin school han
not lost money. This was one argu-
ment used by the negative debnt-
ers to prave that athletics do nnt
meed to support other schoo! ac-
tivities,

The speskers argued that there
is no conflict between athletics
and school studies provided the
former are kept in their place.
That college sports do not play a
decent part In college life when
there are scandals and corruption
was a vivid point of the magative
team,

month, will be brought to trial
Wedneaday, Dec. 19, according to
Prosecutor John J. O'Connor, Max-
imum punishment in a negligence
cass is six months and a $500 fine.

Fatally injured In the accident
was Ernest Steinberg, 75, of 70
Benton street, driver of one of the
three cars involved,

The actident occurred about
noon on Nov. 1 at the intersection
of Cottage and Oak streets, when
LaTullip, the coroner found, passed
” stop =ign on Coltage ntrest and
rammed into the left side of Stein-
berg'n car, which wan going east.

The crash spun Steinberg’'s car
sround into Coltage street and
hurled the driver to the pavement.
Steinberg received Injuries to the
head and cheat from which he died
at Manchester Memorial Hospital

The coroner’'s statement fol-
Jows:

“The evidence shows, and I find
that LaTullip falled to keep a
proper lookout, falled to have his
car under proper control and falled
to stop before entering the inter-
section,

““The extensive damage
ears and
sustained by the deceased suggest
mlso a spead pgreater than was
reasonable on the part of LaTul-
lip. However, there iz nothing to
show any Intantional passing of
the stop sign by LaTulilp.”
