“This is important,” he noted,
“inasmuch as records prove that
four out of five individuals with
polio cannot afford to pay all the
heavy medical eoxpenses neces-
sary. Inthese cases the March of
Dimea steps in and purchases for
them the hospitalization and the
moat acientific medical treatment
for the disease.

“Of every 100 individuals strick-
en with polio, 50 per cent recover
completely; 25 per cont recover
with no disabling after-effects; 17
per cent may be severely paralyzed
and about 8 per cent may die. But
the March of Dimes provides for
care in whole or in part for every
polia victim In the United Statea
who needs financial assistance.

“The road back from palio is a
long 'and costly one, Maximum
recovery. usually can be expected
in 18 months. _As long as there is
any chance of medical {mprove-
ment the March of Dimes staya
on the job."

Fort Knox, Ky., Jan. 14—
(Py—Chief - of -Staff Gen. J.
Lawton-Collins-said today the
Army was forced to “gamble”
when it ordered production of
new tank designs before serv-
ice tests were made but that
initial “serious deficiencies”
have been overcome and the
gamble won,
