He 
would hove the program start 
with such a email number that It 
would not - in te r im ' with our 
preaent military, needs, being met 
through the draft. He would have 
the first 60,000 conscripteea be 
"volunteera.ll.................. ......

The principle In conscription, of 
course, la that It would treat all 
young Americana alike, with no 
exemptions. But Vlnaon is quite 
willing .to sacrifice this principle, 
temporarily, in order to persuade 
Congress to vote lU final approval 
for conscription now. I f  Congress 
will do this, he suggrata, It won’t 
be conscription at alt—not for the 
first year.

This la one of the moat shallow 
and nonaenairal auggestlona ever 
made on behalf of a p lm  of 
legielatlon.
