Walt Disney Studios had. sued 
tha "Mickey Mouse Raataurant" In 
Zurich for the unauthorized use of 
Mickey's - name-and Iniaga on Its 
menus, platan, tablecloths and 
publicity. The Zurich courts had 
upheld the complaint and ordered 
the restaurant to change its name 
and ramova Mickey's image from 
Its premises.
• However, the supreme cqiirt, on 
appeal, decided that Mickcy'S| Im­
age must go, but hla name ebutd 
remain. "The title of a work of art 
la only protected by copyright, 
the court's judgment aatftr "It-^t 
haa an Inherent creative content. 
Throughout the world,

Rubber Ball for *52

The football rules com m ittee of 
the NCAA plana to  a t  least open 
the w ay to  th a t possibility today.

I t  la expected to  give final ap ­
proval to  provlilonal permission 
for use of a  ball covered w ith a  
m aterial bcaidea leather which has 
been the standard  requirem ent for 
82 years.

While th e  proposed new rule 
says. "A ball made of o ther m ate­
rial besides leather m ay be used 
by m utual agreem ent of the o f- 
poalni^ team s," a rubber cover la 
behind tha change.

M anufacturers of a  rubber cov­
ered ball showed their product to 
th e  rules comm ittee and said It 
had been used in 1,500 college, 
high achool, service and profes­
sional games laat season.
■■ W mnbtero o rtf ie  riib l^r co’v e i ^  
ball claimed it  Increases passing 
and kicking efficiency, particu­
larly  when wet. and retains ita 
o r i i^ a l  shape longer because it 
doesn't become waterlogged. They 
told the rules committee, which 
winds up a . three-day m eeting a t 
the Greenbrier today, th a t It will 
teat foiir to  a te  times longer than 
a  leather covered ball.

The rubber covered ball haa the 
sam e pebbte-gnuned appearance 
of the leather and Ita backers said 
m any team s unaw are of its use 
d idn 't know tha difference.

The rubber ball m anufacturer 
to ld -th o  com m ittee U had aqkM 
640 ' coacKci' ’‘Do*®' 'a rubber cov­
ered ball Increase efficiency of a 
passer o r a  ball handler?” T he  an ­
swers, the representatives aaid, 
were 470 yea and 160 no on a dry 
field, and 530 yes and 80 no on a  
w et field.

F or the laat two years It has 
been a  violation to  h it an op­
ponent from the rea r bhry below 
the w aist. The penalty fo r defen*
