Volumtary Fnsurance

With the first reason, the cost
of medical care, Dr. Jacobson
agreed that no one could have
any quarrel, The cost of every-
thing has gone up and medical
care has risen with the cost of
living.  He believes that the big
question of how we can bring ade-
quate medical care to otr citizens
can best be answered through a
voluntary medical program of in-
surance. _The insurance way._is
the American way and ultimately
Insurance should be able to cover
all- medical expenses.

Concerning the second reason,
that this country is in a deplor-
able state of health, Dr. Jacobson
said that In the last war many
were turned down in the draft for.
