He said 'one dSfccilve liM’ilti^  
blew up and killed four membera 

-®*-the-gw»- erew;—Another gunner 
waa injured In a Similar explosion, 
Lanadell added.

’The Eighth Army spokesman, 
who asked not to be Identified, 
said the accident in which Lands- 
dell said four men died is believed 
to  have occurred last Dec. 23 and 
that "only two men were injured 
and evacuated.”

Checks Wear, Tear 
The spokesman aaid he had 

heard both men died, -but could not 
Confirm it.

“Our ordnance checks for wear 
and tear and other unsatisfactory 
rondiUona twice a month,’’ he said. 
“We replace a bad gun tube any 
time ordnance runs across one.” 

The spokesman aaid a new gun 
can explode as well as an old one.

An experience such a* this read­
er describe* I* by no mean* un- 
iievial in which »o many differ­
ent kind* of treatment bring re­
covery.

Thti is the one disease in medi­
cine which I# mirroundcd with 
more siiperatitltlnn than any other 
because of th* rather myslerlou* 
nature In which wart* come and 
go------ ■ ----

The respoiise of w «il*  to treat­
ment Is all the more arionlshing 
because, they are canard tri- viruses 
which are small living bodir* too 
tiny to see under the ordinary 
nilcroacope.

Why a condition caused by vi­
ruses should respond to strange 
treatments of the kind mentioned 
la eomelhing no one known*

The moat common type Is the so- 
called "seed wart" which occur* 
on the hand*. Clilldren are .more 
likely to have warts than grown­
ups. hut they may come at any
age

Medical science-doee-not know 
Just why warts come, though they
can.ba spread from one pact of .the 
body to another. There I* no basis 
for the old superatltlon that han­
dling toads wtil produce warts.

Painting with certain dyes, iiae 
of any on* of several ' kind* of 
ointments, freealng With carbon 
dioxide mow, and burning with 
diathermy needles have ail been 
used with success.-

One of the tavorite treatments 
consists in the iiec /of Injections 
rontalning a heavy rortsl railed 
bismuth. Warts also disappear In 
most case* after X-r*v treatment.

___ B y . **_uggeMlpn^
■fhe most astonishing treatment, 

of all. however. Is . the method 
of suggestion. How the mind can 
have *n effect on a virus disease 
Is a mystery.

This doe* oot Involve th# use of 
anylblril; IfKlilly or' hy ItiJeHlofi. 
Nevertheless, II has |ong been 
known that wart* which have been 
pregenl for many yu rt can dlstp- 
pear suddenly and completely.'

This has been conflimed hy 
arientiflr observer*. Just how to 
go about this kind of treatment Is 
not settled and some doctor* are 
*keptlc*l about U, hut. many others 
claim that it does happen.
