Td Aid Wounded

Washington. March 8 - IJP) — 
Babies who didn’t  have a chance 
are giring some Korean war 
wounded another chance for a nor­
mal life.

The tin.v bones of still-born or 
abort-lived babies are being u.sed 
-^with parental permission—to 
help save the hands and feet of 
wounded men,’ Navy doctora told 
a reporter.

Small leg or arm bones—aome of 
them only a few inches In length 
—have been found partlbularly 
uaeful In several rases where men 
had lost parts of bones between 
the fingers and wrist or between 
the toes and the ankle. ■

The infant bones are procured 
within 24 hours after still-Dorn 
delivery or after an early death 
following, delivery.

They are preserved until used by 
a special ”freeze-dry” method per­
fected by edenUsta of the Naval 
Medical School at Bethesda, Md..

To Aid Wounded

The grafting operations were 
performed at the Naval Hospital, 
commanded by Captain Barthole- 
mew Hogan.

The Navy's "bone bank" for the 
m o s t part has bones taken from' 
adults, either after death or dur­
ing a surgical operation. They are 
almilafly preserved by the 
"freere-dry" method.

But two o f tke Navy’s sclen- 
. tlats— Lta. Thomas C. 'Turner and 

Andrew U  Bassett— said that, for 
certain Uses, the small size o f in­
fant bone make it particularly 
helpful as gra ft material.

Moreover, they added, baby 
bone is. less dense , than julult bone | 
and thus-.ls oonducive to '-m ore  j 

-rapid— heeling--of-the-gra ft-andj 
Bubsequent development o f the 
recipient's own bone. (Ultimately 
a grafted Ixine is entirely replaced 
by newly-grown bone.)

Both the baby and adult bones 
are kept In air-Ught botUes at 
room temperature after first be­
ing subjected to the "freeze-dry” 
technique designed to assure 
preservation with virtually no 
deterioration due to ' internal 
chemical change.
