"The recipippt must be tested 
for his blood group and for the 
presence or absence of the RH 
factor,” said one of the techni­
cians.

To accom­
plish this step In the process, 5cc 
of blood are taken from the pa­
tient, mixed on a slide with A and 
B typing commercial rerum, and 
rotated on the view box. Agglu­
tination takes place on the slide 
where the correct antibodies have 
been mixed with the blood.

Proper Group
The next step involves select­

ing blood from the bank of the 
proper group which must then 

cross, matched with the pa­
tient’s blood to prevent reaction 
at the time of transfusion. ‘"nie 
cross matching I* of vital im­
portance,” explained one of the 
staff doctors at the hospital. “It 
Is not enough to use any blood of 
similar blood grrouping. If the 
recipient's blood and the donor's 
bloods are- not compatible, reac-

Slide* Made
These mixturec are incubated at 

37 degrees Centigrade for half an 
hour and then centrifuged for two 
minutes. Slides made of the result­
ant mixtures are studied for ag­
glutination, to determine if the 
blcod ia compatible. If there ia the 
least sign of i-iumplng or other in­
dication of Incompatibility be­
tween the two’types, another pint 
of donor's blood Of the same blood 
group must be selected and the 
whole "process mu*t be repeated 
until a donor pint compatible with 
the patient’s blood con be found. 
Then, aiM only then. c*n the 
transfusion proceed safely, the 
hospital authorities emphasized.

After a compatible blood type 
has been found and sent to the. 
floor where the transfusion is to 
take .place,...a trained attendant 
irufo sta rt jhe operation. The en­
tire tcanafuston must be supervis> 
ed in the event of a minor reac­
tion; and a doctor must be within 
call so that, in the event of a mi­
nor reaction taking place, it can 
be checked soon enough to prevent 
development into serious conse­
quences.

"The blood given by the donors 
to the Red O oss and given by the 
Red O oss to the hoapitals, Is 
given without any charge to the 
patients,” hospital authorities re­
peated.
