FBI Holds

Digger for
Death Note

New York, March 18—

was jailed under heavy bail
today on charges he wrote a
létter threatening murdered
Arnold Schuster “for being a
squealer” on bank robber Wil-
lie Sutton.

But the FBI said the gravedig~
ger apparently wasn't involved in
the killing. He was put under $15-
000 bail at his arraignment before
U. 8. Commissioner Edward BE.
Fay.

Meanwhile, Sutton himaelf went
on trial for a 1850 holdup. A heavy
police guard stuck close to the
slippery, three-times prison break-
er, and detectives screened spece
tators. ¢

At the same time, Brooklvn Dis-
trict  Attorney Miles complained
he hadn't had a chance to queation
the mv«’!_lgfer satisfactorily, and
that the left his office in the
dark about the arvest.

Bchuater, 24.year-old Brooklyn
clothing salesman, was killed near
his home March 8. Just a month
Ago, on Feb, 18, Schuster had spot-
ted the nation's ace bank robber
and prison escape artist on a sub-
way train.

The FBI arrested the gravedig-
ger, Willlam Brinckerhoff Brown,
61, of New York, lnst night and
said he admitted writing Schuster
on Feb. 22 that “Your days are
numbered for being A squealer on
Willle Sutton.”

Schuster received about a dozen
threats before he waa shot,

Later today, ‘Edward Scheidt,
head of the New York FBI office,
aaid “There Ia no evidence impli-
cating” Brown “with the shooting
of the young salesman.”

The threatening letter, alleged-
edly written by Brown, read:

“This is to let you know that
your daya are numbered for bean-
ing a squealer on Billy Sutton.

e note, scrawled on plain lined
paper, bore no signature but there
was_a crudely drawn _face at the
bottom of the page. “Beaning” ap-
parently meant “being.” The FBI

Towle spoke on ™
World Trade and the Feco-
nomic Policy of the United

Breaking his talk down into
four major parts, the speaker
elabornted on each one of them,
giving his audience a clegr, concise
view of the many implications of
forsign trade. As his first point,
he gave the three hasic principles
of foreign trade wnd told - what the
objectives of trade are. 'Trade s
not an end in itself,” he sald.
“There in’much enthusiasm in ex-
panding exports but we put almost
as much energy into contracting
imports, There are only three
ways in which other countries can
repay us, by selling us goods, by
rendering . us. services or by bor-
rowing."”

In-his-second point; how to ex-
pand fore trade and obstacles
to it, Dr. Towle believes that the
mast important thing in that con-
nection is the reduction of artifi-
clal barriers in international trade.
