‘of blood spécimens submitted for
testing so far Is too small to ex-
clude the poasibility that some in-
fluenza is present.

The disease is being felt in all
the towns of the Greater Hartford
area but especially in East Hert-
ford. The school department there
reported this morning that the ab-
sentesism rate among pupils in
Burnside schoaol tm'l'lm:nth‘vc was
32 per cent; Sunset Ridge School,
20 per cent, and East Hartford
High 8School, 14 per cent. The nor-
mal rate this time of the year in
about five to seven per cent.

Other schools in East Hartford
showed a rise in absences, but to
. lesser degree, In most of them
the rate was about 10 per cent.

Dr. Hart said, he had a report
from Meriden about a week ago
that 1,000 children were absent
because of lllnesa.
