Our Collective Sorrow
It takes an extreme and dra­

matic case to make us realize jiow 
much the atate of the world may 
be affecting the minds and hopra 
and iptrlt of human belngz every­
where—to realize that problems 
which our mass psychology seems 
to gloss o-vreri and accept almost 
as routine are still taking their 
bite' inside iiidividuais.
. A few weeks ago, an honor stud­
ent at one of our eastern colleges 
committed suicide. At the Inquest 
the other day, his' roommate was 
questioned aa follows; ^

"Was Millard worried about be.- 
Ing called to the sendee thia sum­
mer?’! •

“Well, somewhat,'* replied Mr. 
Herman. “Most guys are,”

He added:
“Pete—that's what we called 

him—used to think that lots of 
things didn't' make much sense. 
He was struggling with a buncji of 
problems, but he didn't come out 
and say much about them.'*

"You say tha  ̂ tjilnga did not 
make aenae to him? What do you 
mean?"
' "I mean the world." “

Thera was an indirect glimpse 
Into the mind and feeling of an in­
dividual living in pur times, a 
glimpse made poMible by the fact 
that this individual- had—com­
mitted a desperate act. Perhaps 
thia individual was weaker'than 
others, and this does seem to be 
Indicated. Perhaps he was more 
sensitive than others, and this too 
would seem to be indicated.

But a fact remains which is 
universal. It U that all. of ua are 
called upon to carry forward the 
buaincss of living In a world which 
does not seem to make much 
Mense. The crimes of humanity 
against itself seem enorn\pua. 
Whatever la suicidal, whatever la 
cruel, whatever la' Illogical, what­
ever la mad—these things seem to 
be the things our world does to It­
self naturally. And even more 
shocking' and diailluaioning than 
our acts themselves are the ra­
tionalizations in which we Indulge 
In our effort to justify our be­
havior. We could stand It all bet­
ter, perhfcps. If we were not con­
tinually being told that we are 
civilized, principled, humanitarian 
people. That may be the glib pr«i- 
tenae which shocks aensitiva 
spirits the moat deeply. —

■What, la the snawset/rwtet 
would we aay to auch a acnaltlve 
spirit, on the verge of giving up? 
What would we aay to that part 
of the saine desperate concern 
which has some root in every In­
dividual who lives iS our times? 
How would we try to make seem 
worth while A world ao mad ? How 
wpuld wê  try to. prove that liv­
ing does, make setda, Aftar aUT̂

The first thing we would try to 
do would be lo suggest, and It 
might, we think, be the key to the 
finding of all the other answers, 
a change In outlook. The atate of 
the world is not a-plot against any 
one IndivlduaL It is the collec­
tive sorrow of all humanity.

To admit and sense this may be 
to aubatltute for ajeeling of lone- 
Iji helplessness another and quite 
different feeling—a feeling of 
comradeahlfp In which the liutinct

U. S. State department officials 
dlaeloeed last-^Jamiary ItolvTind 
forinally requested extradition. 
Murder is an extraditable offense 
under an X898 U. S.-Itattan treaty. 
However, a major lasne which 
would have to be settled ia wheth­
er toe Italian government has Jur­
isdiction.

Tha alleged murder was Dec. 9, 
X944, when both Icardl and Lo 
I^lca were In the U, 8. Army and 
presumably exempt from Italian 
civU law. U. S. military authoritlea 
say. they have no Jurisdiction 
since the tvro menwre no longer in 
toe Army.

After receiving toe Itslisn re­
quest, toe State department deliv­
ered to toe Italian embassy in 
WaiAiington a certificate testify-< 
ing to the request. Thia was to al­
low Italy's diplomatic representa­
tives to seek warrants fqr the ar- 
peat of the two men.

A State department legal offi­
cer has emphasized that although 
the department approved toe start 
of extradition proceedings, this 
did not necessarily mean the U. S, 
considers the men guilty or tjiat 
they should be returned to Italy 
for trial.
