Superstitions about m e d i c a l  
matters die hard and once in a 
long while they later are shown to 
have scientific merit. In the latter 
group was toe belief lii, certain 
South American regions that 
chewing the bark'from a particu­
lar tree wim good for- chills and' 
fever; the bark ebntaineil quinine 
and the fever was usually malaria. 
This superstition later became toe 
biuiis for much scientific treat­
ment ,.ot malaria a ll. .over the 
world.'

One superstition that Is ' quite 
far off the mark is the wide-spread 
belief which was held in the Scot­
tish Highlands that insanity was 
caused by a person’s heart getting 
out o f place.due to-x. auddto'shock.. 
It was alto felt, that another toodr 
would bring the hcart back to it# 
former position, imd thus restore 
the natural balance.
