There are, apparently, two 

kinds of Americans Interested In 
saylgg. the "Aiffexlcan way 
Iri two different ways.

Some, of us think that the only 
way the ' "American way of life' 
can be preserved Is.for us to take 
world leadership. In such a  way 
as to create friends and good In­
fluence, the while we are making

headUnei.-But It la also confusing 
and aometlmes conflicting testi­
mony makes It difficult for people 
to know Just what really has hap­
pened.

The moat recent example of this 
kind la the wide-spread report of 
a new drug reported effective 
against tuberculosis. The facts of 
this story are fascinating. For 
years a search has gone on for 
some chemical agent which would 
attack the germ causing tubercu- 
lofllA. aa _aucc«ia^ . aa p^cU lln 
and other preparations of a sinii- 
lar kind attack the germs of other 
diseases.

Hiousande of Tests 
Over the paXt few years thou­

sands of chemicals have been tried 
In many different laboratories. 
Recently;- -by ■■onA'Of-thoso-eolnet- ■ 
dences which are' so common In 
medical research, several labota- 
tories at the same time found a 
chemical compound known as ison- 
icotinic add hydrazide, which has 
soma Temarkable properties in at­
tacking the germ of tuberculosis.

The steps in studying the pos­
sible value of a chemical compound 
In a human disease are complicat­
ed. First, the chemical must be 
prepared In pure form. Then, if it 
Is aimed at attacking a germ It 
must be tried out tn a test tube.

If It works In the test tube, if 
must then go to another group of 
research workers-who -try 1t ou fln  
the appropriate experimental ani­
mal#.-- first to-aee-if the chemical 
worka 1* the living body, and see-- 
ond, to see if it causes any harmt 
ful effects. Obviously all these ex­
periments must be rigidly per­
formed before a new chemical is 
tried in human beings. .

AU' these stops'were taken with 
the 'naw-antl-iubereuloaU - ohemt-.' 
cal, and it Is liow in the process of 
careful trial .and study in men 
and women who are victims of 
tiiberculoals. Even after the, first 
steps have been taken and proved 
successful, drugs do not always 
behave in exactly the same way 
in human beings aa in animals. 
Consequently, one cannot conclude 
for tome time that this new drug 
is the final answer to the treat­
ment of human tuberculosis.

Some Have Reactions 
For example." It is possible for 

scant human belnga to develop 
undesirable reactions to drugs and 
indeed a few of these have been 
reported^ with this new anti-tuber- 
culosta drug. It is also possible 
that atralna or. varieties of the tu­
berculosis germ will develop which 
will resist the actions of the d.rug, 
~ "The preieht'sIluaUon. therefore, 
with regard to this widely herald­
ed v>tl-trtb«rculosls chemical is 
that It seems promiaing. it is not 
available for eVbryone as yet, and 
time wUl be necessary to find out 
all that la needed about Its actions 
and possible' side effects, and oth­
er time-proven methods of attack­
ing tuberculoaU should not be dis­
carded for the present.
