In which 
the names of persons connected 
with 10  alie^.ed Irrefplarltles^ 
deicted, was rcreasedTBi’s riiorw- 

'vlng. A l the same time. Town 
Counsel John D. LaBelle, who 
headed the Insurgent slate, Is­
sued a statement In answer to re­
marks made last week by the 
Democratic T o w n  committee's 
new chairman, Attorney Wesley 
C. Gryk, Who led the organiza­
tion’s forces In the caucus fight.

In their protest, the Insurgents 
•contend that ballots -were -cast for 
a number of persons who did not 
attend the caucus, including "a 
person who U deceased." They 
charge that'votes were cast by 
four registered Democrats and 
two registered' Republicans who 
.were, not at ,th,e.caiicvis, and_ that 
six pensons who were there and 
voted were 'not officially listed as 
members of the Democratic pa-rty.

The Insurgents state that the 
two Republicans'wfib’' ' ’v6tea’’ ’HKd' 
at one time been members of the 
Democratic party but had since 
switched , their affiliations al- 
th ou ^  they had never been drop­
ped-from-the partv'a rolls.

The protest was filed with the 
permanent swretary of the tavicue, 
Mrs. Mary D„ Ross, who was In­
structed to relay It to the Slate 
Central committee along with the 
results of the caucus.

Whether the central comnUUea 
wilt take any action bn the protest 
appears doubtful. Likewise It Is 
uncertain whether the protest will 
teaint In B' contest - bet-ween rival
delegations for seats at the Demo­
cratic State convention'to be held 
In Hartford In two weeks. Both 
slates at the caucAis contained caq? 
(Udates for delegates to three 
nomlfiaUhg' rbnvenirohs '— state, 
senatorial and congressional- and 
If a contest for seats at these con­
ventions were carried through to. 
the end. the final decision In each 
case would be up to the creden­
tials committee of the conven­
tions.

However. LaBelle said thia 
morning that his group, having 
filed the protest, will .take no fur­
ther action and that It Will accept 
whatever decision Is handed down 
by the central committee!... .,_____

Topping the list of Irregularllleo 
is the charge first leveled by the 
insurgents’ in announcing their In­
tention to file a protest—that a 
candidate on Gryk’a victorious slate 
WHS not a registered Democratic 
voter on the day of the caucus. 
Because of an apparent oversight 
by Democratic Regls.trar of Vot 
ers Edward Morlarty, Albert L. 
Adams, the oandidate referred to 
by the Insurgents, had never been 
r ecoi;ded a s a  mambac.of the X>emo- 
pratlc party even though 'he had 
signed a change-over slip two 
years ago to become a member of 
that party. ,

In hla statement. LaBelle took 
Isaq? jyi.th a .stateqaent; IsBwett, last 
week by Town Chairman Gryk. in 
which the latter said LaBelle 
agreed to anyone's voting who ap­
peared at the caucus. Today. La- 
Bclle said, that while he agreed 
to allow persons to vote who did 
not appear on the voting lists, he 
said ho had made it clear that lhe.se 
pconle were doing so at their own 
peril.

" I  did agree that any person 
who was willing to state that he 
was an eligible Democratic elector 
could cast his ballot.”  he states, 
’ ’provided that any such person 
whn nmde such claim would have 
to stand the consequences and be 
subject to the penalties Imposed 
by th e ■ statute* "fni' im proper "par­
ticipation In a caucus. I  certainly 
never agreed that Republicans 
could vote In the caucus or that 
votes could be cast for electors 
not present or that votes could 
be cast for electors already de- 
■rcaaeil, or that votes could be cost 
hy electors not registered In ^he 
Democratic party."

LaBelle also commented on a 
statement by Gryk that he *(La-
