For State, Figures Say
A rebuttal to critics of Man­

chester’s school-building program 
who have charged that the town 
is building needlessly expensive 
schools was offered in the form of
.cpmp,8r8l,iye,ftguriea ,pf .the. cost of 
school-building in Manchester and 
throughout the 'state that were 
presented yesterday by General
Manager Richard M artin............ .

Martin said thut a study of 
these comparative' coats showed 
that, since the war^ Manchester's

■ ’ ’•cKbol-'BiiMirig''progT’am
slightly less expensive on a cost 
per pupil basis than the state aver­
age. Martin's information waa fur­
nished by Charles F. Rich, direc­
tor of the Stale School Building 
Commission, whiclL approves state 
grants to communities for school 
construction.

Martin's contention is based on 
the fact that the state has granted 
Manche.ster 22.3 per cent of the 
cost of Its last two completed ele­
mentary schools, Vepplanck and 
Bowers, while it has granted the 
74 elementary schools completed 
In the state between 1945 and 1952 
22.2 per cent of their cost. Man­
chester's newest school, the Wad- 

— dell -School,-now--rapi<Hy--ne*rinK 
— eompleUon - on-Broad-street,- has 

not yet been processed for a state 
grant by the school building com­
mission.

The state provides aid to school 
construction according to a fixed 
formula—$300 per pupil to be 
housed in the new school or one, 
third the cost of construction, 
whichever is less. For all practical 
purposes, the $300 per pupi>ris the 
basis to use in determining state 
aid. ,>

Commander Harry Manning 
put the vessel through her pacta 
yesterday in a smooth 30-minute 
burst of speed at 33 knofit. The 
average for the entire day's run 
was 19 knots.

The short and fast performance 
was better than the 32,08 knots 
averaged by the British Cuiiard 
liner Queen Mary on her heat day's 
run In August, 1938, when It set 
the world's record for the fastest 
Atlantic passenger crossing.
