Don*t Give Too Hemfy a 

W^come to AugutA 
Beeau$e Weathermen 
Aren*t Bit Optimi$tie

Welcome to Auguat! But before 

you baeoma toe cxdtad over tha 
proapact of a new month, go 

, alowly. ’Iha weather bureau la not 
too opUmlotic about thla ona 
althar.

Just pawt la one of the hotteat, 
sUcktaot, haaC . racord-breaktng 
Julya ever recorded by tha men 
who peer at tha'rmometera and 
maasura precipitation. To put It 
mildly—it waa terrible!

Thera ware 81 days to July, 
practically every one tinged with 
steaming warmth that pu|; to 
■bama an efforta to combat the 
heat Out at BrSlnard Fl4ld where 
the United States Government 
maintains an official meteorolo­
gical laboratory, things hit a new 
low when the thermometer hit a 
new high for the aeaaon. Several 
timaa during July the mercury 
climbed well past the 100 mark. 
Some . recordings were official, 
others were of the backyard and 
kitchen tsrpe and not sufficient 
avidenca. But to the folks who 

. read tho temperature It waS of­
ficial enough.

Let’s get back to the weather­
man. And If It brings you any 
consolation, ha was wrong several 
times last month. Wrong to the 
point where ba had folka stirred 
up over the prospect of cool rain 
and lowered temperaturaa. Only 
thing waa, the day that was sui>- 
posed to be cool, or the night that 
was supposed to be showery, con­
tinued on Its own way toward 
baking the community in the 
Btaady, humid, unbelievably tor­
rid weather that has become ao 
familiar to all of us.

‘Scattered’ Showera 
Hera are a few examplear July 

S; he called for "partly cloudy and 
continued warm weather with 
cooling showers or thunderahow- 
ara the nrat afternoon.” 131006 
ware the moat scattered thunder- 
ahowera ever recorded. Agawam, 
Maas., noted that It rained there 
briefly for five minutes. ’Hie 
same thing happened in a Ver­
mont town. ‘

Somewhere'' in Mabaachuaatta 
tha ground was wbt' ag tha clouds 
opened tor a couple of minutes 
and sprinkled tha dust.

The weatherman’s out In thla 
case? He said that In the aummar, 
thunderahowars are always wide­
ly scattered and such a situation 
was to ba expected. But to the 
thlrating rasidenta of Mancheater 
and area towns, rain In isolatad 
instances was a pretty' poor pro- 
diction.

July A  "Slwwen tonight, cloudy 
tomorrow with acattarad thundar- 
ahowers.’’. There waa tha escape 
hole again . . .  "Scattered thunder­
showers.’’ But this time there 
weren’t even reports of sprinkles 
from other sections of the region. 
Just the ssune continued heat.

July P had a similar report end­
ing on the encouraging note that 
the rain would clear away and 
cooler weather would set In. Welt, 
It rained uccaslonally during the 
Bight but not enough to wet a 
whistle. And when early riaan 
prepared to go to work, Uiare waa 
that aama ball of fire (U ad the 
sun. peaking over tha hills to the
•Mte

Fight ‘Falsa AtoniH'
July had eight separate occa­

sions where tha mataorologists 
Just knew-there waa fain on the 
way. ’Thay said ao In their fore­
casta.’ Only thing la that nobody 
botharad to consult with tha one 
Character who might know . . ,  old 
Mr. Sun. He fooled ’em all. Each 
day that bad a promise of rain, 
dawned bright and clear, and the 
thermometer began Its usual climb 
to the 90 mark.

There were a couple of times 
when the weatherman was wrong 
and everybody waa happy about it  
July 18 he predicted "fair and 
warmer" weather for the next day. 
Wa had unexpected and welcome 
ahowera that helped cool the area. 
The tame thing happened July 26. 
more unexpected ahowera pelted 
on tha region and wet tha parched 
land. Tboae were two occasions 
when his mistakes were, even 
•mllad upon.

However, the weatherman Is sb- 
otdutely right in one Instance. 
July, In this way of continued heat 
has been a record-breaking month. 
More daya of over 90 deî toe tern' 
peratures were chalked up than at 
any other time slnca the govern' 
ment atartad to pay men to spend

their time outguasalng each othar 
an4 tha waathar.

Old tlmara will doubtlaaaly re­
call Inatancea where it wag hotter 
but they lack tha written avidanca 
to document thair claims. Wa have 
It In black and wbita. . . . July 
wan a stinker of large calftar.

The Manchaatar area enjoyed 
(T ) at leu t 21 da.,j *-Aa«sAj 'wlO 
mercury stuck around tha top at 
tho glass. Twelve at those days 
saw tha tharmometar go past tlw 
-90 mark. Twice it Jumped to 100 
or more!

And what was the affect of all 
this warm waathar? Hera are 
more records again but thay make 
intsreating compariaons.

Ona county agent aays thla (tha 
heat) la tha best thing that ever 
happened to tha tobacco crops. Ha 
recounta tha bountiful harvaat and 
prise-winning crop of 1948 v . . 
says July of that year waa alntoSt 
as hot and had avan leas rain.

Goad For Ooni
Another agent aaya this la "good 

corn-growing weatoer," that hot, 
close daya with plenty of atrbng 
aunahina la Just what tha malaa 
crop heads. Thoaa farmers con­
cerned with more leafy planting 
are of another frame of mind. The 
sun haa wltherad crops to the 
point of ruin In many cases. Thay 
pray for rain.

Thare’a ona man who Isn’t going 
to let tt atand at prayer alone. Ha 
wants to give the hsavana an 
aaaiat. That’s Jean E. Shepard, 
Jr., of South Windsor, a tobacco 
farmer. Ha wants to go ahead with 
plans tor artificial ralnmaklng 
through cloud' seeding. An earlier 
attempt was foiled when the

weatherman warned, that a ekmd 
sol act ad for aeading might contain 
haU. HaU Is a (laadiy enemy of tha 
daUeato tobacco leaf and tha 
attMnpt was hastily callad off.

But tha ConnacUeut Valley 
Cigar ’Tobacco Aaaoctataa hava 
■too# engaged a ralnmaklng firm 
to "go to work”  this BAtaraty,

Nalghborlng Maasachusotta la 
fotng ahaad wtta a Washington 
rogusst that tha satin atnta ba ds- 
clarad a dtaoatar araa. Thla would 
uiAbio farnwn to roealva long 
tarm kmna at low Intaraot rateg 
to balp pay for tbo damago inSIct- 
ad on tnatr crops by tba waathar. 
Bo far Oonnaetleut bas doellnad 
such drastic mcaauras. . However, 
Stats Commiaaloaar of Farmo and 
Markets John Chriettanoan, baa 
stataU that a few more daya with­
out a auhatantlol rainfaU would 
change the situation conaldarsUdy 
and might make tha toucira pro­
blem more critical. Rainfall for tba 
araa totaled only 2.26 Inches tor 
tha month, which la lasa than half 
of normal.'’Tha Bay Stats racatvad 
only M  during July.

Masaacbuaatta also raoordad a 
sudden rain aquall. tabbed by tha 
waatharmaa aa "occasional thun- 
darahowan," that took four Itvaa 
In Salem Harbor. ’Iha quickly ris' 
Ing wind and rain knockad small 
boats halter a(wltar and played 
havoc with flaharman and pleosura 
craft.

' Mirages
But tha month waa not without 

ita lighter aide, too. Ona report 
aaaping Into tha editorial rooms of 
The Herald concerned a series of 
mlragaa encountered on the. WU 
bur Cross Highway. Drivers enter 
Ing or leaving tba roadway 
through asphalt paved axlta and 
antrancos noticed what appaand 
to ba pools of vratar blocking thair 
way.

Wrong to the 
point where he had folks stirred 
up over the prospect of cool rain 
and lowered temperatures. Only 
thing was, the day that waa sup­
posed to be cool, or the night that 
was supposed to be showery, con­
tinued on its own way toward 
baking the community in . the 
steady, humid, unbelievably tor­
rid weather that has become so 
familiar to all of us.

‘Scattered’ Showers
Here are a few examples; July 

8; he called for "partly cloudy and 
continued warm weather with 
cooling showers or thundershow­
ers the next afternoon."

They said so In their tore^ 
casta. Only thing is that nobody 
bothered to consult with the' one 
Chfiracter who might know . . .  old 
Mr. Sun. He fooled ’em all. Each 
day that had a promise of rain, 
dawned bright and clear, and the 
thermometer began Its usual climb 
to the 9Q mark.

There were a couple of times 
when the weatherman was wrong 
and everybody waa happy about it. 
July 18 he predicted "fair and 
warmer" weather for the next day. 
We had unexpected and welcome 
showers that fielped cool the area. 
Thtaame thing happened July-26, 
more unexpected showera pelted 
on the region and wet the parched 
land. Those were two occasions 
when hla mistakes were even 
smiled upon.

However, the weatherman Is ab­
solutely right in OM instance.
