It's  the 
private game preserve of A. C. 
I t 's  one of the largest snd best- 
stocked private game preserves in 
America, and its very existence, 
virtually surrounded by thickly- 
settled areas. Is amaiing.

Gilbert steered his OsdiUsc 
down the dirt roads that sliced 
through the woods, oblivious to the 
low branches that slapped, the 
windshield. Hie English game- 
keeper, Alfred James (the third 
or fourth generation James to 
keep game) rode tteslde him.

"Running a game preserve,” 
James was saying, "is a matter of 
management. Everything must be 
planned and arranged just so, or 
you won't have., any birds or flsh 
or deer. That’s why Tm called a 
game-keeper,, net a  game-warden; 
my job is to keep the game here."

It'a  not easy. 'The temptation 
for neighboring hunters is tre­
mendous. There's a big fence all 
around Paradise, but once a  hunt­
er shot a deer through the fence, 
then cut .a. hole In it to haul the 
deer out. Ollbert maintains a 
watchful patrol during the.Jiunt. 
Ing and fishing seasons. 1

James’ job, and that of his staff 
of seven, runs the gamut from 
teaching ducks to fly to conduct­
ing an unofficial ( ^ r  census. The 
ducks are raised in brooders, so 
they don’t have a mother to teach 
them fhe facts qf life, such as 
that wings are for flying.

So James aB4C*hia crew drive the 
ground-Iubbsr ducks. up a  big 
wooden,ramp on the side of a hill.

Counting wary deer is difficult.

FIrat, it ahould. be pointed out 
that psychological factors fra- 
quantly hava u  much or more to 
do with tlM problem ot potency 
as any change In tha activity of 
the sax glands or other physical 
qualltlaa*

Soma experts claim that whUa 
the activity of tha mala six glanda 
does alow up with advancing age 
tha alowlng up la so gradual that 
one cannot properly speak of 
true "change of Ufa" In man..

Others baliava thaL at tout In 
some men, a deeraaaa In function­
ing of thara glanda may coma 
fairly rapidly and produce aymp 
toms which Justify speaking of 
mala change o f Ufa.

Bulgaria Files 
UN Protest on 
Greek Shelling

United Nations, N.Y., Aug. 9— 
(JP)—Conununlst Bulgaria charged 
Greece laat night with "provoca­
tive" and "aggressive" action in 
shelling the disputed Island of 
Gamma on the Greek-Bulgarian 
border. The accusation waa made 
in a formal Bulgarian protest to 
the United Nations.

Bulgarian Foreign Minister Min 
tcho Neytehev cabled the UN that 
shells and mines fell on Bulgarian 
territory during the Greek army's 
attack Thursday on the tiny spot 
of land in the Bvros river.

It was not clear whether he was 
charging that shells overshot their 
target and landed bn the Bulgarian 
side of the river or whether he 
was referring to the Island as 
Bulgarian territory. Both countries 
have claimed it.

Protest 43rculated
The' UN secretariat promptly 

sent Neytehev's protest against 
"the new provocations of the 
Greek authorities and the aggres­
sive acts undertaken by them" to 
the ' Athens government. It also 
circulated the Bulgarian message 
among UN members.

No ^rther action was expected 
here unless there are new develop­
ments.

The Greek general staff said 
yesterday it leveled mortar snd 
machinegun fire on Gamma island 
to drive off a patrol of Bulgarian 
troops which had occupied It.

The Greeks reported the Bul­
garian patrol withdrew from the 
island. The Greek 'army, howevei>, 
made no attempt to occupy the 
uninhabited piece of land. Greece's 
acting premier. Sophocles Venl- 
zeloa, minimized the Incident as 
"purely local In character."

So James aad'his crew drive the 
ground-lubber ducks up a big 
wooden ramp on the aide of a hill. 
They reach the edge end go off— 
and they either fly or fall,

A correspondent who shall r  
m$in anonymous asks for a d|o- 
eutelon of tho Impotent male of 
50 years or "younger."

It la frequently tied with 
the question as to whether the 
writer taoi'ld or should not take 
injections of male sex hormones.

First; it should, be pointed out 
that paychologtcal factors frs' 
quently have os much or more to 
do with the'problem of potency 
as any jChange in the activity of 
the aex glands or other physical 
qualities!

Some experts claim that while 
the activity of the male eex glands 
does ilow up with advancing age 
the slowing up Is so gradual that 
one cannot properly speak of 
true "change of life” In men.

Others believe that, a t least In 
some men, a decrease in function' 
Ing of these glands may come 
fairly rapidly and produf's symp 
toms which Ju s tly  apeoklng of 
male change of. 1 1 ^  They believe 
that men go through ” this peilo^ 
somewhat later .than women do 
usually betwtan' 45 and 55.

Perhaps moat men do not have 
any symptqma a t all which can 
be attributed to decreased func- 
tioiitnf Of the sex glands. Those 
who do, however, may (according 
to thoos who believe In a rapid 
change) have one or more of sev' 
aiml symptoms.

Some describe a distinct feeling 
of tension, with a  short of inward 
(aeHng of dlscomffirt, which Is 
mode worse by excitement 
fatigue, bod news, arguments or 
dliturboncaa which would not 
bother a person ordinarily.

Some men during this time of 
life may be resiloss and complain 
of aleeping poorly. Numbnaaa. and 
tingling' of tha banda or (aet ia 
common. Headaches of various 
kinds a r t  a (requant complaint 
I t U claimed that the memory 
)>ecomea poorer and the ability to 
concentrate tihpalred. A mild 
feeling of depreasion aleo seems 
to be common.

Dizziness, palpitation of the 
heart, cold hands and cold feet, 
slight shortness of breath and sud­
den fluahing of the face, neck and 
upper part of the cheat are alao 
mentioned.
