Some of the diffibultlea experi­
enced by mule drivers are these; 
When a packer approaches the 
mule with a halter the animal will 
try to gat 'away. Bven if the 
packer has been in daily contact 
with tha animal, moat mulea have 
an avaraion to the halter. If the 
packer .succaads in gattbiK that 
on ho alao haa' other troubles. 
After the saddle haa bean placed 
on the mule'a back, tha animal 
will puff up hla bally to prevent 
the olneh strap from being pulled 
tight

Trying to place tha load la an­
other problem. The packer has 
to balanea tha load with one hand 
and make tha tie with the other 
A lop-aided pack means trouble 
after the string of mulea has 
started up the mountain. If the 
mule doesn't Uka the way hla back 
Is being uaad, he often bucks the 
load. It la aaay to vlauallxe the 
packer scrambling up and down 
tha alone as ha picks up cans of 
food, atiovals, tents, frying pans 
and other equipment needed in 
the woody.

Occasionally a packer will And 
a cooperative mule who will come 
to a atop when ha feels the load 
slipping to one aide. But thia 
type of mule Is a rare thing and 
usually soon leama to be as atub- 
bom aa the rest. '
