Ex-Gov* M oore 
O f New Jersey 
P asses at '73

Somarvllle, ,N. J„ Nov. 18— — 
Former Oov.'A. Harry Moore, 73, 
Now Jeraay'a only three-time gov­
ernor, suffered a atroke and died 
today while driving, hia automobile 
near here.

The car nosed Into a ditch and 
came to a halt after Moore was 
stricken. His wife, riding with him 
at the time, suffered undetermined 
injuriel and was taken to the of­
fice of a nearby physician.

The one-time Democratic gov­
ernor and U. S. Senator suffered a 
fatigue collapse earlier this year 
and was unable to attend the na­
tional Democratic convention in 
Chicago. He had been elected a 
delegate-at-large.

Born In Jersey <2lty, Moore waa 
elected governor in 1925, 1931 and 
1937 under the aegis of Frank 
Hague, than state Democratic 
political bosa. In those days state 
law did not permit a governor ' to 
succeed himself.

He waa elected to the Senate In 
1934 but qult^mldway through hia 
term ̂ to run 'tor governor again. 
During hia last .term the Lind­
bergh kidnaping caae. broke. Moore 
directed much of the investigation 
inta the crime?

Moore 'waa expelled from gram­
mar school at tha age of 13 for 
throwing an atlaa at a classmate.

Irrin  L. Rico, assi.stant chief of 
the OPS Food and Restaurant 
division, reported Ihst veal and 
top grades, of beef generally are 
selling a t about 5 per cent below 
ceilings a t whol,esale. He aaid 
other grades arc selling sub- 
at'antially lower at wholesale.

One official suggested that. If 
variable dollars and cents ceil­
ings were set, local OPS offices 
could see that the celling used in 
a specific area was actually based 
on local wholesale costs.
■ This would be done by placing 
beef under a community pricing 
program. He said retail prico.s 
vary considerably by sections and 
cities.

increase the tax rate by -one-sixth 
mill, if at all. He said the district 
might be able to absorb the addi­
tional coat'without any additional 
tax increase for its fire-j^rotection 
water.

Looking Ahead
Hibbard maintained that the

nandsco over the week end, from 
which the formal announcement of 
the unfathomable development 
came, on Monday.

The Indian Propocal
One thing clearly satiafsetory 

about the Indian compromise pro­
posal on the Korean prisoner ex­
change iaaue is that India, at least, 
ia one nation which really wants 
peace, and ia willing to work for it 
ahead of ail other cOneideratians.
It  is good that there is such a na­
tion In the world, arid it is to b4 
hoped that tha point o f view India 
repreaenta does obtain a-final vic- 
tdor, over the drcumatance-im- 
prieoned policies of the actual 
partlcipants^ln the Korean war.

India, from its neutr^ position, 
is sbls to 'Visualise the stalemate, 
whidi, hi mliltary terms, is mil the 
world should'want of the Korean 
action.

The partidpants in the Korean 
war are likewise doae to recog- 
nisihg that they ought to welcome 
a stslemote end of the war; But 
they are incapabla of accepting 
the details of a etalemate. On 
both akles, they are still concerned 
with msneuvering some kind of 
victory out o f the supposed stale­
mate. Iktoh aide still retains am 
bithms to impoae its wilt on the 
other. •

Yesterday, at the Indian com' 
promise proposal was submitted 
to the United. Nations General 
Assembly, the one quick reaction, 
on both sides, was to condemn 
it. An American spokesman re­
vealed his dlstasta for i t  A  Com­
munist spokesman did the same.

And, If this vein of reaction con­
tinues—in which each side ob- 
vloualy aasumas that any aolution 
in Korea must be perfectly pleas­
ing to itself—It is obvious that the 
Indian proposal is doomed. For 
peace cannot come to Korea in 
way that Is completely pleasing to 
either side. Any peace that can 
come in Korea must inevitably he 
somewhat displeasing to both 
sides, so far as their ambition to 
dominate the solution is con­
cerned.

Yet, despite the trigger reaction 
of disapproval from both aides, the 
Indian proposal comes close, in a 
complicate way, to providing the 
essentials for a compromise on the 
prisoner issue, if one can ever be 
made. It  attempts to save Com­
munist face to some extent. I t  at­
tempts to rescue us from tho im­
possible hole ouî  policy has dug 
for itself with Its mishandling of 
its humanitarian purposes on the 
prisoner exchange issue. And if 
aome o f its details seem imperfect 
and questionable. It is possible 
that thees 'may be amended and 
altered, providing both we and the 
Oommuntsts show aome aigna of 
really wanting peace in Korea.

So far, both o f tu have been- 
more concerned with making 
peace impoaaible in Korea than we 
have been concerned with making 
it possible. We are locked in a 
test of wills, and neither of us has 
the real instinct to give way, on 
anything.

I f  there ia one hope in the In­
dian proposal. It Is that the 
smaller naUons of the world will 
rally round it, take a lead In per­
fecting its details, and give their 
own approval to it so unanimous­
ly and BO forcefully that both the 
Communists at\d the United States 
will have to take a more serious 
second look -at it.

We think the election was o f 
some help in the creation o f this 
healthy atmosphere, f o r , . in that 
election, the American people In 
reality voted their confidence in 
themselves and in their destiny.

In 4he reiniit there ia going to 
be, we think, a retention and an 
enlargement of the area of Ameri­
can freedom, Icn  time spent in 
witch-hunting and in crying down 
those who do not agree with lu, 
and more expression of our 
greatest strength egalnrt Com­
munism and all other ideological 
perils, which is not our instinct to 
smash them, whi<^ wouldn’t work 
anyway, but the courageoiu prac­
tice of our own principles.

Real Americanism captured 
Hartfprd last week. And when 
that is present, ideological 
challenges fall away to nothing.
