Police p S e f  
Talks Turkey

Hopefl Public Will Gobt 
ble Up Advice On Win­
ter Driving Habits
"I t’s time Lo talk turkey,” Chief 

of Police Herman O. Schendel said 
today.

The chief waa, talking about 
Thankaglviiig, but the turkey he j 
referred lo  waa straight ■ talk , 
about coming' winter driving con­
ditions.

"Thankaglving time is home­
coming time for-m any American 
families,”,  Phlef Schendel pointed 
out, "and roads will be crowded 
with niotorists going home for the 
holiday."
'i' The chief pointed out that 
Thanksgiving comes a t  a time 
when winter may let loose with its 
bag of tricka.

"You can’t  depend too much on 
good wfeather in late November," 
he eaid. "A sudden snowfall or an-i 
unexpMted freeze can play havoc 
with nwtorista’ safety.”

He euggested that drivers take 
these steps immediately to guard 
•gainst conditions that cause traf­
fic delays and accidents. "Do it 
now,” he said, “ and avoid delays 
vrhen everybody else wants service 
on the same day.”

2. Check w i n d s h i e l d  wiper 

blades and defrosters.
3 .  'Be sure brakes are equalized.

'  4. H ave'alt light! and rmrffierz 
checked.

5. Have tire chain# ready for 
use.

Asked whether he considered 
tire chaine necessary if a car had 
"winterized” tires,, the chief re­
ferred to a report.of the National 
Safety Council’s Committee on 
Winter Driving Hazards. T h is  re­
port said recent tesjs showed th at 
tire chains cut braking distances 
on- snow and ice in half and in­
crease ability to get started or 
climb hills under elippery condi­
tions by four to seven times.

Winterized tires were found to 
etop a car a little shorter than 
conventional tires but 'tire chains 
did far better than any tread. At 
39 miles per hour on hard packed 
snow, the report said stopping 
distances averaged as follows: 
conventional syntfietlc rubber 
Urea, about 70 feet; ' winterire<l 
tires, 60 feet: tire chain's, 40 feet. 
On ice at the same speed conven­
tional tires now slide 227 feet: 
mud-siiow tires 190 feet; and tire 
chains about 80 feet.

The report on special tires con­
cluded: ’’Their overall improve­
ment is not great enough to w ar­
rant less care or precaution when 
driving on elippery surfaces. Such 
tires do not come close to per­
formance. of reinforced type tire 
chains. While some of these tires 
can be considered as a palliative, 
they arc certainly not ‘the answer' 
for severe snow and ice condl 
tions.”

The same tend 
ency was apparent in hla cam 
paign utterances, after he had 
turned against Elsenhower and 
come out for Stevenson. Then he 
gave some of the most foolish and 
most extreme reasons for a step 
which he asked the American peo­
ple to regard as an act o f con­
science. Since the election, he has 
been going to extremes in the at­
tempt to prove that S'e was right, 
after all, and the American peo­
ple wrong. The man of conscience,
