The average wheat yield per
acre in this country is a fraction
above 16 bushels. The average
yield per acre in the more inten-
sive type of farming practiced In
Britain, where 1and {s short, is just
under 40 bushels.

But the three brothers who are
the new world champlons in wheal
accomplished the record yleld ot
130.7 bushels of wheat an acre,

What was involved was an un-
usunal piece of land—an old hot-
tomland still rich with residual
fertilizer and organic material
plus an unusual brand of wheat, &
hybrid with stalk strong enough to
hold the heavy heads the rich soil
would produce plus  unusual
wenther, in which rain held off
after the heads became heavy.

The new president came to the
Holy Land in 1907 after pogroms
in- Russia spurred his ambition. to
work for a Jewish nationnl state,
For nearly 30 years, before inde-
pendenice was won.

If you have junt.\roconnd from
a long iliness, or are generally be-
low par, or have frequent colds or
other respiratory infections, you
can become & victim of rheumatoid
arthritis, Dr. William H. Upson,

resident of the Hartford County

edtcu Association, warned today.

“Rheumatold arthritis is a dis-

oane of the whole body. lnﬂnmlng
the joints and if untreated, wast-
ing away the curulnxe and the
bones at the joints." he said

“The active disease may begin
with inflammation of several
jointa, with or without fever, and
a rapid heart beat., Usually the
fingera and feet are affected first
After a while the Iarger jointa are
injured,” Dr. Upson continued.

Rheumatold arthritis is common
among younger adulls especially
women, attacking them before 40
years of age. Some of the reasons
for its onset lie in exposure to
infection, fatigue, food deficiencies,
grief, fear or even a bad cold.

Osteoarthritis, the most com-
mon form of joint inflammation,
on the other d strikes those
over 40 years of age. The ends of
the fingers, the kneen and the spine
may be the firat joints to feel ita
onset,

Sometimes, injuries may cause
osteoarthritis; sometimes, physi-
cal defects such as flat feet or
curvature of the spine may con-
tribute to the beginning of the
attack.
