THE LAWYERS REPLY

To the Editor.
According to an article appear­

ing In the Manchester Herald 
under date of December 9, 1952, 
the Board of DIrertora of the Town 
of Manchester discussed (although 
not an agenda item) the question 
of attorne.vs appearing for clients 
before the Manchester Zoning 
Board of Appeals. The article 
stated that "a rnember of the 
Board suggested that people be 
Informed the.y do not need an at­
torney in appearances before the 
Zoning Board of Appeals." Another 
member of the Board of Directors, 
who was formerly a member of the 
Zoning Board of Appeals, was also 
quoted as having said that "The 
Board prefers it that way" and 
that the Board (Zoning Board of 
Appeals) felt It "a waste of 
money" to hire lawyers for ap­
pearances before It.

Inasmuch as there has been no 
„ public denial or retraction of the 

statements appearing in the article 
above referred to, I believe we are 
justified in accepting them as being 
an accurate account of what was 
said. I seriously doubted if the 
p r̂esent members of the Zoning 
Board of Appeals felt as stated in 
your article. I therefore contacted 
a majority of them and waa ,in­
formed that not only do they wel­
come the appearance of lawyers 
before their Board but that lawyers 
are very helpful In the proper pres­
entation of applications. The Board 
recognizes that any person, aa a 
matter of legal right, may be 
represented before It by counsel.

The Manchester Bar Association 
In giving Its opinion as to whether 
an applicant should be represented 
by counsel at a hearing before the 
25onlng Board of Appeals wishes 
to point out the following:

1. The average Manchester prop­
erty owner is almost entirely un­
familiar with the complicated zon­
ing wet and what, matter's must )m> 
taken before the Zoning Board of 
Appeals. ,

2. He is unaware of the vast 
amount of pow^r and authority 
vested in that Board.

3. Few applicants realize that
their property and property rights' 
can be greatly affect^ by a de­
cision of toe Board. /  *

4. The averege person appearing 
before the Ztming Board of Ap­
peals is not^4*miIlsr with'the pro­
per preparafioh' of an application, 
the evidence required at a hearing, 
or how to present that evidence.

6. The average applicant before 
' toe 'Board is not familiar with 
wtet. action ia required in order to 
take an appeal or the time alloŵ ed 
therefor,' which can often result In' 
the loss of valuable rights and also 
aubstantial money damages.

The further statement in your 
article by the former member of 
the ^n ing Board of Appeals that 
"the Common Fleas Court Judges 
almost insist tost most Zoning 
Boards should be manned by 
lawyers” is so utterly unfounded 
and untrue tost it doe* not require 
an answer.

The member# of the Manchester 
Bar Asaoclatjoiuire at a complete 
loss to understand under what 
authority the Board of Director# 
held such a discussion and feel that 
any such sUtemenU aa were mads 
at their meeting and published in 
to* paper, whether directed at U)s 
l e ^  profession or any other pro­
fession or business, are extremely 
tinfalr and outside of the author­
ity and functions of that Board.

the nent session o f Congress to 
abut o ff United States funds for 
the world organiaation.

This, on the baaia o f some Sen 
ate OoBimittee and grand Jury al> 
IsgAtioiiA and on the basis of some 
flitaga of Ajnerlcaas who refused 
to taatlfy AS to past Communist 
afflUatlons, and on the basis of 
the fact that other similar cases 
atm remain to be dealt with, is 
aaraeplng and unfortunate charac­
terisation of the United Nations, 
n #  emplo3rmeni: o f some Ameii- 
cans of dubious political back­
ground la an imperfection of the 
United Nations. But It does not 
come dnywhere near condemning 
the enUra character and purpose 
and funetien of the instituUon. It 
does net even mean that “espion­
age and subveraien" are being 
waged from the United. Nations 
against this country, lifiere has 
been no evidence, so far, that thU 
has been taking place, or that the 
alleged Communists on the UN 
pajrroll have been doing anything 
more than their jobs at the UN.

It may come to be disclosed that 
some o f them have been using 
their UN positions for operations 
and attempted influences of this 
character, but it has not been dis­
closed as yet.

But even if that were disclosed, 
it would be no ground for any 
change in our own fundamental 
atUtade toward the UN. It would 
be an Imperfection, not a basic 
fault.

What lir. Dulles had to say 
about the UN, in his message re­
corded for the National Oouncll of 
Churches of Christ at Denver, was 
much more sane and much more 
mcourAging.

His discussion of the United Na­
tions went as folloaa;

“Let our people intensify their 
determination to perfect an or- 
ganlmtlon for world peace and 
JusUce. The United NaUons has 
not realized all our hopes. Some of 
the dlsappolntmenU arise because 
the initial hopes were exaggerated. 
Other disappointments are due to 
••bA** that can be corrected.

"The United Nations has had 
*»cce«AOA. They are substantial 
and impressive. The Assembly, as 
the town meeting of the world,’ 
•aerts a real influence on national 
conduct.

‘ ‘Many haW wondered why So­
viet Russia, at a time when it had 
overwhelming military power in 
Europe and Asia, did not use that 
power in acts o f open armed ag 
greaslon. I  believe that world 
^n ion , as.marshAlad by the Unit­
ed NaUona was one important re- 
■trainlng iaUotnoe.

“It is no longer enpedient for 
Any nation, no matter hew strong, 
to disregard this assodaUon of the 
aatibns with its capacity to sub- 
i*ct national conduct to the 
opinions of mankind.

“ In addition to aerving in the 
pollUcal realm, tha United Nationa 
haa made some significant ocntrl- 
toitloos of an economic and hu- 
^^*iieriin order.

“A s  United Nations Is a  teH 
«0>Aing. It is inadegoato and 
f ^ t y  as all g ^ t  beglWnga ara 

tsw sabsUtnteo ter 
■••■teg by trial aad error. Hieco

haa been trial. There has been er­
ror. The leeson Is to persevere.

"There will probably be a gen­
eral meeting o f the members to 
review tJie United Nationa Char­
ter in 1#66. That meeting cor­
responds in Importance with the 
oriidnal San Francisco Conference 
of IMS. The free people of this, 
country should tske the lead in 
making the United Netions into a 
more , effective instrument for 
achieving international order and 
JusUce. '

The churches, psrUcularly in 
this country, performed a historic 
task in developing public senti­
ment for world organizsUon and 
in influencing the chattocter of 
that organIsaUon. The present 
task may be harder. The novelty 
has been worn off.- Confidence haa 
been impaired. DtfficulUes have 
emerged which, at first, were 
overlooked. But we need not be 
discouraged. What has to be, can 
be. When it is suicidal not to have 
world order, then world order U 
possible.”  t

As against such an expression 
of aims and belief. Senator Wiley's 
complaints are the most Insignifl- 
cant kind of flea bite.

"What has to be, can be.” That 
is as good a summary in a- few 
words as we have seen of ths 
situation of our Ume. It we keep 
our eyes and minds on the great 
things that do have to be, in our 
time, we will be fortified for the 
task of bringing them to pass, and 
we will put the imperfecUons we 
noUce in a proper perspecUve.

Having the j ponds full, by Dec. 
12, is good nmra for the lovers of 
winter. This is the earliest they 
have been full In many years. It 
seems, therefore, that trae freez­
ing weather has the earliest 
authorizaUon In many years. That 
weather cannot and will not come 
unUl the ponds are full. It  always 
comes as soon as they are.

For several years past, we have 
had'to wait for a January thaw to 
fill the ponda The ice came, and 
then it was a snowy Groundhog 
Day, and then it was spring.

This year the weather news is 
that there will be skating for 
Christmas, good sound skaUng, 
and that ally snow that arrives, 
early this winter, will not have to 
be melted down for the benefit 
of the ponds.

The F irst Cut-BAcki
The news from the defense pro- 

ducUon front is that some items, 
notably trucka and tanks, are now 
in greator supply than we'nsed. 
Cut-back orders, accordingly, are 
going out, and some government- 
owned plants will actually be 
shut down.

The news on some other items 
of our defense producUon program 
is, o f coiurse, that real production 
has not yet begun. We got an 
early start on relatively easy 
items like trucks and tanks. Ws 
could do so because we did not 
have too much fear that these 
would be outmoded in any abort 
span of Urns.

We have taken a longer time 
heading toward full production of 
planea. That is not only because It 
takes longer to design and tool for 
a new plane, but also because It is 
high g ^  strategy to wait until 
the last possible moment and the 
lak^ possible impAvement in de­
sign, before freezing ourselves in­
to plane production. Any plane be­
comes obsolete the moment 
enemy produces something which 
Is a combat shade better.

So, if it is good news that we 
have achieved an early plenty of 
tanks and trucks, it is also good 
news that wa haven't yet hit any 
full tide of plane production, and 
that we have managed to get 
along without compromising our 
own seardi for that victory which 
can come on the planning boards 
long before it materializes in the 
air.

As for the defense production 
cut-backs which are being ordered, 
they arc, for the moment, concern­
ing neither management nor labor 
too serioualy. Aa defense produc­
tion la slackened, peace producUon 
la being allowed to incresM. But 
the circumstance does beclwn the 
first shadowy hand toward Presi- 
dent-elsct ElMithower'a campaign 
discussion of “prosperity without 
war.” If the world conflict does 
not broaden, there will be more 
cut-backs in the production which 
is now giving the country's 
economy such a powerful, yet 
artificial, shot in the arm. There 
will come a Ume when the ab­
sorption of manpo\K'er and produc­
Uon capacity into peace type pro­
duction will not be so easy, unless 
our'economy has, in the meanUme, 
been schooled in the new habits It 
must have, for there to be con­
sistent Jwgh level prosperity with­
out war. .
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The course of state affairs this 
week turned Iteelf egain to that 
dismal business, the pursuit of that 
wlU-o'-the-wisp, that elusive thing 
celled economy.

The quest is diamel, but much to 
be admired. It la dismal because 
it never really aucceeds. It is to be 
admired because it shows good in- 
tentiona 

Good intenUons, of themselves, 
never reduced a tax rate that wa 
know of. In fact, our conclusion is, 
after long years of observaUon of 
public financing and spending, that 
no merely human agency ever re­
duces governmental spending or 
taxaUon.

Human capacity—the capacity of 
poliUciana or of public aervanti 
ia limited to the function o f per­
haps slowing down the increase in 
spending end taxes which goes on 
and on.

We are not making fun of this. 
It will be quite aomethlng if he 
can do it. wis are merely pointing 
out the truth, which is that you 
do not cut. You merely try to regu­
late the size of tha additional ex­
penditure from year to year. You 
never make government, or its 
coat, amaller. You merely try to 
restrain ita growth. And Just to do 
that takes all the energy, resource- 
fulneas, and courage that human 
beings in politics seem to possess.

Occasionally, we hear of so-call­
ed fundamental solutions. One of 
these fundamental solutions wears 
the title of government reorganiza­
tion. In the Bowles regime, a far- 
raacblng and comprehensive plan 
of governmental reorganization 
was drawn up, supposedly the 
work of the country's best experts. 
For it, certain claims of economy 
were made. We do not dispute 
these claims. But we do point out 
that the economy Involved never

(^ristmaa is an Industry for 
some people, a holiday for others, 
just another day In the year to a 
bitter few.

They're the careful type 
who organize Christmas like e 
scientist conducting an experiment.

They bought their Christmas 
cards aometime last January, ad- 
dressed them during their summer 
vacation, and mailed them, the day 
after Thanksgiving. The Chgiat- 
maa presents they plan to give this 
month were purchased at last 
spring's bargain sales aad were 
trundled to the post office by the 
first of December.

"You mean you haven't even 
begun your Christmas shopping?’’ 
they say now contemptuously to 
frlsnds.

Somehow this attltuds riles me. 
I don't feel these people even know 
what Christmas ia, and csrtalnly I 
doubt that they have any reel be­
lief in Santa Claus.

To them Christmas is a calcu­

lated thing, ehd their biggest sat­
isfaction U that of knowing they 
have done everything that could 
be reasonably expected of them iq 
an exactly proper manner.

Is that Christinas? Not to my 
mind. Christmas must have a 
kindling spontaneity to it or it 
isn’t Christmas at i^ . A guy who 
doesn’t hate to buck the shopping 
crowds an hour before the dapert- 
ment stores close misses hell the 
fun. What’s wrong with suddenly 
deciding at the last minute that 
there is still one more person 
you'd like to buy a gift for?

' Nobody ought to havs hia f riend- 
•hips indexed and priced like items 
in a mail order catalog. The per­
son who oVer-organizes Christmas 
is Embarrassed if he receives a 
card from someone he overlooked, 
so he promptly malls him a happy 
NSW Year card, and then feels 
smugly virtuous. But that isn’t the 
spirit of giving—it is simply trad- 
ing.

Easentially, I  suppost, these 
people who order their Christmaa 
trees on the fourth of July ere a 
sad lot, too joylesaly precise ever 
to feel the deep tidal pull that 
sweepa most hearts at thla season.

Give me the little guy who goes 
home In a bus on Chrstmas eve 
loaded with bundlea bought at the 
lest possible moment He may be 
a bit thoughtleas, but in his eyes 
glows a true Christmas hiqipiness. 
Hs at least bought his presents be­
cause ha wasted to, not becauae he 
felt he had to, and thera is no 
icicle in Kis aoul.

"This move Is necessary," the 
statement said, "#o that we can 
live within the amount of money 
that Congress gave us to operate 
until next April 30 when the con­
trols will expire unless an exten­
sion Is approved."

The economy move will be toned 
down In the enforcement division, 
FreehlU said, because; "We are go­
ing to keep a strong, positive en- 
forcerhent program and will work 
to complete many casaa now pend' 
ing In the courts, amounting to 
several million dollars In potential 
returns to the government.'

Sure of Short Term 
A comparative newcomer to the

He practiced law in Washington 
from 1944 to 1950, served as asso­
ciate counsel of a Senate Labor 
subcommittee until February, 
1951, and since then successfully 
became OPS chief counsel and 
deputy administrator.

Also foreseen by the men who 
peer into microscopes and delve 
into the mysteries of oceanic re­
search, is a possible ultimate sea- 
level rise of about 100 feet If the 
present trend continues.

While this total rise may not 
seem high (about one half foot 
since 1895 along the eastern sea­
board) the significant thing to the 
research men is the rate in which 
the sea has been rising in the last 
50 years.

This means peninsula land Juts 
like the Virglnla-Maryland-Dela- 
ware area and parts of Connec­
ticut and Rhode Island, would face 
eventual loss of whole sections of 
shoreline due to the slow rise. It 
would do no g(x>d to build break­
waters or various types of dams to 
hold back the ocean.

The Navy men say this is more 
than Just an abnormal tide and no 
matter what p r e c a u t i o n s  are 
taken, the sea would have to win 
out as it Inevitably swept over the 
beach and up to what Is now re­
garded as dr\’ land.

Perhaps this revelation may 
bring forth another spurt in ark 
building.

Violated U. 'S. Law 
The State department said 

Skvortsov wss barred from th# U. 
8. because he "violated a U. 8. law." 
American sourcea here said he had 
been carrying on espionage activi­
ties for more than a year. These, 
they added, took place outside the 
UN and did not involve his work 
with the Intematolnal organisa­
tion.

All the UN would say officially 
waa that Skvortsov's Job was "ter­
minated”—UN term for fired—be­
cause he could not return from 
Russia on a home leave *he took 
last Jim’e.

It waa learned that the firing 
took piece In November, about 
four montha after the 'U. 8.

Casablanca, French Morocco, 
Dec. 15 — (87 — French author­
ities today threw eight more Com­
munists, including three Soviet 
citizens, out of this troubled North 
African protectorate. '

They named the Rusalans as Vic­
tor Sokolof, Denis 'Verda and Ta 
mara Gusa, whose wife waa ousted 
several days ago.

This brought to 20 the number 
of Communists expelled from MO' 
roceo to France aa a result of ths 
bloody uprising a week ago.

Frenchmen here meanwhile ex 
pressed belief that the aterm 
measures being taken to. put down 
nationalism will guarantee Moroc' 
CO years of peace. Moroccan na- 
tipnalisU. like those in Tunis, are 
flghtihg to win independence from 
the French.

Foiice measures consist in seis­
ing almost, every member of the 
independence party called latiqtal 
every Communist.

Tokyo. Dec. 15—(87—Red Chinn 
today blasted hopes for an early 
truce in Korea by angrily reject­
ing a United Nations peace ap­
peal baaed on India's plan for an 
exchange of prisoners of war.

Peiping's reply came from For­
eign Minister Chou En-lai, who 
called the UN General Assembly 
resolution illcjgal, unreasonable, un­
fair and degenerate.

He demanded that the U. 8. re­
sume truce talks at Psnmunjom 
along the lines proposed by Rus­
sian Foreign Minister Andrei Y. 
Vishinaky. The talks have been 
suspended since October.

Chou's answer to Leeter B. Pear- 
eon of Cana, UN assembly presi­
dent, was broadcast over Peiping 
Radio. Pearson had sent the text 
of the 'UN resolution and an 800- 
word personal appeal for its ac- 
ceptanca to both the Red Chinese 
and the North Koreans.

The Indian plan provided for a 
commisaion consisting of Poland, 
Czechoalovakia, Sweden and Swit­
zerland to handle the repatriation 
of all prisoners of war. Those de­
clining repatriation would be turn­
ed over to thf United Nations.

The Russians, voting against tha 
proposal, auggested an immediate 
ceksefire and a political confec- 
ence with Red China and North 
Korea sitting in to settle the prlS' 
oner iasue.

The UN command has refused to 
repatriote any prisoner against his 
will. It reported only 83.000 of 
170.000 POWs want to go back to 
Communist territory.

In his reply to Pearson. Chou 
Insisted upon the "unconditional, 
speedy and total repatriation of 
prisoners of war."
