They Include (1) two-price sys­
tems, (2) processing taXes, and 
(3) price Insurance..

Under the two-price system, 
farmers themselves would con­
tribute , to a fund to finance ex­
port of surpluses at cut-rate' 
prices. They would get the ben­
efit of a high-level supported price 
on products consumed domestical­
ly minus a deduction for the ex­
port fee.

Under the processing tax plan, 
the government would collect fees 
from processing of farm products. 
Tlie money obtained would ^be 
usiyl to pay costs of supporting 
prices of affected farm commodl- 
tieis. Such a tax now pays the 
cost of supporting grower prices 

‘ of sugar cane and sugar beets.
Under the price insurance plan, 

growers would take out ̂ govern- 
ment Insurance pollticies. to pro­
tect them against price declines 
below designated levels. They 
would pay premiums for such pol­
icies. A limited crop insurance 
program — protecting growers 
against crop losses from flrought. 
floods and the like—is now in 
effect and Is self-financed.

Tlie price-, insurance and the 
aclf-financing type of, two-price 
plans differ from the, processing 
tax in one major feature. The 
cost, o f the former wogld be home 
b>- farmers themselves, w’hlle .the 
processing tax would be borne, in 
the final analysis, by consumers 
of the farm products Involved.
