Can the will of
iStalin reach beyond his own mor-
ial existence and impose an order-
'ty procedure for the choice of his
successor? One can remember that
the will of Lenin, Stalin's predeces-
sor could not, and that the strong
man present on the scene, Stalin
‘himself, was able to impose his
own procedure and conduct his

But the ways of politics can

1ast night took two steps towards
opening East Center streel to more

pusiness usage when they changed
to Business Zone I twa pieces of
property that were in Residence
Zone A. The properties in question
are the large lot between Lenox
street and Dart's Dalry, requested
by the East Center Street Cor-
poration, an Alexender Jarvis con-
cern, for the purpose of establish+
ing & First National Stores Super-
market, and residences bhetween
Spruce and Hamlin streels.

A total of 84 persons signed
petitions against the zone change.
The land involved will be the site
of the supermarket, Thirty-seven
hands were counted "at the public
hearing In the Municipal Building
last night as opposéd to - the
change. Residents on” East Cen-
ter, Lenox, Porter, Walker, Parker,
Goodwin and Munroe sireets and
Westminster road vigorously
volced objections, Fourleen per-
sons in the packed hearing roomn
signified their approval by a raise
of handa.

The commission studied the
agenda until 1:45 this morning be-
fore reaching decisions on three
of six proposed changes and also
approved deleting two paragraphs
from the regulations.

Through Arlery

Attorney Raymond A. Johnson,
counsel for the Jarvis enterprises;
deacribed the application l?rength
in the public héating. He spoke
nbout East Center street being a
through artery and expressed the
opinion that “the normal trend of
_husiness is east and west of the
town and there is no question that
business eventually .is going to
grow eastward on East Center
atreet."”

“Buginess iz sprinkied all along
the street,” Johnson added. “There
are 92 properties on the north side
of the atreet from the Center to

___the Bolton town line. Right now

there are 27 that airsady have
pusiness of one kind or nnother,
either by a zone change, an excep-
tion from the Zoning Board of Ap-
peals, or through pretexisting to
adoption of zoning in 1937. On the
gouth side of the street, there are
72 propertics, 31 of which are in
business classifications of one kind
or another."

Johnson -said the properties .on
East Center streel no longer have
any yalue for residential purposes.

He
said in most instances there had
heen considerable opposition, but
once the stors was built, the op-
