Yoshida ten tatively  set April 19 
fo r the elections. His cabinet will

until a  new Diet is elected.

Jap an 's  la te s t political crisis 
e rup ted  when Ih# lower house 
passed, 229-218, a  vote of non­
confidence aga in s t Yoshida and the 
cabinet. The prim e m inister's Lib­
eral P a rty  (actually  Conservative) 
held a 245-221 m argin in the lower 
house. B ut ton igh t more than  20 
m em bers of dissident factions 
w ith in  th e  Liberal P a rty  bolted 
and voted against- Yoshida.

Three m ajor opposition parlies 
joined the rebellious Ld>cials. 
Yoshida had survived crisis a fte r 
crisis during nearly  five years of 
rule under the Allied occupation 
and Jap an 's  newly won sovereign­
ty .’

The 4-year-old phlillcian ha.s fol­
lowed th e  United S ta tes  lead elose- 
ly in his foreign policy too closely 
to su it some of the opposition.

Pilots 
claimed at least 65 Red trucks de­
stroyed. The B-26s caught a Red 
convoy on one road and blocked it 
with bombs. Then they swarmed 
down and riddled the trucks with 
bombs and machine gun fire.

Ground action was extremely 
light. Allied troops threw back 
three small Communist probes on 
the muddy central and eastern 
fronts. But Allied artillery guns 
caught several big groups of Reds 
out in the open and pasted them 
with shells.

Today’s air battles were a con­
tinuation of a series which erupted 
Friday when | Sabres downed at 
least six MIGs.

A  U. S. Fifth A ir Force spokes­
man revealed that the Sabres have 
been using a secret radar gun- 
sight. He Implied the gunsight has 
been in u.se a long time.

Col. Baker, who shot down his 
12th MIG yesterday, said he had 
used the new radar device.

Presumably the gunsight auto­
matically finds the target and 
Idcks the Sabre’s guns on It. The 
A ir Force and Marines both an­
nounced last month .their night 
fighters have the same type device.

The Air Force announced Sabre.s 
had shot down 12 MIGs during the 
week ended Friday. The Fifth said 
two of the swift F-86S were lost 
in air combat.-The Sabres have run 
nearly 12-1 over the MIGs.

Three other Allied planes were 
lost dui*lng the week. One F-84 
Thunderjet was shot down by Rod 
ground fire and two planes were 
lo.st to "other causes”—  presum­
ably mechanical difficulties.

U. S. Thunderjet fighter-bomb­
ers smacked a Communist troop 
concentration north of Pyong­
yang on the central front and rail 
lacilitics northwest of Wonsan on 
North Korea’s east cdhst.

Marine Panther Jets hit a rail 
bridge south of Won.san and 
knocked one end into the river, the 
Air Force said.

In Toyo, the Navy said that the 
aircraft carrier Princeton re­
turned to Korean action yesterday 
after a four-month absence. Planes 
from the Princeton and its sister 
carriers Oriskany *and Valley 
Forge plastered Red shore targets 
with rockets.

of freedoms which are inevitably 
dear to the heart of every sub­
ject people. It hai been an era In 
which many other new nations 
have come into being, after cen­
turies of outside domination, 
i Against this Inspiring record, 
let us consider certain facts which 
are now in the news.- They come 
from the .Philippines, where a po­
litical presidential campaign Is in 
progress. And the news is to the 

; effect that an American policy has 
; become a leading issue in the cam- 
' paign. The policy in question is our 
, advocacy of land reform to go 

along with the economic help we 
are giving the Philippines. One 
side in the election campaign is 
against thi.s policy, and has sought 
pledges from us that we will not 

I Interfere in the campaign'by mak­
ing any moves to push or empha­
size this policy. The other side in 
the election campaign champions 
the policy of land reform, and it 
openly invites us to keep close 
Watch, lest the other side sabotage 
the whole policy.

We have such a policy to rccom- 
■tnend to the Philippines becau.se 
We are concerned with the eco­
nomic and political hcaltU of the 
country. We arc in the middle in 
an election campaign tn tlic 
Philippines because we recognize 
an involvement In the country we 
have set free. The Philippines are 
In controversy over our policy be­
cause' they recognize, for all their 
freedom, an involvement with us.

The first moral to be drawn 
I from this can be stated only in the 

form of a question. Can we really 
Set anybody fr.ee ? Can we really 
free^ourselves of anything or any­
body 7 And the answer seems to be 
that we cannot liberate either our­
selves or anybody else from coin- 

 ̂mon involvement and rc.sponsibili- 
'-ties' in the world today. The 

highest attainment of the act of 
liberation, it would seem, is mere­
ly to shift this common involve­
ment and responsibility froiif the 

, area of compulsion, by sovereign­
ty, to that of compulsion, by the 
state of the world, and by our 
joint realization that we and all 
kinds of people stand or fall to­
gether. If  there Is a gjain, it is that, 
after liberation, this recognition of 
common involvement and respon­
sibility is more voluntary, more 
the product of reason, than of ,a 

, legal situation or of a legal re­
sponsibility.

But the ci^stence of this com­
mon involvement and responsibili­
ty is not limited to lands we once 
owned and have now set free.

In such an instance, it is note­
worthy, because we wake up and 
find ourselves still in the land' we 
thought we had left.

But there is not too much dif­
ference between the common in­
volvement and common respon­
sibility we feel in relation to 

' Philippines and the common in­
volvement and common respon- 
Mblllty we feel In relation to 'the 

/joountriea we never did own or 
govern.

British Foreign Secretary An­

thony Eden, addressing the For­
eign Policy As.soclation in New 
York the other day, put the 
Korean war in a perspective which, 
these days. Is very seldom ac­
corded It by an Airtcrlcan public 
opinion which is Impatient of con­
clusive results, and which has all 
too litUfi leadership willing to say, 
openly, that this is really a new 
and different kind of war, not to 
be judged as other war.s have been 
judged;

Foreign Secretary Eden claimed 
that the action in Korea, in which 
uie United States took thc-'lcad, 
‘‘has already shaped history.” By 
that he meant, of course, that it 
h is been and is the first time 
history when the forces of aggres 
alon have been met by the police 
defenders of a world law again.st 
aggression.

Few of us realized, when this nc 
Uon began, said Eden, “how stub 
born and grim the task would be 

"But," he continued, "the fact 
that the ordeal has endured so 
long does not deprive this action 
of its courage and idealism. The 
men who go off to fight in Korea 
are the champions of international 
order and peace. I want to say 
this here In the United States, 
whore by far the greatest number 
of families arc Involved directly 
and personally in the Korean 
struggle. Wo know that this war 
in Korea is the most testing and 
exactihg form of conflict. It is one 
thing to fight when your home­
land is tKFcatencd. It is another 
to die far nwny from home for a 
International faith, however firm­
ly ' and sincerely held, in battle 
with an enemy armed and inspired 
by others.

"It is one thing for a nation to 
Uyow .Its entire strength into a 
fight for survival. It is another to 
conduct a partial war with all 
kinds of restraint upon your ac­
tion.

"And yet we know that the.se 
restraints* mu.st be maintained."

It is hardly surprising, .said Mr. 
Eden, that many people feel 
"frustration and impatience” over 
."inch R war.

They do, obviously. Yet one rca- 
.son they feel it is that they have 
not been told often enough, con­
vincingly enough, frankly enough, 
just what kind of war it is sup­
posed to be. It  is supposed to be a 
war which destroys aggression 
Without ncces.sarlly destroying the 
aggre.s.sors. It is supposed to be a 
war to create peace, not neces 
sarily a victory. It 1s supposed to 
be a war to enforce a world law, 
not to enforce the individual will 
or compel the individual sur-

But his latest plan for telling 
when a hen is lying will require 
close attention to advanced studies 
and possible -affiliation with an 
atomic project to make it work.

Makes It Sound Simple
Zuckerman’s explanation makes 

It sound simple; He says that most 
farmers at one time or another 
have trouble with their hens eating 
egga in the nests. The usiml 
remedy is to wring the hen's neck 
and this sometimes leads to 
execution of an innocent bird. Sort 
of an Instance where the innocent 
suffer along with the guilty 
parties.

Mortie plans to take a dozen 
eggs to the nearest point where he 
can have them bombarded with 
neutrons. Then he’ll replace the 
eggs in the nest and watt for them 
to be eaten.

•The next step In his "borrowed” 
plan calls for use of a Geiger 
counter.

Must Mull Procedure

conaiderabl* mulling before it is 
put into practice. Among the 
minor problems to be ir&n’ed out 
arc; acquisition of a Geiger 
counter; finding a place where the 
egga can be bombarded; what to 
do with uneaten egga that have 
been subjected to the neutron 
blasting; and investigation of dis­
posal of the dead hen.

He wonders can it still be eaten 
after pecking at' bombarded eggs ?

State Route Changes
W. C. Murray, executive assist­

ant to State Highway Commis­
sioner G. Albert Hill, has come up 
with the answer to a question 
about changes in the marking of 
state highway routings.

The question was posed by a 
Rockville reader who had been 
leafing through a copy of the Con­
necticut Guide. The publication 
was a project of the State Plan­
ning Board and came out through 
sponsorship of the Emergency 
Relief Commission in 1935.

The reader was puzzled to find 
references in the book to State 
Route 101 being In the vicinity of 
many towns that now flank or 
border U. S. 44 and 44-A. For in­
stance, the Guide, in explaining 
how to reach Coventry from Man­
chester, advised the reader to use 
Route 101.

► Old Road Wanders
A  quick glance at any late road 

map will show that Route 101 be­
gins (or ends) at the intersection 
of U. S. Route 44 and State Route 
93. From that point it wanders 
through Pomtret Landing, Good­
year (near); Dayville, - KilUngly 
Center, East Killingly and on into 
Foster, R. I.', from which point it 
continues through Rhode Island 
and joins U. S. Route 6.

The Rockville hiKn also called to 
our attention that some of the 
road maps list state highways that 
have been re-numbered. Most of 
the newer maps issued by the gaso­
line firms have since been revised, 
however.

Our reaction to this query was 
an appeal to Murray wbo promptly 
gave us the whys and wherefores 
connected with the route changes.
This is not the first, time Hill’s 
executive assistant has helped us 
out. When we needed a good map 
tracing of Tolland and Windham 
Counties, something that would 
show most of the back roads and 
trails, he came forward in the 
same gracious manner.

Explains Number System
Here, In part, is Murray's an­

swer to the question;
'The broad pattern of route num­

bering in Connecticut calls for the 
numbers to start at the west or 
south and progress to the east, or 
north. In general older roads have 
lower numbers and the cross state 
pr6gres.sion of numbers is repeated 
several times.

"State routes were numbered were ea.sil.v tamed 
some years before U. S. numbers 
were applied. The policy exists of 
not duplicating numbers, for ex­
ample there is no route Connecti­
cut 1 since route U. S. 1. carries 
the primary number. In addition to 
this some of the higher U. B. num­
ber* were applied to through 
routes severs! years after U. S. 1,
U. S. 6 and U. S. 7 received their 
designations. Route U. S. 44 is one

He added 
that Pearson may Ipse some sup­
port as a result of the intense 
back-stage dealing going on.

Those reported to have voted 
with the U. S. for Romulo' were 
Greece, China, Columbia and 
Pakistan. It could not Inimcdlate- 
l.V be learned who besides Russia 
voted against him.

Had it not been for the Russian 
veto, Pearson’s nine votes would 
have put him in the Job that pays 
$40,000 a year plus $15,000 for 
housing and other expenses. Le­
banon was believed to have been 
the one country that abstained on 
his vote.

Before the council began ballot­
ing. Soviet Delegate Ifalerlan 
Zorin announced he did not want 
the question to come to a vote at 
that time.

Rudolf Slansky, former 
hatchet man of the Gottwald re­
gime and a collaborator in the 
1948 Communist coup, was the 
chief defendant and was convicted 
and hanged with 10 others.

It was assumed at the time that 
Gottwald had won out in a strug­
gle for power with Slansky, large­
ly because of hla aupport from Sta­
lin, and had sacrificed the hatohet 
man as a scapegoat to make his 
own position more secure.

But Czech industrial production 
is reported no better.

If Gottwald were of a mind to 
become a "Tito" he was in a good 
position to do so, and the rulers of 
the Kremlin might have feared him 
for that reason.

There are no Russian occupation 
troops in ; Czechoslovakia, and 
Czech terrltoi^ huddles up close to 
the American Zone of Germany.

Gottwald was given a position of 
prominence on the Lenin tomb at 
Statin's funeral In Moscow Mon­
day, however. He returned to 
Prague Wednesday.

Plerk Also HI
Meanwhile, m y s t e r i e s  have 

develoned over -the health of two 
other Red satellite leaders. Matyaa 
RakosL No. 1 Communist of Hun­
gary and a Jew, has not returned 
to his country from the Moscow 
funeral, so far as is known. Wil­
helm Pieck, 77. elder statesman of 
German Communism and Presi­
dent of the East German Republic, 
has been reported aorlouslv 111 
since early last week.

Used Purges
Klement Gottwald patterned his 

life after his Idol, Stalin. He ap­
plied the purge as ruthlessly in 
Czechoslovakia as Stalin did in 
Russia. He waa a dutiful servant 
In carrying out Russia’s dictates 
to the Czech people—produce in 
quantity for the greater glory of 
the Soviet Union or face the con 
aeqUcnccs. He was a bitter foe of 
the Roman Catholic Church, whose 
adherents number nine out of his 
country’s 13' million people.

It was Gottwald's government 
that brought William Oatis; the 
AP correspondent, to trial in 1901 
on what the Western world has de­
nounced as trumped up charges of 
espionage, Oatts was sentenced to 
10 years.
“tSottwald was bom. Nov, 23, 

1896, at Oedicc in Moravia. Like 
Stalin, he came of peasant atock.

He returned to Prague In 1945 
to spearhead the drive to put the 
Communist.* In the driver’s seal.

Wilber T. Little; a Manchester 

milk producer, was one of the few 
farmers who protested a proposed 
one cent a quart drop in the price 
paid to producers for their milk 
at a hearing on the matter in 
Hartford yesterday by State Milk 
Administrator D. O. Hammer- 
berg.

"I think it is time the farmers 
got some consideration,” Little 
said, taking the witness stand. 
"They work -seven days a week, 
and as soon as there is the least 
excuse to reduce the price, down 
it comes.”

Little questioned witnesses as to 
just where the idea of cutting the 
farm price originated. A. R. Wads­
worth of Farmington, president of 
the Connecticut Milk Producers 
Association (CMPA), marketing 
organization for much of the milk 
produced in the state, told him the 
CMPA had asked for the hearing 
on the reduction.

Wadsworth said the price drop 
was a move to protect the Con­
necticut market against lower 
priced New. York State milk.

Little charged today that the 
farmers, even the members of the 
CMPA. do not want the price cut. 
The idea came, he said, from the 
CMPA'a officers, "The startling 
thing is that the dealers don’t 
want it.” he said. "They have not 
threatened to buy New York milk.

Atomic Blast Tomorro w 
To Check Shelter Plans

Atom Bomb Site, Nev., March 16 
— The little white hou.se on 

tlHxcorner of Elm and Main is due 
to thkB fearful pounding, tomor­
row. And bow it comes through 
may mean life or death to you in 
an atomiej attack.

Fortunately, this house is not on 
the com ^  in your home town, but 
in the middle of sprawling Yucca 
flat. I

There—as 1.000 troops and a 
group of 20 picked newsmen 
crouch in foxholes—the two-story 
frame and concrete structure will 
be pul to a fiery atomic test.

It inay or may not withstand the 
blast from a tower less than a 
mile and one-half away. A sister 
structure, only 3,500 feet from the 
tower is expected to be demoli.shed.

--TA’i—The U. S. Air Force today 
braced itself against tHa threat of 
Communist air attacks by bringing 
Into Germany "a number” of awlft 
new F-86 Sabre jet fighter planes 
from England.
