They
ipeem satisfied that the prompt
conclusion of the main agreement
means that the Communists are
acting in good faith. This means,
in turn, that the Communists are
meeting the test of sincerity we
were posing to them as a prelude

second Communist proposal for
reopening the truce talks them-
selves. S

The prospects for peace In
Korea, then, look as good as they
can look at this stage.

One of the detalls still not re-
solved by -the general agreement
reached last night is surrounded by
some Atmosphere of mystery. This
is the matter of announcement, by
each side, of the number of wmick
and wounded prtsoners it has to
exchange.

““There have been many hints, in
the statements from the Commu-
nist sidé of things, that they are
trying to mrrange an exchange of
prisoners much Iarger than that
which would Involve those pris-
oners who are really sick ~ 'and
wounded. ‘The possibility is that
they are trying to use the Geneva
Conhvention provisions on sick and
wounded, which clearly provjde
against repatriation for those un-
willing to be repatriated, as a de-
vice for solving the whole maln
problem of prisoner exchange. Un-
der the Geneva Convention, pris-
cners who have been  wounded
once, or even prisoners whose
health might be impaired by con-
tinued imprisonment could be in-
cluded in the exchange of "sick
\_and wounded" priseners.

If this is what the Communisls
intend, and If we shotld be willing
to play ball with them, it might
e that all prisoners held by both
sides, or at least those who might
resist repatriation, could be dis-

~posed of ngder the agreemeht
which has now been reached. When
the main ‘truce talks themselves|
were renewed, then, they. might be

T ronfronted’ with AN Cexisting solu-

=ton cof the prohlem which _pre-
viously deadlocked *them. Either
all prisoners would already have
been disposed of, either. through
exchange or assignment to the
care of a neutral nation. Or all the
prisoners in the troublesome cate-
gory, that of those unwilling to
accept repatriation, might have
been disposed of, by assignment to
the care of a neutral nation, leav-
ing for the truce talks themselves
nothing but the straight exchange
of prisoners willing to he repatri-
- ated, ‘
ThelCommunists have given
many signs that they have some-
- thing like this in mind, and scem
to have been waiting for our
negotiators to "catch on" and get
ready to join in the broad defini-
tion of “sick and wounded’' which
might Include almost any prisoner,
‘What we do not know is wheth-
er  or not our negotiators have
€aught these signs and responded
to. . We will not know until
both ddu offer the listy of pris-
“. oh#rs to be covered by this pres-
et exchange whether it is going
to include = lu:o or.small num-
ber of prisoners, But it seems quite
obyious that if we were Lo present
‘& Mat.of “sick and.- wounded”
Bch seemed to include the many
s . of prisoners held by
qa Pesiania, the

Communists would offer no objec
tion. sy

If this should develop, it would
require the designation of some
neutral country to assist in carry-

|ing out the present exchange. One

must - guess that the negotiators
at Panmuhjom have already In-
formally agreed upon a nation
both sides would consider suitable
for this role, and that they are
waiting to see i{f the nation in-
volved, probably India, will accept
the responsibility.

But whether the actual ex-
change under the present agree-
ment is to be limited or broad, the
fact is that progress at Panmun-
jom has been  awift, and painta
strongly in the direction of full
truce to come.

Three With Stakes In War

wmle lhe world drnmu nf the
possibility of a real peace, there
are those who have a stake in war,
cold or hot,

They are not to be blamed. They
are not living in any millenium.
If they see a better chance for
their own interests in the context
of cold and hot war, it is's rela-
tively easy matter for them to ra-
tionnlize and tell themselves, and
us, that their own particular in-
terest Is & causa which ought to
be sacred to ux all—s0 sacred that
we ought to be willing to let It
demand extraordinary sacrifice
from us,

To the South Koreana—at least
to their politicians—the congquest
of North Korea and its subjuga-
tion to their own regime in a re-
unified Korea in more important
than world peace. They are, there-
fore, against truce in Korea, be-
cause they know that truce will
not unify Korea, hut rather leave
such unification to future diplo-
macy, with no result sasily
guaranteed.

To Chancellor Adenauer, on the
other hand, peace Is frightening
‘becanse it would have to ereats,
as one of its own deeds, the re-
unification of all Germany. This
would mean the end of political
power for him and his party, for
it is generally conceded that more
liberal parties would fare better in
East ‘Garmany than he. Thin ia
the natural, standing voting habit
of the people In East Germany,
without' l‘.ll‘d to whatever po-
litical influence the Communist
occuphtion may have had,

8o Chancellor Adenauer haa to
face the prospect that the reunifi-
cation of Germany, If it comes as
a part of the ending of the cold
war, would ‘mean the end of hia
own political power, We do not
doubt that, in a face to face de-
cision on that issue, he would be
big enough to sacrifice his own
power for the welfare of all Ger-
many. But meanwhile the effect
of his position on his thinking s
to make him the one. European
statesman who .warns moat
vigoroualy against considering the
Russian peace overtures authentic.
He may prove to be right, in the
end, But, for the present, he is.not
to be regarded as a completely im-
partial witness.

To Chiang Ku-shck on Yor-
mosa peace would represent the
final end of his own chancea of re-
conquering the Chinese mainland.
His only hope tor doing this—or
rather, for having it done for him
by us—has rested with the pos-
sibility of new world war, in which
we and our allies might possibly
defeal both Russia apnd China. The
negotiation of peace in Korea and
in the cold war would mean that,
at the best, his own future would
be limited to just Formosa. At the
worst, it might mean some Unit-|
ed Nations determination of the/
fate of Formosa which would Jeave
his personally out in the cold. 8o
Chiang Kai-shek, Inevitably, Is
out to prove that peaca i im-
possible.

The fact that these three ele-
ments, in Korea, In West Ger-
many, and in.Formosa, have high
stakes  In continued war, which
they. would lose. in.the coming. of
peace, is not, obviously, going to
“drtermine United States poticy. 17
peace proves possible, we will take
it; despite such incidental casual-
ties. We could find no principle -or
rightnesa involved, in their par.
tcular interest and peint of view,
substantial  enough teo weigh
against the welfare of all hu-
manity, We ' recognize no obliga-
tion of any kind to preserve their
particular .interests against the
coming of peace and the ,damage
it would do to them, any more
than we .could choose to refuse
Feace Tfor ourselves because it
might injure our own war pm-
perity,

The captain is Oscar Lorentzon,
skipper of the 4,000-ton Swedizh
ateamer Naboland, which collided
with . the Dumlupinar—formerly
the USS Bumper..Police sald Lor-
entzon wa) charged under Article
383 of the Turkish penal code
which concerna deaths in mari-
time mccidents catived by negli-
génce  or professional incompe-
tence,

There has been no announces
ment of any Action against the
captaln of the submarine, one of
five men unved In the disaster.
A repreasenlalive  of SWeden's
legation to Turkey was expected
to arrive here loduv to aid Lorent-
ron. The captain protested hia
arrest at a preliminary hearing
last night.

The articie under which Lorenl-
zon was charged provides a pen-
alty of from aix montha to five

(Continued From- Page Omne)
left un," (5) price supports that
are putting farm products “into
storage rather than into stomachs"
and are “upsetting foreign trade"
and "drawing foreign products to
us like a magnet."

Benson said farm prices had
dropped only one per cent since he
took office. He predicted steady
prices during the apring and sum-
mer,

In emphasizing the *inher-
itance" theme, the Secrtiary said a
sharp drop. in beef cattls prices
typified what had Happened In
agriculture. He sald “attractive”
prices brought on by the World
War II and postwar spending had
encouraged a 39 per cenl increase
in beef cattle numbérs during the
past five years.

“*“These,” he said, “were Dem-
ocratie cows and bulls, but they
created & Republican ‘surplus.'*”

The cabinet officer was particu-
Iarly critical of exiating price sup-
port laws, He sald that with
rising prices born of world-wide
inflation, high, rigid supports had
the “appearance of micoeas” large-
ly because market prices were
generally st or npovo the sup-

ris,
But now that ' surpluses’ have
been bullt up, in the absence of
‘production controls, the govern-
ment in accumulating farm stocks
of such magnitude, Benson aaid,
that heavy loases are threatened.
Benson sald there iz grave dan-
ger that economiea he expects to
make in his department will be
swept aside by price asupport
lonxes.
“It Is a quirk of fate that our
cessors ‘had the joy ride, the
bill for which is now presented to
‘us,'" he continued, “We will pick
up the bill, but from now on I
hope we'll do more careful driv.
ing." : .
Benson said that in attacking
farm problems leaders should ap-
peal to the farmer's strength, his
tendency to be venturesome ‘and
self-relifnt, “No man s ever
helped permanently,” he added,
“by having someone else do for
him what he should do and could
.do for himself.” y

He had voiced somewhat aimi-
lar sentiments in a speech to the
Salt Lake City Chamber of Com-
merce yealterday, saving the
American peoplé need “a little Jens
dependence upon an over<pater-
nalistic federal government.”

He also aaid then that “we in-
herited a mess. .But I believe we
can find a way out which will
entall less government regulation
and control and at less cost to
the taxpayer.” ¢

Isserman was convicted of con-
tempt by Federal Judge Harold R.
Medina in New York after the trial
of the 11 Communista. The con-
viction, and a’four-month jail sen-
tence, were bared on the lawyer's
conduct before Medina in the 1949
trial of Communist leaders.

Iaserman also has been ordered
suspended for two years from prac-
tice before the U. 8.
