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Truce Possible Again

One thing the Communist peace
offensive has more or less pledged
itself to put on the line, withoul
Jinking it to other questions. It
stands committed to negotiate a
truce in Korea, If it can wriggle
out of our challenge to sctile the
Austrian question now, in ad-
vance of wider discussions, there is
no way for it to evade its present
responaibility In Korea—provid-
ing our side, for its part, proves
reasonable in its own negotiating
strategy.

Indications are that we have
now gone reasonable in the Lruce
talks. At least all the other na-
tions who criticized our surprise
proposals of two wreks ago have
given their approval to the new
plan now submitted In Korea.
Prime Minister Churchill approves
it, Nehru of India says it comes
close to the proposal for which
we ourselves voled In the United
Nations last fall. Canada and the
Scandinavian countries, all of
whom protested our previous pro-
posal, seem satisfied now,

The situation Is not that we
have made new concessions to the
Communists., It is that we have
withdrawn our previous surprise
demands which would have made
truce impossible, even if the Com-
munistas were acting in the hest
of faith. Were it not for Irreapon-
sible comment, it would not bhe
necessary for President Eijsen-
hower to come out with his for-
mal statement that no surrender
of basic principle is involved. Ob-
viously it is not.” We are merily
back where we were,

This being the case, the test
now turns back to the Commu-
nists, They are now ‘where we
were, three weeks ago, when they
made their last proposal to us,
We might-have accepted that pro-
posal, with slight modifications.
We chose to kick over the traces.

Now the Communists have the
same cholce, They can accept our
latest proposal, with perhaps
minor quibbles, Or they can kick
over the (races, as we did, by try-
Ing to introduce new points of dif-
ference. Thelr good faith is being

Inasmuch as these columns
viewed the ariginal charges that |
there had been a tragic shortage
af ammunition in Korea as sensa-
tonalism, it is perhaps natural

The problem "‘can he reasoned
this way. If you have sufficient
ammunition to pin an enemy
down, he will be limited as to the
amount of patrolling and probing
Aaction “he ¢anundertake "These
are. essentinl preliminaries to at-
tack, If .we allow patrols to move
about or permit the enemy to uy-
dertake feeler actions, we permit
him to make large buildups for
attack. The net effect of ration-
ing” ia to allow these things lo
happen. To wait until the attack
starts may. save ammunition, but
it is hard to see how it is designed
to save lives. The use of heavy
fire can be likened to a boxer who
has.a good left punch,. He. keeps
his left in hiz opponent’s face ¢np-
stantly, and because he does this|
the opponent can never gain his|
balance sufficiently to take the
initiative.” |

Now it may not be appropriate
for x-civilian-to question-into such
military matters, But, in fact, it
sfems Lo us Lthat, in this piece of
reasoning,  some civillan minds |
have already been at work, and |
that they think that war Is Jike
boxing. They seem to have for-
gotlen that war, unlike boxing, is
a 24 hour n day affair, and that
to keep an ammunition left going
thal steady would exhaust any
production that could besimagined.
They are nlso, we think, ignoring

let an enemy move if vou are tn
know where he ix, a0 vou can
shell him. And, in drawing this
analogy, the committee ignores
the question of what our firing
rale wan in Korea, which was ten
times greater than that of the
enemy, according to testimony the
commillea received but did not
honor with mention in its interln
report,

“What the committes seems to
be recommending, in retrospect, ix
that on every foot of the Kaorean
front for every 24 hours of every
day of the war, we should have
had guns firing continuously,
without hreak, And, because we
did not do this, it ix inferring, and
presenting formally as & fact, the
charge that “there was a neecdless
lops of American. lives” because
the Communists were able to
make attacks on our lines from
time o time,

We do not think this sup-
positious charge sticks, But ir it
does stick, then it is also obviois
that there has been an equally
needless loss of American lvas
in every war we have ever fougnt
for we never fought a war the
committee's way.

The Smith committes was hand-
ed a sensation. From conflicting
testimony, much of which was to
the effect that no lives ever were
lost because of any ammunition
shortage,  the committesr has
evolved a line of reasoning which
preserves and dignifies the
original sensation handed to il

The committer serems equally
vager for sensationalism in som»
of its other charges.

It charges, as if \L were s crime,
that “it is evident that it wax the
firm policy of the United States
to run the Korean war without
disrupting the ecivilian economy.”

That still is our policy, only
more so.

The committee, ignoring the
fact that General MacArthur, the
commander in the field, sald the
war would he over by Thristmas,
seems to think it & orime that
Washington offivials thought the
war would be over in a vear.

The flood came after heavy
rains caused Smokes Creek 1o
overfiow and back up sewers yes-
terday. More than two inches of
rain fell in 36 hours in the Buffalo
suburb.

Garbage collections were halted
indefinitely because the incinerator
plant was flooded. The 30,000 resi-
dents wers asked to Kkeep their
gabrage in covered cans until it
could be collected.

“About 1,500 pupils helped with
the cleaning as four schools ahut
down.

Washed out familles . began
moving back into their homes,
praying agsinst more rain ‘that
might send the Smokes rushing
through the streets again.

Q — My husband visited a phy-
sician.for rectal trouble and was
told to avoid roughage. Would you
give me a general Idea of what
foods to avoid?

A — The doctor should have told
your husband himself, since not
everyone can thoose a satiafactory
diet under such clrcumstances. In

roughage includes any
f' oods whh:h have heavy bulk which
1s not absorbed into the body, such
as bran, spinach and many other
foods of a similar nature. Your
husband should get a diet list from
his physician.

A — It will not turn cancerous
in all probabllit: ut it will also
not get well in all probability,

Q — Why does a little child's
head perspire so freely when she
sleeps?

may - lessen the “resist-
ance and prediscope hor o colds
or other infectionsa.

It cannot stand cold, turns a dead
color, and has no feeling, even
when warm. My two big toes are
beginning to feel the same way.
