Black Hulls 
Still Smoke 
In Oil Fire

Wilmington, Del,, June 6-^ 
(IP) —One of America's 
largest' seagoing tank ships 
was sliced in two early today 
in a collision with another 
giant oil carrier in Delaware 
Bay, Eighty-two cremen, of 
86 aboard the two ships that 
burst quickly into flames, 
leaped into the water or 
boarded lifeboats and ware 
rescued.

The bow of the tanker Fhoaalz 
sank to the mudciy bottom  of tha 
Delaware River 40 miles south o t 
Philadelphia.

The Export of Democracy
Reading the roporL-i of thinK* 

that were said at the conferonce 
on "Statesnian.ship In Afrit-a” at 
the Hartford Seminary Founda­
tion last week end, one cornea to 
the rather di.smayinp; thought 
that, before anybody undertakes 
to “ export either Christianity or 
democracy, one ahould make 'Sure 
that the product being exported 
live.s up to its own be.st ideals.

There were many commenta on 
the situation in Africa at this 
conference, from people who 
know Africa. They disagreed 
among themselvea, in many re­
spects. But many of them were 

- honest--enmigh ■ to—faee- t-he- faet 
that Christianity, in export, aome- 
timea creates trouble rather than 
peaee, sometimea sueceeds in 
destroying old values without ac­
tually establishing iLs own new 
values in their place.

One speaker thought that this 
might be the reason why problems 
of crime and juvenile delinquency 
arise, in renters of missionary ac­
tivity in Africa, when they did not 
exi.st under the native ciilturc.

Another speaker emphasized the 
point that, when the Africans 
hear of a wonderful new creed of 
life, they expect to see that creed 
actually practiced. But, he .said, 
*‘a church that preaches equality 
of opportunity, justice, and free­
dom and take.s no practical stand 
In supporting the.se principles in 
its homeland or in the community 
of which it is a part, will in­
creasingly alienate the colored 
peoples o f the world and endanger 
Its right to be a missionary 
church.”

But another speaker was aware 
o f these things and of other things 
too. In missionary situations, he 
said, the church ia not always free 
to take . the course it wishes. Tin- 
religious leader comes under fire 
from two. directions, he said. ”The 
radical nationalist criticizes him 
for collaborating with the regu­
lar regime, while the conservative 
colonial charges him with sowing 
the seeds of revolution.”

And i^ ls  true that Chi-istianiU- 
fa a revolutionary thing,, as it 
comes to simjile African people 
who expert it to be practiced, just 
as it would he revolutionary in

Eisenhower said in his inau|piral 
address: /

‘ ‘This truth must be clear before 
us: whatever America hopes to 
■bring' to -pass in - the -worid -JiuiAL 
first come to pass in the heart of 
America.”

The CampaiRn In Italy
The sense of danger in the 

Italian elections coming up this 
week end seems to have shifted 
from B direct fear of the Commu­
nists, who are now not expected 
to lncrea.se their own strength, in­
to a fear that the Communists 
may be Indirectly benefited b.V a 
voting ahift in exactly the op­
posite' direction • toward » the 
parties of the extreme right.

This, if it occurs, would leave 
the Ro-ealled "Democratic mid­
dle’’ in a weakened position, mak­
ing- it more . difficult for It to, 
govern even if It does come 
through with an election victory, 
and turning Italy into a replica of 
that German.v in whic h democracy 
.failed after World War I.

This shift of fears in Ital.v has 
produced a new brand of ram- 
paigning, in which the forces of 
common sense and intelligence are 
busy R.ssailing both politiral ex­
tremes. that of the right almost 
as muc-h as that of the left. Am- 
ba.ssador Lure, for instance, in her 
contribution of America's position 
on the campaign, warned the 
Italians that Americ-an aid to 
Italy,would be likely to disappear 
if the election went to either ex­
treme. The Vatican has taken a 
.similar position o f ’ opposition to 
the monarchists as well as to the 
Communists.

I f  This new kind of worr.v in the 
Italian campaign is a serious one, 
there is a variety_of good news in 
the reason's why this worry has 
arisen. The explanation la that 
Italy has recovered enough, and ia 
pro.sperous enough, and has lost 
its fear of Communism enough to 
■feel free-»to play around a little 
bit with political oddities, to waste 
votes on sentimental fringe 
cauaes. The political.result may be 
bad, in other words, but there is 
soni e i m-'nienla P  comfort iii t he 
idea that some Italian well-being 
ha-S been achieved.

One must hope that this frisU- 
ineas in voting doea not aa.serl it­
self ver.v strongl.v, and that the 
pre.sent government, which has in 
Premier De Ga.sperl a real post­
war European statesman o f sin­
cerity and vision, receives a 
strong mandate.

litical situation, said this;

“African leaders are not a.sking 
for Africa all to them.selves, they 
are not sa.ving that Africa witli- 
out the white man would be bet- 

^ ’T e r . TTicy only ask an end to the 
concept that the African must al- 
waj-s be No. 2 man. We want the 
chance to make our own mis­
takes.”

And another speaker, fro:n 
China, coupled the warnings all 
felt with a saving and helpful 
thought, as follows:

" I f  the West is to win over peo­
ples. it must change its approach. 
It  mhst emphasize the role of 
man in Africa and Asia instead of 
th6 role of power.

"But the humility o f self-criti­
cism as seen at this conference 
ahows the vitality o f the church 
*nd gives hope that it can meet 
the problem.”

In, the end. one might observe, 
our success in spreading Chris- 
tianitf,' and democracy in the 
world will depend not upon how 
•xtenaively we propagandize, - ;or 
Upon what,faciiitiea we have for 
reaching into foreign lands, but 
upon.how well we live Chrtstiani- 
l l  BBd danlwqrecjr. As t*reaident

There has been both major and 
minor bungling in the case of the 
Roaenbergs. the latest disconcert­
ing factor being the discovery 
that the date set for their execu­
tion also happens to be the date of 
their wedding anniver.sary. If 
everyone were .satisfied that nor­
mal justice were being done in 
this case, that little discovery 
might have little or no impact. 
Against the- background of the 
c{i.se as it is, it becomes one more 
factor of a disquieting nature.

There was a previous bungle 
when President Eisenhower was 
allowed to make his own first de­
cision on the case, which was 
again.sl clemency, without being 
told that the Vatican had directed 
an appeal for cleinenc.v to the 
United States government.

There is a bungle in the ease, 
we think, in the effort of Ameri-- 
can authorities to bargain with 
the Ro.senbcrga, offering them 
clcimencv if they wilt disclose 
sbiiie of the Ihrng.s 'the "~go\^-n-' 
ment believes they know'-. I f  they 
are giiilt.v, as they seem, it was 
becau.se they believed in certain 
things. We have been a.sking 
them, in effect, to buy their own 
lives at the cost of their belief.!. 
We have no respect for their pai- 
ticular beliefs. But, on the olhek 
hand,, this countr.v's justice to 
theni should be ba.sed on what 
they did, riot on vihat they be­
lieve.

-Arid the major bungle in the 
which., givea-s.disconcerting, 

’ importance ' to all the other 
bungles, was that we made thi.s 
the first c-a.se in all our history 
when we imposed the death penal­
ty for peace-time spying. No one 
expected it. The .selection of the 
penalt.v was the iespon.sibility of 
one individual, the judge. He hap­
pened to he an individual who, for 
rea.sons 'within him.self, did select 
the death penalt.v. It ia likely that 
if any other judge had been sit­
ting, the penalty would have been 
the normal one, and the  ̂ case 
never a controversy or a trouble 
to the American conscience.

We arc in a pqsitiori. then, as 
so often in oiir relatignship with 
the threat of Communism, when 
the question of what we are doing 
to ourselves has become quite as 
important as the question o f what 
we are doing to Communists.

We ought. to free ourselves of 
our doubt as a nation. As things 
stand, the power to do this resides 
with President Eisenhower alone. 
He should be preparing himaelf to 
exercise it.

Connecticut
Yankee

Senate Bill No. 5, which disap­
peared into some deep pocket of 
oblivion on adjournment night, 
was, like the lamented' Waterford 
charter bill, presumably a good 
government measure.

Likewise, presumably, it ran 
into c.-onfllct with legislative and 
political forces which preferred to 
rnaintain the status quo, at all 
costa, with the slight twinge of 
con.science Involved in stealing the 
legislation not considered a very 
high cost.

Senate Bill No. 5 was a measure 
drawn by the bi-partisan Legisla­
tive Council, which held extensive- 
healings on the problem Involved, 
Its prime purpose was to accom- 
pllkh two things.. The first was to 
insiiie that members of the public 
should always have some right of 
appeal from rulings and regular- 
tiona of the .V) various state de­
partments. As part of insuring 
this, the blit would have forced de­
partments to act on petitions, one 
way or anotber. thus forbidding 
them the more comfortable prac­
tice of simply pigeon-holing them. 
Secondly, the bill sought to estab­
lish uniform procedures, so that 
the relations of the public with all 
dep.artments would follow similar 
routines and channels.

No opposition developed to the 
bill during its preparation. But, 
when the Urn# came for passage. 
«ome state department head obvi­
ously considered It a threat to his 
own powers, or a future incon­
venience to him. and obviously had 
influence enough to. see that the 
bill disappeared from view.

Unlike the Watertown bill, this 
measure achieved no second life. 
But there was a second pocket 
veto connected with it, just the 
same, as Senator Perry Barber, 
who had introduced the bill for the 
Legislative Council, related to the 
Senate.

Senator Barber fir.st broiighJt_ 
tTie matter to the attention of the 
Senate late in the afternoon of ad­
join nment day. The bill had 
paa.sed the Senate the previous 
day. been tran.sniitted, and yet 
failed to appear In the House. On 
hearing ..this, the Senate v.oled. Its 
approval of a re.solullqn creating a 
committee to attempt to find the 
bill. Senate President Peterson 
named Barber to be the Senate 
member of this committee.

.... Senator Barber-ask«4 the-Sen­
ate if it would trust him to deliver 
this re.solutioii personally to the 
House. It said it would, and he set 
out so to deliver it. The House was 
not in session at the time, and it 
was not until about two hours 
later that he was able to hand it 
to the Clerk of the House, which 
he did.. The re.soliition, to become 
effective, needed passage by the 
House, and the appointment of 
House members to serve on the 
committee of investigation.

Later in the evening. Barber 
made a report to the Senate on 
the sncce.ss of his efforts.

In thW report, he said that he 
had handed nis resolution to the 
Clerk of the House, that the Clerk 
had put the resolution in his 
pocket, and that when, later in 
the evening, he asked when the 
House might be expected to act on 
the resolution, he was told that 
that was lost too.

"This Is too bad,” said Barber, 
"a lad commentarv. It is some­
thing fiitine .se.ssions will have to 
correct.”
• VFour or five bills altngelher. he 
said, had been reported missing, 

"Whether they go out in so'me- 
bodv's pocket, or are grabbed by 
■some politician or lobbyist, I don't 
know. But something has to be 
done about it."

By Senator Barber's report to 
the Senate, then, not only tbe orig­
inal bill was "lost," but the re.so- 
llition which sought to have Us 
disappearam-e tracked down, was 
"lost” as well.

In this case, then, as In the case 
of the Watertown bill, the forces 
at work In opposition to these 
’measures had to function twice, 
once with the original measure it­
self, an-i again with the follow-up 
measure which was attempting to 
repair the original ‘ 'lo.ss,”
__ In hot h iji ŝtance.s, there was no 

"question of anything being 'Tost 
in the corridors" or in "transit.” 
In each instance, the legislator in­
volved delivered the document 
personally to the proper legislative 
official, ami yet it had disappeared 
the next' finie the interested legis­
lator asked for it.

Hit 
the ball easier on a downhill putt 
for the simple reason that the 
ball will i-oli faster. 3’ ou must be 
a little bolder with the stroke to 
help the ball uphill.

Putting with the grain, the ball 
moves along easily. Against the 
grain, the hall Is retarded.

The color of the grass tells you 
which way the grain grows. Go­
ing against the grain, the gra.ss 
definitely looks darker. Shooting 
with the. grain, the grass appears 
almost shiny.

Air Force had been unable to 
spend -fronv four to eight biUhms 
voted by Congress in recent years, 
and that it had fallen short of all 
plane production goals'since start 
of the Korean war in mid-1950.

Vandenberg and other Air Force 
generals conceded this was true 
but said that, until Congress votes 
the funds, they can not even place 
orders for airoraft that require 
two or niore years for produc­
tion.

Vandenberg cautioned against 
theories that •more destructive 
atomic bombs could reduce the 
numbers of bombers and other air­
craft needed In future wars. He 
said "roughly as many” would be 
required.

He said U. S. Air Forces now In 
Europe are “ Insufficient" to pro­
tect U. S. ground forces stationed 
there against any Communist at­
tack.

Vandenberg’s statements about 
the number of planes needed to* 
carry atomic bombs contrasts with 
President Eisenhower’s recent es­
timate that three aircraft today 
could deliver the destructive power 
of 2,700 planes in 1945.
