The Board of Direclors will do
well to hesitate on the proposal
of General Manager Richard Mar-
tin for & new assesament revalua-
tion, to cost an estimated $47.500.

The reasons for such & revalua-
tion are familiar reasons, The last
yevalustion waz made in 1945,
eight  years sgo: It ok as its
atandards the values of 1941,
which —was 12 years ago. Real
estate 'market values have
changed noticeably since then, be-
ing much higher now, It may be
sald, parenthdtically, that there is
never any official urge for re-
valuation in periods when real
eatate market values are heading
down, and the result of revalus-
tion would obviously be a decrease
in the grand list. y

Revaluation, the argument for
{£ continues, will bring asasess-
ment figures more properly into
Jine with the reat values of the
day,

All this can be conceded, and yet
¥ can be maintained, too. that all
of this does not make much dif-
farence, providing one thing. There
ia nothing real to be gained by &

All the forces. in
this country which have been cam-
paigning against the burning of
books and the banning of authors
have been caught with their
principles down. They have bern

J. B. Matthews, McCarthy's new
committee alde, wrote A magazine
article accusing the Protestant
clergy of supplying more support
to the Communist cause in this
country than any other group.

What atrategy did these op-
ponents of McCarthyism Im-
mediately adopt? )

They adopted the atrategy of
MeCarthyiam itself, which was to
try to have the author of this af-
fending article fired, and deprived
of hizs means of lvelihood. Their |
strategy was the strategy of cen- |
sorship, of book burhing and of
author banning. The members. of
the McCarthy commitliee who
shared In this stralegy insisted
that & commitltes meeting he
called, for the purpose of firing
Msatthews, Before the meeting,
Senator McCarthy indicated that
Ke would abide by their decision,
but he was able to phrase it this|
way-—that the members were |
about to decide “whether to burn
the articlea or burn the author.”

When their decision was to
“burn  the sauthor” McCuarthy
reneged, and claimed for himoself,
an chalrman, the sole authority
to hire or fire Matthews. This
cialm of authority may now be
disputed and tested.

But the fact remains that those
who eclaim 1o be resisting Mo
Carthyism had no- batter ‘formula
for action,  when the test camw,
than their own imitation of Mc-
Carthyjam.
