’The moat aerloua and unhM>py 

teat the new Adminiatration At 
WAahington haa encountered haa 
Juat blown up out o f  the Ninth

Thia teat takea the ahape o f a 
victory for a  Democrat in a apecial 
election. The Democrat haa won in 
a  district never befoie carried by 
the Democrats. He has won rather 
handsomely. And Bie defeated Re* 
publican candidate says “ the re* 
suits show very clearly that the 
farmer and laboring man do not 
like the present administration's 
policies and took this opportunity 
to  show their displeasure.”  Other 
Republicans; not loath to take 
their own pot shots at the ad* 
ministration leadership, are Join­
ing in that chorus.

So the test is posed. I t  is a teat 
o f the new administration's in' 
tregity and steadfastness o f pur' 
pose. I t  is a test o f  its guts. Shall 
i t  stand for what it  believes to be 
right, maintaining its own confi' 
dence that what is right w ill prove 
to  be understood and popular in 
the end, or shaU i t  turn ta li and 
rtm before the 001100x1  storm, un­
til it becomes just another politi­
cal administration?

Ih e  reason vdiy the administra­
tion is in political trouble is easy 
to see. I t  is in trouble because it 
la trying to find fundamental, 
basic solutions to the problems it 
faces.

The mere thought o f an effort 
for such solutions is a shock to all 
those who have been getting along 
well enough under the patchwork 
policy o f the past.
. Piirthermore, in any such effort, 
there la inevitably a period when 
the administration making it  is 
engaged in exploration, and not 
sure, yet, o f exactly what it  wants 
to do.

There Is also a period in which 
'its alms and tentative methods are 
easily misunderstood.

In thia period, such an ad­
ministration is especially vulner­
able. The pblldea it wants to  bring 
home are not yet clear and flnal. 
In  the face o f its own uncer­
tainty, as it  tries the fundamental 
approach, the policies it wants to 
leave behind look relatively safe 
and stable. And in this period pub­
lic, misunderstanding la likely to 
strike, as it  has now struck in 
Wisconsin, and such a  blow is 
likely to be set o ff an avalanche of 
fear and doubt which sweeps the 
whde new kind o f e 'fo rt aside, and 
sends the administration scurrying 
fbr policies which are politically 
safe, even i f  they are funda­
mentally wrong.

This is-the way the Elsenhower 
administration has now Im n 
caught, in t t e  midst o f  lU  own 
search for new and better policies. 
I t  has been caught in that stage of 
Its own progress when th’e poten­
tial fruits o f its search are not yet

I policy, in labor ^ c y ,  in foreign

thought o f his policies could not 

; pull this Wisconsin candidate 
through now. On the wings o f  this 
fact, all those members o f Con­
gress who smarted under the idea 
o f  owing something to Eisenhower,' 
or o f having been out-nm by him, 
will now escape into a happy as­
sumption that they, a fter are 
closer to the people and what the 
people want than he is.

So the "crusade”  has not yet 
caught on, and all thoae who never 
believed in it  anyway Mrtll be loud 
and cocky and insolent.

The test U, in the final analysis, 
directly to the man Eisenhower. 
He has been weakened. He has 
been pushed to the political wall. 
And he must, decide whether to 
keep on with the course he thinks 
right or to turn tail and scurry for 
cover. I f  he has faith in himself 
and in the American people, he 
w ill keep on, and he w ill take the 
chance of being able to contribute 
something meaningful and funda­
mental over the chance o f being 
politically safe. W e hope, and be­
lieve, that there is only one de­
cision possible in his own charac­
ter, and we hope and believe that, 
when fundamental policies ara 
brought home, the final verdict o f 
the American people w ill be one 
o f gratitude and reward.

The President On India
The popular game o f slandering 

India, in which some o f our o f­
ficers and officials in Korea have 
lately been playing a  prominent 
part, took at least a momentary 
set-back the other day. I t  came 
from President Eisenhower per­
sonally. .

During a conference with 
Madame Pandit, sister o f Nehru, 
and president o f the United N a­
tions General Assembly, the Pres­
ident went out o f his way to re­
lease two pointed statements. One 
expressed “his great appreciation” 
that India had taken the “d iffi­
cult role”  o f chairman o f the Neu­
tral Nations Commission in 
Korea. And President Eisenhower 
“ particularly" cited the “exem­
plary conduct”  of the Indian 
troops in handling the prisoners of 
war in Korea.

This amounts to the second de­
fense o f Indian Conduct in Korea 
from a respected source. The first 
defense came from Sweden, alao 
one o f the neutral nations serving 
in Korea, a fter our officials In 
Korea had leveled their first criti­
cisms at the Indians. Sweden de­
nied emphatically, from  its own 
Information from  Inelde the work' 
ing o f  the Neutral Nations Com­
mission, that India had deviated in 
any way from the neutral stand' 
ard o f conduct expected o f her in 
the situation.

For the record, Swedish sources 
revealed that' India had voted 
against the two Communist na­
tions in the Commission, Poland 
and Chechoslovakia, and with 
Sweden and Switscrland on all 
controversial decisions. Poland and 
Chechoslovakia, these SwedUh 
sources reported, were indeed not 
behaving as neutrals, but India 
was.

Tils trouble is, o f course, that, 
fashions like that o f slandering In­
dia spring up in American ex- 
teemist and legislative drcles, and 
spread into officialdom Itself, and 
all too seldom encounter any 
checking from responsible leaders 
W’ho know better. Now  Preeldent 
Eisenhower has pointedly ex­
pressed his graUtude for and ad­
miration o f the way India Is 
handling its assignment in Korea, 
and that is to  the good.

The 
hold-up hlngea on the inability of 
the railroad, the State of Con­
necticut, and the owner of a pri­
vate rail siding to get together 
ahd agree on repaving of the aid­
ing.

Sheekey said he haa aaked the 
State Highway Dept, to arrange 
an on-the-alte meeting between 
the three intercata and himaelf.

For engineering reasons, the 
railroad cannot finish repaving 
the western half o f the crossing 
until the siding work gets under

^ ^ e e k e y  hopes the meeting will 
iron'eut the difficulties and pave 
the way for a non-jouhee crossing.

The Town Engineer said, how­
ever, that IK might be necessary 
to close the cfoiaaing to traffic for 
about eight hours while work is 
under way.

Gas Station 
Men Dispute 
Radar Effect
The police use of radar to cur­

tail spetKllng in Mancheeter, which 
yeatarday developed Into a  contro­
versy when the Mancheeter Auto­
mobile Dealers Assn, complained 
that It was hurting business, left 
a number o f gaaoline service sta­
tion curators In disagreement to­
day as to whether their business 
was autftrlng.

Edward Ehlers, whose station is 
on E. Center 8t., a busy artery 
that haa been the scene of many 
radar arrests, said hs has heard 
some complaints but added that 
the police drive “ doesn't bother 
me."

Besides, he said, “ It's slowing 
people down, it's doing a job. There 
are two ways of looking at it, you 
know.”

Roy Clapp, an employe at an­
other E. Center Street station, also 
reported hearing complaints from 
tranaients using the through-town 
highway. But, like Ehlers, hasn't 
noticed any drop In busineaa.

Two Middle Turnpike operators, 
however, have a different view. 
Charles Luca says that “ a lot of 
drivers are detouring through 
Rockville and Tm losing business.'' 
He regards police enforcement as 
being too “ tough."

Peter Koetek also regarda the 
use of radar as unfair. "It gets 
them unexpectedly. They can't see 
those small signs posting the speed 
limit anyway,” he said.

A  third Middle Turnpike oper­
ator, while going along with I^ce 
and Koatek In feeling the police 
have been Unduly strict, said he 
doesn't believe his business is suf­
fering.

The operator, who asked not to 
be identified, said he feels the 
police are “ going a little too far. 
They don't have to go about it so 
enthusiastically.''

The automobile dealers yester­
day wrote both Chief of Police 
Herman O. Schendel and'General 
Manager Richard Martin com­
plaining that the Intensive use of 
radar, which on Oct. S resulted in 
4S arrests on Middle Turnpike and 
Ekmt Center Street, waa causing 
traffic to circle Manchester.

They said the town “ is suffer­
ing" from the radar “ trapa”  and 
recommended that consideration 
be given to Issuing warnings 
rather than tickets where th e 'o f­
fense ia not serious.

Schendel, however, saw the com­
plaint aa the result of "one or two" 
arrests o f new-car dealers and de­
fended radar patrols aa the best 
means o f cutting down speeding 
and reducing the seriousness of in- 
jurita in accidents.

Schendel also said that police 
have always given out far' more 
warnings than tickets and that 
they are Instructed not to iisue 
summoni unless a motorist haa 
been clocked at 9|Or 10 miles over 
the speed limit, depending on the 
location.

Mrs. Eisenhower beamed at all 
the hoopla. She wore a gray suit, 
grey velvet cloak, a perky gold hat 
and carried a rich-looking mink 
stole.

Whirling through the country­
side on the way here in their White 
House car. the Eisenhowers turned 
off the main road at Gettysburg 
for a quick look at their farm 
nearby. Their car clunked o v ^  
roads under construction and 
stirred up clouds of dust.

Elsenhower remarked, like many 
another* farmer is doing, .that 
"things looked pretty dry."

The Eisenhowers rode through 
cheering throngs to the Hershey 
Stadium, where most o f the state's 
college and high school bands 
seemed to have gathered to put on 
a lengthy program in the chilly 
night air.

band gave out with "Eyes * o f 
Texas" Elsenhower stamped his 
feet jn time To the. music.

For more than an hour late 
yesterday, the nine Justices list­
ened to arguments centering on the 
question whether organised base­
ball ia or is not a buslneoa within 
the meaning of the nation’s Antl- 
’Trust Laws.

ATTORNEYS FOR M I N O R  
leaguers George Toolson and Wal­
ter Kowalski maintained that baae­
ball is a money making business 
that crosses state lines. They held, 
too, that the controversial resales 
clause giving cluba control of play­
ers’ services Is illegal.

Basebaira attorneys were in­
clined to rely heavily on the slnfle 
precedent in the case, the Supreme 
Court decision of 1922, written by 
Justice Oliver Wendell Holmes, 
that baaeball Is a sport, not a com­
mercial enterprise.

'The rases of Olson and Kowalski 
have vaulted Into prominenee be­
cause spokesmen for organiurt 
baseball have aaid that without'tbe 
reserve clause — which the two 
players contend la illegsl — they 
may have to go out of business, or 
St least r a d i c a l l y  revise their 
set-up.

REED ASKED EACH of the a t­

torneys whether he thought that 
baseball exercises reasonable re­
straints on trade, with an em­
phasis on the word "reasonable.’’
■ The Sherman and Clayton Anti- 
Trust Laws permit reasonable re­
straint on trade.

Attorney Frederic A. Johnson, 
who represents Kowalski, a fprmer 
Brooklyn farm player, asked that 
the reserve clause be declared 
illegal. It is this contract provision 

^  \ that binds a player to the club 
■ which owns hia services and denies 

him the right to bargain them to 
thy highSat bidder.

Norman 8. Sterry, who repre­
sented the New York Yankees, 
said this clause is an integral part 
of baseball atriicture and that if 
the game ia to be permitted to 
exist, it must have its own organ­
isational rules.

IP THE RESERVE clausa is
wiped out, he said. "A few wealthy 
teams could get all the players.” 

And. he said, "you might find a 
team with no shortstops and alt 
pitchers." /
* "Baseball cannot exist in sn ab­
solutely free economy," he said.

Johnson and Howard C. Parke, 
who represented Toolson, a former 
New York Yankees’ farm hand, 
said the reserve clause prevented 
the two minor leaguers from earn­
ing their living.
