Az every year goea by, there are
more state laws and more judicial
decigions around the country to
protect the 22 million dogs in this
country from people,

Almost every state, according to
tha Gaines Dog Research Centar,
now makes it a criminal offense to
kill & dog simply becauss he tres-
passed on ydur property.

Just this year Arkansas joined
peveral other states In making it
{llegal to “dump" or abandon L]
along roads other places.

In Maryland, you now can be
fined up to $500 and sent to jall
for & year for the "unlawful kill.
ing, maiming, or polsoning of the
dog of snother person, or of ex.
posing polson or ground glass with
the intent that it shail be taken by
dogs."”

In Louisiana, not long ago, tha
state court of appeals ruled that
the owner of a dog who runs into
pedestrians while answering his
owner's whistle iz not reaponaible.
Dogs, the court ruled, have the
rame right as people to bump ac-
cidentally into pedeatrians.

The Californix Court of Appeals
has held that it is not the fault
of & Great Dane if he bowls over
a smill woman in leaning on her.
Small women, the court ruled in
effect, ahould know better than to
let Great Danes lean on them.

In New York State, it is a mis-
demeanor to clip a dog’s sars, You
also can be fined up to $1,000 and
giveh up to a year in jail for start.
ing fights between dogs or between
other animals, And this law, too is
on the books:

“A person who wilfully throws,
drops or places, or causes to be
thrown, dropped or placed upon
any road, highway, street, or pub-
lic place, any giass, nails, pleces of
metal or other substance which
might wound, disable or Injure Any
animal, i» guilty of a misde.
meanor,”

In New York Cily, you can be
fined $10 and/or sent to the clink
for 10 days for stealing a dog.

In Huntington, W. Va., last
month, & man was sentenced to
six months in jail and fined $10
for kicking a puppy to death. The
man said the pup nipped his son
and himself, but the court held
that was not suitable provocation.

While there are more statutes
designed (o protect dogs, some
states hold that dogs, like people,
l:«hnuld live up to the letter of the
aW. '

In Quincy, Mass., a gardener
died, bequeathing $5,000 for the
old age care of his dog. The Stats
Teax Commlissioner ruled that the
dog must pay a stats inheritance
tax, plus an annual tax on any in-
come from the balance,
