Is difficult to answer, 
since both terms ar* rather vague, 
medically speaking, and are not 
applied to any aiwl* mental or 
n*rv4>UB disease, 'nierafore, both 
conditions have cUffering ivmp- 
toma and <Uffar*nt cauaea.

True, In some of those who 
are said to have a nervous break­
down or nervous exbausticm, tha 
causa seems to be worry, nervous 
fatigue or dlstreaR In many, tha 
symptoms ar* relatively mild, 
and recovery often come* fairly 
<piickly. tn others, "nervous 
breakdown” is used to describe 
some serious mental disease In­
volving great alteration of per- 
aonallty and a slow recovery.

Just as In other hunuiii ail­
ments, th* problem Is to And out 
what Is causing the nervous or 
mental difficulty. This is not 
always easy. The cause* of many 
mental conditions are not thor- 
4>ughly un<lerst04M]. Some of them 
may come from the heavy strains 
of modem life and Ui* great 
mental tensions pr4>ducsd by tha 
world of today. - A few, but by 
no means all, are possibly in­
herited.

Mental treatment (psychother­
apy) administered by brain spe­
cialists, physical, therapy (in­
cluding hot or cold baths), rest, 
handwork and s>Mck treatment* 
are often helpful and have brought 
thousand* back to normal.

Although' much still has to be 
learned about cauaea, prevention 
and treatment of the various kinds 
of mental diseases, progress is al­
ready far advanced and even bet­
ter results will surely Come.

The fortunate thing Is that 
many will recover and And them­
selves quit* normal again. leHs 
of people who have gone away 
for a while with a nervous break­
down come back to their family 
and friends entirely restored to 
health.

Family, friends and neighbor* 
should always be careful not to 
criUciM. particularly since the 
victim o f one of then* nervous- 
disorders la likely to be extreme­
ly sensitive. They would not 
criticise someone who suffered 
from heart disease, and the per­
son with any kind of "nervous 
breakdown" is no more responsi­
ble tor hla nr her c4mdltlon than 
if he or sh* had any other dis­
order.

Many Manchester parents and 
other adults are interested in par­
ticipating in the project channel­
ing the traditional Halloween fun 
into a constructive, worthwhile 
project.

Halloween is a time for fun and 
some of the mothers are planning 
to taka the children to the Amer­
ican Legion parties afterward or 
to. have some fun-making in their 
homes.

The letters UNICEF stand for 
United States International Chil­
dren's Emergency Fund which 
every year helps children in Asia, 
Africa, Latin America and other 
countries by giving milk, by work­
ing .to prevent diseases, and by 
equipping maternal wrelfare cen­
ters. In this desperately needed 
work. Just a little money can do 
such a  lot.

Ten cents buys a child a  glass 
of powdered milk every day for 
a week. . One dollar pays for 
enough' vaccine to protect S3 chil­
dren against diphtheria.

The project also helps Ameri­
can children to learn about the U. 
N. and the needs of children in 
other countries. I t creates an 
opportunity for them- to serve 
otl^rs with their time and ener-’ 
gy and money and It promotes ap­
preciation of their own country 
and its biedilngs.

It is a  wonderful way to channel 
energy into-constrtictive fun. Last 
year over $32,000 was collected in 
SOO communities in ''51 states.

Quiet Dismissal 
S ^ n  for PWs 
* Who Con^essied

Washington, Oct, 28 (P) — In­
formed Senators, said today all 
U. S, military priaonan in Korea 
who cooperated -wlU' their Com­
munist captors dr gave false con­
fessions will be quietly ousted from 
the services.

They said this assurance had 
been giveti by SescreOuy of De­
fense Wilson and the Seertaries of 
the Army, Navy and Air Force. 
Lawmakers who asked not to be 
named said the ousters will on 
an individual case basis.

The reported Pentagon promise 
that those who broke under Com­
munist persuasion or tortures will 
be separated from the service may 
head off a potential investigatlbn 
by the Senate Armdd Services 
Committee,

Sen. Ruitsell (D-Ga), top minori­
ty member of the Armed Sekvipea 
Committee, id a letter to  S e < ^ ' 
tary Wilson in Septemlter ques­
tioned the Defense. Department's 
policies on former prisoivers their 
colleagues termed Progrimklvee,**'

Commenting that,'A majority of 
U. S. military personnel , with­
stood Communist' cruelties or

blandishments Without cracking, 
Russell vfolLe:

“My vlewra may be extreme, but  
I  believe that those who collaborat­
ed and the signers of the false 
confessions should be immediately 
separated from the dervlca under 
conditions other than honorable."

The Army has said that soipe 
men accused informally by their 
soldier buddies of collaborating 
with the enemy have been released 
from service. Wilson has said the 
cases of such men, and of thoee 
known to have given false 'dm - 
fessidns'. about such things as 
germ warfare, afs being investi­
gated.

Wilson said the investigation 
would determine “whether . . . 
there has been an unreasonable 
failui* to measure up to the stan­
dard of Individual conduct which 
is expected even of a prisoner of 
war."

The Army has not announced 
the bringing of charges In any 
such cases.

Sen. Stennis (D-Miss), a mem­
ber of the Armed Services Com­
mittee, said .in an interview he 
thinks RuMeil was “exactly cor­
rect” in his view that military per­
sonnel who collaborated with the 
Reds or gave falsa confessions 
should be ousted from military 
service.

“As a former judge, I  know that 
torture can go a long way in forc­
ing involuntary action," he said. 
"But we must have a lot of auster­
ity in our military."

One might queation, watching the 
opening of those talks In Panmun- 
Jom between our special emissary, 
Arthur H. Dean, and the North 
Korean and Chinese CommimUt 

' representatives, why they have 
bothered to meet at all. If they 
are going to behave qie way they 
are behaving.

This meeting to being held pri­
marily because the United StatM 
after winning, and perhaps regret­
ting, Its victory In the United Na­
tions, which barred all "neutral" 
naUona from the prospecUve 

, Korean peace conference, has held 
' out strong diplomatic hints that 
aome aide-door entrance for such 
neutral nations might bo contrived 
aftpr all. I t  la In response to this 
bait that the OommunUts are now 
meeting with Dean at Panmun- 
Jom.

Yet what goes on at this meet­
ing is merely, so far, that the 
Communists say they want to dis­
cuss the prospective composition 
of a Korean peace conference be  ̂
fora they set a date and place for 
it, while Dean says that he can 
discuss nothing else about the con­
ference until date and place have 
been set.

In this, he Is stiU implying that, 
after a  date and place have been 
aet, he will discuss the composi­
tion o f the conference. The bait, 
in other words, is still being ex­
tended. And if there is one thing 

> which seems really certain, it 1s 
that the Communists are not going 
to take hold of this bait until they 
are sure they have a really good 
hold on i t  We are trying to hook 
them into a definite commitment 
on time and place for a peace 
conference without giving them 
any real bite on the thing with 
which we are enticing them—the 
possibility of broadening^ the com­
position ot the conferenM.

What must happen eventually, 
i f  .we are really fishing, and If we 
do stop diddling with the bait, is 
that all three decisions, time, place 
and composition, must be lumped 
into one process, so that the Oom- 
munists can get a strong enough 
hold on what they want to feel it 
worth while to give us what we 

. want.
And that is what will happen 

aventually, after all the pre­
liminary attitudes of diplomatic 
maneuver and deadlock have been 
exhausted. Some of us might think 
we would open the conference by 
doing this, and thus save a lot of 
time and talk. But we wouldn't be 
diplomats, and we might find our- 
aelvea dangling on a Communist 
hook. ' —

hlgbaa was a system o f prlee ee«- 
trol, maintained by the govern­
ment, for the protection o f the 
consumer. Then government Inter­
ference in the natural laws ot 
supply and demand was .criminal 
aociidiam, and the great righteous 
plea waa that these natural laws 
bo left alone, and all others struck 
from the books.

Now these laws have turned, as 
they usually do, and it  la the cat­
tlemen who want nothing to do 
with the laws ot supply and de­
mand, and who are pleading for 
government to do something that 
seems rather socialistic.

The trouble with this, o f course, 
is that pointing out a moral is not 
enough. Even were the plight of 
the cattlemen exclusively the rs' 
suit o f their own greedy follies o f 
the past, that would not make- it 
good for all the rest of ua to have 
them go down the ekite. ih s  whole 
national economy Is inevitably in­
volved in the arelfars o f this par­
ticular segment o f the economy. 
Ih e  problem Is to find aome way 
of recoimiaing this, and dealing 
with the necessities it carries arlth 
it, without putting the government 
Itself in the cattle business and in 
every other kind of business. And, 
so far, the pressure o f events is 
giving the Bksenhower administra­
tion very little chance to get go­
ing toward such a solution. In­
stead, the administration whidi 
started out by amntlng to get out 
of things like subsidlea and price 
guarantees is finding liaelf com- 
pelle(|l to do the very opposite, and 
go into these things deeper than 
ever.

One thing this may prove, and 
that is that the farm problem is 
not Just a political problem, in 
which any one pqrty'ls either vil­
lain or hero. It wilKtakc more than 
the campaign proiikiM the Itc- 
publicans made a yea^ ago, or the 
campaign promises the^m ocrats 
are beginning to make how, to 
solve i t

principle o f civil service, which 
amuld have been bad enough in it­
self.

We don't know what official 
treatment is in store for Cpl. Ed­
ward S. Dickenson who, once hav­
ing refused repatriation, then de­
cided to come back to our side Of 
things.

That would seem to be the re­
sult he hopes for from his new tale 
of why he ever refused repatria­
tion in the first place. According 
to this new tale, he never be­
lieved in Communism, but pre­
tended to chooae it so he could get 
fuller details about the Oommu 
nista and "revenge for what they 
did to me and my buddiM *^

We do not find it difficult to 
imagine that this same young 
American, when he wiaa in the 
hands of the Oommuntota and 
seeking good treatment from them, 
told them stories of how unwilling 

soldier be had been on the side 
of democracy, and how, even while 
he was forced to fight against the 
Communists, his secret sympathies 
had been with them. We do not 
doubt that he told the Commu­
nists things they wanted to hear 
about US, Just as he Is now promis­
ing to tell us things we want to 
hear about the Communists.

In short, we tab this young man 
I a weak, chameleon sort' of 

character, who is likely to turn 
the color of whatever regime has 
him in custody. ,

I t  Is not pleasant to see a hu­
man being who, ■undbr test, always 
turns in that direction which 
seems easiest, whatever that re­
quires of his mind and heart.

But, in spite of those, including 
President Eisenhower, who draw 
the strange conclusion that the 
record in Korea shows we do not 
teach our youth the right things, 
we would still say that the record 
in Korea, cmisidering the nature 
of the test there, has been remark­
able, and a remarkable densonatra- 
tlon of the fact that, even if we 
donT know how It gets there, the 
right kind of stuff does get into 
American youth.

What they have Carried into 
their teat Of captivity has not, per­
haps, been any set o f Algid conr 
clusiima, such as might be fostered 
by any Anlerlcan system of iadoc' 
trine lion which treated youth the 
way toUditarian regimeb treat 
youth, but It has been a aelf-ye- 
liant capacity to think for th«n- 
■selves, la the face o f all circum- 
staaces and Issues.
