The broadside was contained in
n Jetter asigned by Gertrude
Charny, president of FOB, which
we received earlier this week and
which we are now pamssing on to
you.

Dear Heard Along?

“Handsome is as handsome does™
was not spoken of the cat, The cat
is the Prince of. the Sneak Attack.
This in often unknown to cat own-
ers, because they are or
busy while the cat, invading other
people’s premises, crouches hidden,
and springs unerringly with light-
ning speed; the victims being mont-
ly helpless baby birds, or parent
birds en in gathering in-
sects and feeding their young. At
dawn and dusk there are distress-
ing alarm calls or tragic cries of
birds, due to cats prowling or at-
tacking, so that bird lovers know
the work of cats.

Lulled by the occasional pleasure
of stroking a cat (a plece of fur or
a velvet kitty might satisfy the
stroking impulse), and unmindful
of the slaughter by cats of the
song-insectivorous birds, man's
best protection againat insects (for
example: one Flicker for a meal
will take 5,000 ants or 1,000 chinch
buga; one tiny Warbler disposes of
3500 aphis in 40 minutes) ecat
ownern pose a8 benefactors of so-
cioty in permitting their cals to
go into the gardens of neighbors,
who do not Bave rats but do have
flowers and birds, which they don't
want cats to deatroy.

It is scarcely a matter for pride
to admit having rats, but even
where rats are made the excuse
for keeping cats, the cals usually
aren’'t even kept where the rats
are but allowed to roam where
bieds are. The truth is thal cats
prefer birda to rats, and cat Jovers
put first the cat's interest to run
at large killing birds, although it
means costly poison sprays that
are undermining the health of
people.

In a vain attempt to disprove
the fact that cats kill birds, & few
small-scale, inconcluaive examina-
tions of cat-stomach-contents nre
cited by c&t lovers. Many thou-
sands of birds were killed for ex-
amination of atomach contents, to
prove the immense destruction of
insects by birds. Where thousanda
of cats, especlally pets, killed for
stomach-content examination? No!
The greatest killing of birds by
cats i done at night’ in parks and
ardons, Were these cats trapped?
gl ! Baby birds are eaten by cals
in spring, not winter. Cats in slum
alleys eat garbage. Moreover, cats
kill many birds that they do not
eat, and these would not be present
in stomach contents. Often, well-,
fed cats kill birds just for “sport.”
Yoars of observations by many ex-
pert observers have undeniably
roved the appalling massacrs of
girds by cats.

“The Domestic Cat, Bird-Killer,
Mouser, and Destroyer of Wild
Life,* by Edward H. Forbush,
former state ormithologist of Mas-
sachusetts, {See “Tho Problem of
the Vagrant Cat, Circular No. 18"
published by the National Assa. of
Audubon Societies.)

What is the mystery of the
fallure of any Cat Bill T Cat owners
have a trump card. I made a
number of Investigations and
found that it is a practice of cat
enthugiasts to send as many an 50
faked letters to a legislator. Even
advance threatening letters “Don't
pass any Cat Bill” are wailing on
the desks of Jegisiators.

Also, I have learned that letters
favoring a Cat Bill do not always
reach the Legisiators, Considering
that often, perhaps generally, the
fate of a Bill depends, not on the
merits of tha issues, nor even on
the quality of mail, but on the
quantity of mall, is there not a
serious danger here to our legisia-
tive system?

“Balance of Nature" and “God's
Will" do not fit the cat any more
than they would fit man-made
forest fires, for the cat is an
imported animal, with no natural
enemies here; while our native
song-insectivorous birds are
ground or near-ground nesting and
feeding, ehsy cat prey, The im-
ported English Sparrow and Star-
ling survive because they builld
nests where cats can’'t get them
and the bables do not come out
‘till they can fly.

The ancients found certain
yellow-green stones on this Island
and Iater all yeliow stones were
known by the same name — topaz.

Today most of the stones the
Jeweler knows as topas actually
are membera of the quarts family.
Chemically, this stone is a com-
bination of oxygen and silicon and
the cause of its oolor is unknown.
It is found in six-sided crystals,
most of which come from Brasjl
Some call the stone “citrine,” topax
quartz or quarts topas,

If one searches, one can come
ncrogs a plece of the rare mineral
known to the feweler asg “precious
topaz.” Chemically It is entirely
different from the quartz varjely
and has been found in several col-
ors, There is blue and Pink topaz
but the golden-brown wvariely,
whose appearance iz much the
same as that of the quarts variety,
is best known,

Quartz  topaz ranges in color
from the palest yellow to deep
sherry brown. Adaptable to many
typea of jewelry designa for both
men and women, the topax is par-
ticularly effective when pet in
modern multi-colored gold mount-
ings. A handsome ring stone, it can
be carved into cameos and intag-
lios. Combinations of two shades
are particularly effective.

Stick Cuts Power
For Hour in Area

Turnplke and E. Center Street, 43
motoristd were arrested for speed-
ing, most of them at the second

location,
Saturday, however, Schendel

said there was an average decline’

of seven miles per hour in speeds
past the check point and a de-
crease, on the average, of 105 carn
that exceeded the speed lmit at
al

L

Schendel said that, in each of
three average hours, only three
warnings had to be isatted, and
that during the whole three-hour
period, only one. arrest was made.

On Oct. 3, according to police,
an average of 149 cars exceeded
the speed limit esch hour and of
these 10 merited warnings while
five were arrested, The average
number of cars per hour was about
tha same for each day, 409 for Oct.
3 and 456 for Saturday.

The posted speed for the location
ia 35 miles per hour, and Schendel
mald warnings are {ssued to cars
golng six miles an hour over the
Hmit, and summonses Lo cars going
nine miles over.

“This s the same policy of ar-
rests we followed last month"
Schendel said, “but it proves that
radar will cut down speeding.”

After the big haul of speeders
on Oct. 3, criticiam of police meth-
ods was voleed by the Manchester
Automobile Deglers Asan, who
sald the “wholesale arrests” were
giving Manchester a bad name and
causing motorists to circle the
town rather than risk arrest by
driving through it

The Chamber of Commerce en-
tered the controversy, too, and
appointed a committee to discuss
the situation with General Man-
ager Richard Martin and Schendel,
At this meeting, it was only sug-
gested, however, that . signs be
erected which would be larger than
those now posted at each entrance
to town,

“We're not to make arrests, only
1o cut down the speeding, and the
comparison between Oct, 3 and
Oct. 31 shows we're dolng (t."
Schendel sald.

Hé4 said that police have noticed
similar decrease im speeds in
other locations where radar has
been used,

“Wherever we use radar, we find
that motorists are slowing down.
After a while they'll start speeding
up agmin s0 we have to go out
there with radar agein. But we
have something here to control
speeds,” Schendel sald.

New Station A
Bids Are Closed

Bid applicants for the construc-
tion of & new Station A office
buliding in the North closed
Friday, and bidders will have three
months ih which to submit sotual
cost figures to postal suthorities.

Postal Inspector Edward J.
Filynn, who I8 stationed in Bridge-
port and s in charge of the local
project, will review all bids Ddefore
they are sent on to Washington for
& final decision.

Postmaster H. Oln Grant an-
nounced the atart of bidding on the
proposed bullding last month. He
sald then the new structure, which
will replace the present Station A,
now located at 253 N, Main St
is needed to relieve serious over-
crowding in the main post office.

The structure will have 4,000
square feet of space and will han-
die all incoming and outgoing
parcel post, which Is now processed
in the main office. In addition,
all carriers with routes in that
area will be stationed there.

The federal government will not
own the new bullding but will

lease it from the bullder for a pes

riod of 10 years. It must be com-
pleted by July 1, 1954, the day
after the post office’s lease expires
on the present Station A quar-
tere. -
