Philadelphis, Nov. 13 (#—A rul-
Ing by a federal judge that the
National Foothall League legally
can restrict television covepage of
its games left the proféssional
sports world in a state of happy
confusion today,

Both football and baseball cireles
appeared gratified over the first
portion of a four-part decision yes-
terday by U. 8. District Judge
Allan K. Grim,

Judge Grim—acting two days
after the U. 8. Supreme Court
ruled professlonal baseball Is a
sport and theréfore not subject to
the nation’s anti-trust laws—held
that the NFL has the right to ban
televislon of league games Into
other league citles when home
teams are playing.

NFL Commissioner Bert Bell
hidiled the ruling and Ford Frick.
commissioner of baseball, sald “it
Is a fin: ruling for football."
However, neither Bell nor Frick
would comment on the effects on
each other's domain of the remain-
ing three parts of Judge Gritn's
ruling.

The federal jurist termed “ille-
gal'" three NFL rules which:

1. Restricted telecasts of games
Linto league cities when the home
team is playing out of town,

2. Restricted radlo broadcasts of
NFL games. ¢

3. Permitted the NFL commis-
sioner to velo radio and TV con-
tracts. K

Bell sald he felt that football
had “won the most important part
of its case” in being given the Jogal
right to impose TV blackout cur-
tains around home games.

still be legal. To be legal, the court
observed, the contract must cause
both restraint of trade and an un-
reasonable restraint of trade.

He =sald the type restriction
affecting telecasts while home
teams are home, provided in ar-
ticle 10 of the league's bylaws, was
A “reasonable one and a legal re-
straint of trade.”

Bell said he felt football had
won the most important part of
Its case” (n being given the legnl
right to impose TV blackout cur-
tains around home games.

This part of Grim's decision
would have little Iif any effect on
professional baseball becauss the
majer leagues have beenm permit-
ting telecasts into home territory
even when home fteams are play-
Ing—for example, New York Yan-
kee road games have been tele-
vised Into New York City when the
Brooklyn Dodgers were playing ut
Ebbets Fleld.

It was in the field of radio
sporls coverage that the biggest
future to-do promised to develop.

Judge Grim. sald that he could
find no evidence “indicating any
ndverse gffect of radio broadcasts
of outside games into home terrie
tory" on football attendance.

For that reason. he ruled “illg-
gal” the NFL's radio restrictions —
and thereby broached a subject di-
rectly affecting baseball ns well as
football.

While the question of radio was
mentioned during the recent base-
ball _case before the Supreme
Court, it was not a major lasue
and the high court did not men-
tion radio in ita ruling that base-
ball is not subject to federal anti-
