A pagan custom wag to 
sacrifice a young man each 94Ui 
day of DMember a t a certain oak 
tree. They believed if the sacrifice 
faded the sun would never shine 
again. Winfred fearlessly rushed 
in on ths ceremony and stop­
ped the s a e r l f i e s .  The oak 
In ite fail Wtroyod all ths 
growth around it but a fine young 
fir tree. This - Winfred said he 
would take os the new emblem of 
Christ.

Thus the first use of ths Christ­
mas tree is attributed to Germany. 
Kris Kringle was the name of the 
man who went about asking boys 
-and girls in Germany if they Jud 
been good. For the good ones he 
carried a Melt lull of presents.

New Oermaa Toy
The Christmas, tree, laden with

MUo Wilcox, member of tite New 
Havm Planning Commlasloii last 
night outlined Steps In preparlng- 
a plan for future Ighd use from 
Information on aatating usee and 
othDr intiiTUG

Wilcox spoke at the third in a 
series of seven aeminara being held 
by the Connecticut Feleratum of 
Planning and Zoning Ageneiea at 
Whlton Auditorium. About 30 
Manchester plannlhg offeial* at­
tended as well as oSiciala from 
other communities and other in- 
teraated persons.

Wilcox told the group that after 
a’hat has been develops. In a com­
munity has been tn a p ^  out. plan­
ners should determine what can be 
developed in the future.

The 6rst step in determining 
this, Wilcox said, la screening out 
land that la unbuildable for any 
use. It may be wet, irwaupy, a 
cemetery, sanctuary, park area; 
there may be legal or other reasons 
why it cannot be uaed.

The next step, Wilcox au,fgest- 
cd. is finding the requirements for 
different uses. Such requirements 
might include soil conditions, ac­
cess, apace and other facts.

Pick out land suitable for Uiese- 
uses, Wilcox said. It is a good idea 
to choose industrial sites first, the 
lecturer pointed out, because the 
requirements are more stringent.

In setting up a plan, he said, 
consider the interrelationship be­
tween various uses—industrial, 
commercial, residential.

Planning can stop with deter­
mining what land can be used tof, 
Wilcox said, but planners should 
go on to decide what it should 
used for to provide the I^st 
development of the community.

The speaker said planners should 
seek a’ balance of uses, asserting 
that many communities in this 
area have already expmlehced 
what happens when an imbalance 
develops.
