Even in the NBA there are some 
players who ^  shoot only with 
one hand. A weakness Hke that la 
toon dlscovared and the shooter Is 
guarded closely on hie shooting 
side, thereby losing much of his 
effectiveness.

A gqod pointer for youngsten It 
shooting f r o m  the fingertips. 
Never shoot with the pshn against 
the ban. When releastag the hall, 
malw aura the fingers control the 
fUght.

Defenaive play Is very important 
and' la sometimes neglected |p 
these days of high scoring games. 
Always force ydur man . to hi* 
weak side: If he can ahoot only 
with ona hand, then your defenaive 
job, la th a t  much easier, ..............

Thus, if you hays jeonfidehco in 
your ahootipg and practice your 
favorite ehots from  your best posi­
tion with either hand then yoij are 
on your wSy td  becoming a good 
p layer..
