I  asked Bricker In a quick inter­
view at the height of toe battle 
over the amendment to sum up his 
poliDcal philosophy.

" I  am,” he said, "a firm be­
liever In toe Constitutional and 
Republican form of government. 
I ’ve seen misuse of the ronsDtu- 
tional concepts and a building up 
of centralised power and feel It la 
a dangerous trend. After all this 
is the last stronghold of human 
liberties, and if these are lost it 
will be a long and tedious road 
back, with lots of travail, to free­
dom.”

'Bricker has been described in 
print as a man who aUmlttsd lit- 
Ue. interest in affairs outside Ohio 
prior to 1944, when he .sought the 
Republican presidential numina- 
tion but appeared in the vice 
presidential spot on the ticket 
with Gov. Thomas E, Dewey of 
New York.

Bricker alio observed'cncs. to s t  
"toe way to nm a government ia 
to organize it on a sound business 
basis and let nature take ifs 
course."

I f  ever a man was born with 
the background considered essen­
tial to national success politically 
it  was John Bricker. -----

The first of his forebears ar­
rived In this country'Worn Polits, 
Grtmany, sometime prior to 1793 
and settled in Frederick County, 
Md. \The Senator’s great-grand- 
father'.migrated from Maryland 
BomeUme in the early 1830s.

The Senator acquired hia early

education in a little red school 
house end subsequently he and 
hte twin "sister, npw Mrs. Freeman 
MoOSey o f Mt, \ Sterling, Ohio, 
drove a horM and buggy to higb- 
school six miles.awsy.

Upon finishing high school 
Bricker. taught for a  year and' 
saved 8450 to finance his entrance. 
Into Ohio State University.

He became a big man on the 
campus -and made hia first -real 
politlcsl speech while still a stu­
dent. It was for a man who SDU 
is a close friend, Charles C. Crab, 
who was a candidate for the State 
Legislature.
■ The first war with Germany was 
.onto en,. .and..Bricksc<had. Acted • un,- 
successfully to enlist. He was re­
jected for a “slow heart" (55 
beats per minute against a  normal 
72) but 'tbak a Job as an athletic 
director for the YMCA. .

Later he worked bis way into 
the armed forces with the hrip of 
the Rev. C, C. Ryan of the Con- 
gregaUonal Christian church near 
hia home.

.Ordalaed As Mialster
Ryan managed to have him or­

dained SB a minister so he coiild 
enter the Chaplain’s Corps, but 
made one stipulation: Bricker was 
not to preach. Bricker became- a 
first lieutenant.

It was during his career in the 
Army that he • met Harriet Day, 
who was Queen of the May at 
Ohio State in 1918. After Bricker 
had completed ISv' scbool, in 1920, 
they were married.

Early in their marriage, Mrs. 
Bricker lost an only child. The son 
they now have. Jack, 23, is 
adopted; He is an Army corporal 
at Ft, Belvoir, 'near here.

”We bought a little house,” Mrs. 
Bricker told me of those early 
dhya! "We borrowed the money. 
We lived in GrSndview Heights, 
near Columbus, three years. Then 
we moved to Upper Arllogton. 
John taught Y.M.C.A. night school, 
and then he got his first appoint- 
m'eht ■'as''"sollHtbr' "of' Grandview 
Heights.”

He 
gels tirod, but npt ten.’ie. I gue.ss it 
comes from faith in one’s . convic­
tions. Once he has made up his 
mind , nothing can sway him. I ’ve 
never known him to Dirow over a 
conviction for expediency."

Bri(!ker rose steadily through 
the Ohio Republi(«n hierarchy, 
serving as member of the Public 
UDiities Commission, as Attorney 
General and finklly as Governor. 
He w’on the governorship in 1938 
and held that office for thred 2- 
year terms. . ' '  .

When Bricker became governor 
the state was 20 million dollars in 
toe red,..,. ̂  ,< . ..........

When'he left it was 'T8 million in 
the black, a fact which recom­
mended him favorably to Midwest­
ern Republicans. He had been 
ruthless in trimming the state 
payroMs and in revising the state's 
fiscal system.

Though vastly disappointed 
when he tost out to Dewey in 1944, 
Bricker loyally set out on a cam­
paign awing which took him into 
all 48 states.

Called Ardeat Speaker
The people who campaigned 

with him said he was an ardent 
speaker. He had to travel during 
the war years when accommoda­

tions were oh ,a catch-as-catch-can 
basis, and he seemed to thrive on 
it.

Many reporters complained, 
though, that when they sat down 
to review what he . had said for 
their papers, he had done little but 
wave the flag and launch attacks 
on the Roosevelt administration 
in generalities.

Bricker left the governorship to 
'establish a Taw firm;' He entered' 
the Senate in 1947. He is consid­
ered by Capitol Hill rcportcra os 
an "Old Guard” Republioan,

He has been a harsh critic n f toe 
Roosevelt and Truman—and Elsen­
hower—administrations. He even 
•hs9»*gijna s ir fa r hr ttte-enrfiBnt d«* 
bate, over his proposed amendment 
to say that FresidetiL Eisenhower 
had. been, .‘/mtelnformed’’., aiid has 
given "wide circulation to er­
roneous Charges.”

Througiiout his tenure in ' the 
Senate Bricker has followed toe 
Conservative line.

He has voted against all phases 
of public housing save once, when 
he proposed a non-segregation 
amendment to a hoi slhg bill. He 
knew th** *vould insure defeat of 
the bth as a whole by. Southern 
Democrats.

He voted for the Tsft-HarOey 
Law, against tax Increases, toe 
sending of additional troops to 
Europe, the St. Lawrence Seaway, 
raDfleaUon of the Japanese Pgace 
Treaty and taxation of undis 
tributed earnings of building and 
loan associallona

He has 'Voted to end rent con­
trols, cut foreign military and 
economic funds, reduce soil con- 
servatlon payments.

In 1944 and since, he has made 
clear in public q>eeches that he is 
against what lie calls ' an interna' 
tional peace force" if it involves 
placing American troops In. a com­
mon pool to meet aggression.

He has assailed w-hat he called 
Tninian adminlstraDon _ buni 
in the conduct of the Korean' War.

On the subject of labor he has 
said, reJatiyelyJiUle,, In <me of his 
rare speeches 'oh toe subject, he 
observed: "Labor- must keep its

eontraota, aloid uatoaa must be 
:de subject to aaU-trpst laws 

ame aa-anyozM etea." 
Agw^Faiisral .Heiusleg . .

As for ppbUc housing,. bs once 
said, " I  am againat fadend hous­
ing. Private business should han­
dle housing for the people.

In a 1944 radio interview Bicker 
noted on the subject of future re-, 
latlons with our then Allies Ui4 
Russians and caiinesc:

’.‘As for Rus4fa, her  ̂Interest lies 
in Internal development, in th* 
promotion of her trade and th* 
building of her Industrial struc­
ture. She has plenty 61 territory, 
uhtold natural resources and her 
paths of development certainly do 
not cross ours.

China is traditionally our 
friend, and the Chinese ■ are tra- 
didonally non-agrressive.”

Bricker has said, too: " I  do not 
favor unrestricted immigrations 
of peoples into this country . . . 
We must admit only as many as 
can be asaimilated in our wajr of
living,’
