Brown was operating a New 
England Grey Hound bus in sn 
easterly direction, with 17 pas­
sengers aboard at a slow rate of 
speed up a grade behind a trailer 
tnick driven by John C. Burke of 
Massachusetts,' when tha accident 
occurred.

Suddenly Brown lost control of 
"the bua an crashed into the rear 
of the truck. He was pinned in the 
buckled front end of ‘ the bus 
against the steering column which 
in turn crushed him against his 
seat.

It w ss not clearly established 
whether Brown pulled out of iine' 
to overtake the truck as it "labor­
ed up the grade.” or whether the 
bus Just ran into the rear-end of 
the truck."

The rebels 
halted their second round of such 
frontal charges Monday after six 
days of murderous-French gunfire 
and hsnd-to-hand combat.

But the Vietminh troops kept up 
their feverish digging of new fox­
holes and winding trenchea within 
600 feet of the barbed wire mazes 
guarding the heart of the French 
Union stronghold 175 miles west of 
Hanoi. Observers believed Commu­
nist Gen. Vo Nguyen Glap again 
would send his black-clad legions 
pouring out in another attempt to  
overwhelm Dlen Bien Phu 

The first series of frontal as­
saults began March 13 and ended 
two days later after heavy loaaes 
for the rebels.

Thunderstorms and rain in­
creased in frequency, heralding 
the approach hy the end of the 
month of the monsoons. The big 
seasonal rains .annually halt large- 
scale operations. Time obviously 
was growing short for the rebels 
In their try for a big victory be­
fore the Geneva conference, sched­
uled to start April 26.

Vietminh ridders in Laos struck 
today at Moulapomok, on the 
Mekong River Just north of the 
Cambodian. border, without in­
flicting serious damage.

Moula)>amok is 60 miles north- 
we.st of Voeune Ssi. where the 
Vietminh struck In .some force 
.several days ago.

The French command refuses to 
describe the rebel operations in 
and arounc) Cambodia as an in- 
va.sion. Slightly more than two 
ballaliona. remnants, of troops left 
over from “the Laos campaign 
several mont'ns ago, are Involved.

Tlie sitr.atlon ia not regarded as 
critiral.

It is feared, however, that un­
derground forces might .lake this 
action r.a a signal for general ter­
rorization of the Cambodian popu­
lation.

Only a few weeks ago, 
President Elsenhowejr was 'view­
ing the idea, of American troops 
in Indo-Chlna as an impossible 
tragedy; Secretary of Defense 
Wilson wad proclaiming the cer­
tainty of French victory there 
Secretary Dulles was likewise op- 
ttmiatic. Now there Is an unre­
lieved atmosphere of emergency 
in Washington; the trend, on the 
surface, seems directly toward 
open military inyolyement in the 
Indo-China situation.

Why this sudden chBjige 7 There 
are tiyp explanations, and we do 
not pretehd to know which is cor­
rect. One is that the military situ­
ation in Indo-China has under­
gone a sudden deterioration, and 
that the same officials who pro- 
claimed Indo-China stfe a few 
pVeks ago now consider it on the 
verge of being lost. It this is so, 
the information which justifies it 

- is secret; the siege of Dien Bien 
Phu is dramatic, hut it is not de­
cisive, even if it turns into a 
French defeat.

The second explanation, which 
seems the -more logical. Is that 
Secretary Dulles is really engaged 
In preiMu-ing an advance at- 
mosphera and a ' bargaining post- 
Don for the Geneva conference 
later thia month; that he ia trying 
to drive Frrnce out o f its inclinS'

. Uon to seek a negotiated'peace, 
like that in Korea; that he }d try­
ing to present the Communr. 
world with a very strong ultima­
tum .n Asia which, by Risking war 
unthinkable for the/'Communists, 
will Wipe out SRiy bargaining 
power the Communists might ex­
pect, to hold in jUi offer to stop, the 

’ war. ■ .
W hichev^ purpose may be 

Dulles' real purpo^, and the best 
guess i j /  that it' is his object to 
produjee peace rather than go 
looking for war, the whole proposi 
tion }i** e*'erybody. anxious and 
perplexed for very good reasons. 
77ie problem la typical for our age, 
fall o f  confusions and tangles.

We had, in Korea, the best and 
the only safe way to deal with 
Communist aggression. That .was 
action by miwy nations under the 

• mantle of-ifnited.Nations law. Bu^ 
.United hfatlons law is hot ihvcilved 
in Indo-China. Fui-Jiermore. the 
members of thf...y.pited Natiiins 
who are our friends are by no. 
means agreed tba'l Indo-China is 

■anybody's business. Finally, 
France, itself does not want the 
conflict interoationalized, .because 
that would mean the end of 
French sovereignty in Indo-China.
- So, whatever 'we do in Indo- 

Qiina cannot be done the right 
way, or the beat way. ■

Should wie, then, do nothing? 
Secretary Dulles’ a-nswer to this 
question is illustrated by the way 
he is driving toward some other 
course of action, by his Insistence 
on getting some kind of commit­
ment, from other, nations, outside 
.the United Nations scope of law 
and action, that they 'will join in 
preventing the Communist, con­
quest o f Indo-China. ''

The 23 Fishermen
There are instinctive motives 

behind the varying reports we get 
on the condition of the 23 Japa­
nese fishermen who were exposed 
to radioactive ash from the March 
1 hydrogen explosion.

American authorities are natii  ̂
rally interested in playing down 
the incident, and in absolving this 
nation from any serious respon­
sibility. Therefore, there have 
c o m e  pronouncements f r o m  
various American aources that the 
illness of the fishermen has been 

/exaggerated, that it was nothing 
^rious, that no permanent injury 
hod. been done the fishermen. That 
put the Incident in a light where 
it was\stiU, of course, slightly rc- 
grettab^ but something we 
90uld cui4\by an offer to pay for 
the medicalxtreatmept involved.

The Japanese, on the other 
hand, have otber .instincts. Not 
forgetting that we selected them 
to be the targets^of the world's 
first atomic bombs, Md shocked to 
discover their people involved 
again, they have an ii^tinct to 
build the Incident up. Beck^sr the 
scare about infected fish ^read 
through all the nation, the inci­
dent made a deep impact on uje 
feeling of almost every Japanese. 
They are subject, again, to the 
propaganda to the effect that it 
doesn't worry us very much to 
drop atomic bombs on Asiatics. .

And .they resent the, seemingly 
callous attitude tâ ken, in this in­
stance, by Americans.

So, in the Japanese v-ersion, the 
33 fishermen are in a serious con­
dition. The Japanese doctors say 
that a new kind of radioactive 
element has entered the bones, 
jlver and kidneys o f the victims 
and that the only known cure for 
this is in itself very dangeroda. 
The Japanese doctors sry that the 
lives of the 23 are atill in doubt. 
The 23 refuse to be attended hy 
American doctors. / ■

In all this, there is anti-Ameri­
canism. Of this, we Abierirans 
have no right to complain. We 
ourselves would be anti any nation 
whose explosion of an atomic 
bomb hpd hoppened to scatter 
danger on 23 Americans.

The fate of the 23 Japane.se 
fiahermen may become clearer 
with, the passage of lime. Mean­
while. the least this country, and 
those who presume to have the 

.right to apeak for it, officially or 
unofficially, can do is to abandon 
any effort or instinct to shrug off 
the incident as something minor, 
stop pretending that the bomb 
wa.s "under control," and try to 
understand, a little bit, how the 
Japanese must feel.

Prof. Albert Levitt, tho-'sdormy 
and rathe.r effective insurgent of 
another era in ConnecU<^t politics, 
is back in the /tate. and has lost' 
none of his formidable powers of. 
discernment for'the unusual quirk

In fact; his first discovpfy.. in 
His new career of reminding Con-* 
necttcut of the law it supposedly, 
lives Under, seems aortibthing of a 
humdinger. ^
'  He made his discovery by ; the 
simple process o f  reading the iiew 
state Constitution which the voters 
of the state approved last June, 
without ever having had an oppor­
tunity to rbad it. That constitution 
has now been -officially published 
in the,State Register and Manual, 
and Hi scheduled to go into effect 
next January.

What Prof. Levitt discovered 
^was that those who recodified 
the constitution fell into the 
most innocent of errors. Those 
sections of the constitution 
which had never been changed 
by amendment they automati­
cally reproduced ln*the new con- 
aUtutlon, without change. But 
one of the fundamental aectlons 
o f the old .constitution, as adopt­
ed In 1818, Included the word 
‘ ‘now”. In its provisions. The-new 
ronstitutlon proelalms Itself ef­
fective "as o f January 1, 19.53."
That will, therefore, he the 

"now" rieferred to in this par­
ticular section of the constitu­
tion.

Article Seventh of the constitu­
tion,' is “ Of Religion.'/' and its 
particular provisions based on the 
word "now" had. long ago. lost ,Importance because all th o se  t .which ahe pours out upon it. 
Cohnecticut cltizena In the status ' would not talk to her about the

WhoU Be The First?
When the,people who handle the 

commodity-say that coffee will go 
up to tl.50 a'pound, w e believe 
them.

.The question ’ is whether the 
American people want to have it 
happen, and want to pay that 
price.

Court to Decide 
Citizenship Case

Hartford, April 8 M^y -̂The citi­
zenship of a Hartford-born woman 
now living in Manchester hinges 
on whether er not a federal judge 
approves a naturalization petition 
for her child.

This unusual complicatioh dates 
back to the childhood of Mra. 
Kathatina ^rempasky. Born in 
1918 in Hartford aha was taken 
two years later to Czechoslovakia 
by her parenti.

In the e.ves of the U. S. State 
Department Mrs. Krempasky be­
came expatriated when her father 
was naturalized in Czechoslovakia 
and lost her citizenship. She was 
forced to re-enter this country in 
1951 from Germany on an immi­
grant's visa,.

While in Europe Mrs. Krem- 
pfisky gave birth in 1942 to a 
daughter.

She has submitted a petition qf 
naturalization on behalf of the' 
child, Erika.

Under the law only a citizen 
parent can petition for the 
naturalization of t- minor child.

Despite the State Department’!  
ruling,' the U. S. Immigration 
service at Hartford regards 5irs. 
Krempasky as a citizen. It will 
present her petition tomorrow at 
H naturalization session before 
Judge J, Joseph Smith.

If the petition Is approved and 
Erika receives her citizenship 
papers. Judge Smith in effect will 
incidentally establish Mrs. Krem- 
pasky's status as a citizen.

A denial of the child’s natural­
ization will be upheld by the State 
Department. Mrs. Krempasky can 
then establish her citizenship only 
through lengthy court action.

The order continues: .
"In the event this Investigation 

reveals that further ' retention 
would l>e inconsistent with the in­
terests of national security, he 
(the inductee) will be separated 
under other than honorable con­
ditions. Should ,the Investigation 
disclose insufficient derogatory in­
formation to warrant separation 
in tha interest -of national aecur- 
Ity, ha will be continued in the 
service and thereafter appropri 
ately assigned,’ ’ the character of 
hia ultimate discharge to be de­
termined by hia subsequent con­
duct.

.teka Court Martial 
Tha directive calls for court 

martial trial for cases susceptible 
of such treatment, iand administra­
tive handling of other cases. Find­
ings in The administrative proceed- 
Inga are to be subject to review 
by the secretary of the armed 
service in which the man served.

The directive adds that th cases 
where the approved findings and 
opinions of t>oards of oiftcers indi­
cate that a member of the armed 
services should be separated in 
the Interesta of national security, 
'''ha ahall ba separated and the 
character of the separation shall 
be predicted upon the gravity of 
tha reasonably substantiated in­
formation.”  •

The directive requires loyalty 
certifleates from all applicants for 
enlistment, memtwrs of the reserve 
components and inductees, of all 
rank.

Over-All Conunon Sense 
With a note that there must bie 

an over-all common sense” appli­
cation of the directive, the docu­
ment lays down yardsticks for 
measuring security and loyalty.

Incli'ding espionage, mbotage, and 
kno«'n advocacy of the forceful 
overthrow of the government. '

It also lists among the things 
requiring investigation:

1. Evidence of membership in. 
-or affiliation or sy; ipathetic asso­
ciation with organizations that are 
totalitarian. Fascist, Communist 
or subversive.

2. Failure or refusal to sign 
loysdty certifleates. including p.eas 
of possible seif-incrimination 
shoiild the questions be answered 
fully.

3. Participation in "fron.*.” or­
ganizations v/hen the individual's 
"personal views were eympathetid 
to the subversive purposes of such 
organization.”

4. Knowing participation in an 
infiltrated organization and-sym­
pathetic association with mem­
bers of such groups.

5. "CTlose continuing associa­
tion” with those engaged in such 
activities.

The directive calls for scpa|A- 
tion from service -under ''other ap­
propriate directives” of pel'sonnel 
guilt): of intentional unauthorized 
disclosure of classified informa­
tion; Infamous, dishonest and im­
moral conduct; drunkenness and 
drug addiction, and others whose 
behavior and associations show 
them to 'be "not reliable or trust­
worthy."
