To apeed French ratification of
the asix-nation European Army
Treaty, Britain also offered to in-
legrate Army and Alr Force units
in the European Defense Commun-
ity (EDC),

Forelgn Secrelary Anthony Eden
announced the pledge In the House
of Commons to quiet fears in
France—and among Left Wing
Laborites at home—over rearming
West Germany,

West German units would be in-
cluded in the projected one-uniform
European Army.

“The U.S.-bucked EDC treaty has

Belgium, West Germany and
Luxembotrg. Only Italy and France
have yet to enact the treaty legis-
Iation.

The Britisli pledge represented
an effort by London to meet a
condition attached by the French
assembly to its own connideration
of the treaty—closer British as-
socintion with the defense organ-
ization.

Eden told Commons that Brit-
ain regards the 20-vear NATO
pact “as of indefinite duration, and
are confident that it will develop
as an enduring association for
common action between the mem-
ber atates.'

Explalning the Agreement
reached yesterday with the xix
EDC countries, Eden maid:

“Her Majesty's government
has undertaken to continue to
muintain on the mainiand of Bu-
rope; including Germnany, mich
armed forces as may be necessary
and appropriate to contribute a
fair share of the forces needed
for the joint defense of the North
Atlantic area.

“We have also stated that we
have no intention of withdrawing
from the continent of Europe so
long as the threat exists to the
security of ‘western Europe and
of the Edropean Defense Com-
munity."”

Eden disclosed Britain is “ready
ta place a British armored gdivision
within an EDC corps. This will
be one of our armored divisions
now in Germany.”

Berlin,/April 14 (#)—West
Berlin police officially an-
nounced late today that the
head / of an anti-Soviet or-
ganjzation of Russian refu-
gees was “forcibly abducted”
last night by East German
Communists who first beat
him into unconsciousness.

Man Seen Unconsclous

Witnesses told police that later
an unidentified man was seen com-
ing downstaira from Glaeske's
apartment, carrying the tuncon-
sclous Truchnovich over a shoul-
der, Glaeske accompanied the two,
carrying a rolled-up rug under his
arm, Also with them was a woman
who waved byatanders away with
the statement: “We must go to
& first ald station.” The party was
seen o enter a biack limousine
which was walting outsaide with a
chauffeur. The car drove off
toward the Roviet sector,

The Communist East
Fovernment, in an unusual an-
nouncement deciared that the
Russian, with a German compan-
fon, voluntarily croased to the 8o-
viet sector and gave himself up
to the authorities,

An official United States apokes-
man denied a Communist declara-
tion that Truchnovich was work-
ing for “the American Secret
Service.”

NTS8 authorities Insisted Truch-
novich was lured to the Soviet
sector border in downtown Berlin
1ast night and snatched by thugs.

Describing what he termed the
Navy's “orderly” approach to new
developments, Carney sald he ' is
convinced . that niiclear .power
will have a revolutionary - effect
on fleets of the future,

But, he added. “until we know
exactly where we are going” he
would not recommend a “large and
precipitate building program.”

The Navy asked $0 870,000,000
for next year, about 500 million
more than it got thia year, deanite
the fact that Navy and Marine
Corpa. manpower will drop by
61,000 and the Navy will operate
about 50 fewer ships.

The Navy wants to earmark 540
million of this for 1455 new air.

Graff, who is in charge of eight
Tolland County Schools, asked the
board to apply pressure on the
Btate Legislature to regain the
fayorable proportion of State
aid they had in former years.

He cited town reports over the

several years to substantiate

is belief that State aid for schools

had dropped considerably in Con-
necticut in recent years.

The board asked Graff to draw
up a list of recommendations on
the State aid lssue.

Meanwhile in Mansfield further
weight was added to Graff's
views, when Joseph N. Gill of the
Mansfield Board of Education as-
serted the State “is nothing but a
_piker” when it comen to education-
al mnid. Gill, addressing some 200

ny at a meeting of the Mans-
fleld Parent-Teacher group Iast
night, ‘said “less than 20 per cent
of public education costs are borne
by the State whereas the national
average is 50 per cent.” -

Industries hdve tended to cen-
tralize, Gill'said, while the thou-
sands of employes have become
resident of suburban communities
away from the ‘industrial center,

“It is our responsibility to pro-
vide education for the children of
the employges of those Industries
and yel we ‘recelve no help finan-
cially,” Gill said.

Grocery May Be Like Ride on Merry-go-Round

New York—Don't be surprised
to find & carousel and a machine
spouting ready-to-eat hot dogs in
20 seconds the next time you go
shopping-in your favorite super-
market.

For supermarkel people are

sed to met off a “second retail
revolution” with . vending ma-
chines, electronic devices and re-
volving counters in an effort to
boost sales. These people sparked
the first revolution with decen-
tralization and self-service of food.

They already have some revo-
lutionary new techniques in ag-
tion. In Pittaburgh, for instance,
one food super has installed an
automatic vendor in the store
window that dispenses doughnuts,
It accounts for 25 per cent of the
store's total doughnut aales, and
20 per cent of thease sales come
after the atore is closed.

Chances are you've had the
grocery atore door slammed in
your face at closing time on more
than one occasion. Well, the super-
markets of the future plan to
solve this problem by installing
