In the latter, p'ederico Cardinal, 
Tedeschini, archpriest of the Basil­
ica, walked barefoot on the cold 
stones of the world's largest 
church and knelt to kiss the foot 
of a small crucifix placed on a 
pillow at the base olC.a aide altar. 

The altar was at thi- .̂side of the 
great confessional central altar, 
which was washed yesterday in 
Holy Thursda.v services cominem- 
orating Christ’s establishment of 
the Euchkrist at the-last supper. 

Earlier today. Cardinal Tedeik^ 
chini Officiated at the Mass of the 
Presaiictlfled—a skeletonised cere­
mony of the Maas in which a 
Eucharistic host, consecrated the 
preceding day, is consumed by the 
celebrant. This host was placed yes­
terday in a flower-decked "sepul­
cher," symbolic of the dead and 
hurled Christ.

Similar services were held in 
most'*, of Rome's nearly 500 
churches, mkny pf them thronged 
with Romans and the biggest in­
flux of tourists and pilgrims ever 
to come to Rome for Easter.

Thousands came from North and 
South America. Hotelmen said 
thetr rooms were full.

The throng that will gather on 
Easter Sunday in St. Peter’s 
Square to receive P-ope Pius' bless­
ing to the city and the world will 
total several hundred thousand.

The Vatican newspaper I'Osser- 
vatore Romano announced the 78- 
year-old Pontiff, who is convalesc­
ing from a severe gastric ailment, 
would deliver a brief radio message 
to the world Sunday at noon (6 
a.m.

The message will be broadcast 
over Vatican Radio from his pri­
vate studio just before he descends 
to St. Peter's central loggia to 
give his "Urbi et orbl" ( to the city 
and the world) blessing before pil­
grims in the great square below.

She told newsmen the recent 
release of the two Oeorgescu 
brothers from Romania after State- 
Department negotlationa prompted 
her to make public her efforts on 
behalf of her sister. ,

Mrs. Frey said Suaanna has 
taken a job aa a bricklayer’s 
helper to support her sons and her 
aged m o t h e r .  Her husband, 
Klchael, is in Chicago working aa 
a Janitor. Mra. Frey and her hua< 
band Albert, succeeded in bringing 
HerU frqm Germany in March, 
1952, as a displaced person. He has 
not seen his wife or sons, Joseph, 
now 16, and Peter, 14, since 1943.

Mrs. Frey said the State De­
partment was told last Oct. 22 the 
Romanian government considers 
^ s .  Hertl and her sons Romani- 

/4ms because of her’ marriage to 
Hertl and refuses to issue a valid 
travqi document. ,

The sisters, whose parents game 
to America in 1907, were bom In 
Baltimore. I ’he family returned to 
Romania in 1914 but Mrs. Frey 
returned to America in' 1926, mar­
ried and in 19S0 bVought Susanna 
here. In 1937, Mrs. Frey said, her 
sister returned to Romania to visit 
her mother and married Hertl.

As for Improved information 
policy in federal agencies, the Wig­
gins report said Rve departments 
now ai e holding re.gulr-r news con­
ferences: State, Defense. Ju.stlce, 
Agriculture and Post Office. Two 
others are considering requests 
that they establish regular con­
ferences, ’ Interior and Commerce.

Some Progress Reported
Some agencies which have been 

the targets of ASNE criticism in 
the past have opened up, Wiggins 
said. Hia report said Secretary of 
Defense 'Wilson is "responsive and 
informative,” the Justice Dept, 
shows "a friendly, cooperative at- 
ti.ude” and the Post Office has 
establi.shed more liberal informa­
tion policies.

One problem was listed as the 
absence of a designated agency 
to maintain a continuous scrutiny 
of the departments to make sure 
they do not Improperly restrict 
documents. Another was said 
to be the fact that the only pen­
alty for a breach of security is 
the harsh, punitive provisions of 
the Espion'iige Act or the Atomic 
Energy Apt. "Thifl ,1s ■ somewhat 
like arming a quail hunter with 
,an elephant gun," the report said.

Enorinous Cliallenge
"Members of this society and 

the newspaper ihdiistry generally 
face an enormous''challenge,” the 
Wiggins committee said.

"We are without the means of 
adequately policing ourselves or 
our colleagues on security mat­
ters. no matter how good our in­
tentions are.

"We esn,̂  only consult security 
officials in .whose journalistic judg­
ment we generally lack confidence. 
We cannot go bail for newspapers 
that are careless, reckless or irre­
sponsible.

"We are, at the sS'me time, with­
out the means of assuring Ameri­
can citizens that information to 
which they are entitled Is qot being 
withheld from them by over-zeal­
ous classification of security in- 
foi-mation. . . .  ^

"If the industry It.self does not 
come foi-ward. sooner or later, with 
some alternative to a present sit­
uation that menaces both security 
and information. It must anticipate 
action by others that may be In- 
acceptable or distasteful.”

1,'rges Postage Boost
Postmaster General Summer- 

field told the editors that Income 
and outgo in the Post Office Dept, 
can Only be brought into balance 
through higher postage rates.

He outlined various steps he has 
taken to reduce the loss in postal 
operations and said the 1954 
postal deficit of 727 million dollars 
should be down to less than half 
of that next year.

But, he asserted, "no amount of 
attack on our expenses can bring 
them down to the level of our 
revenues, now' and in the future."

Summerfield devoted his ad­
dress principally-to the plan which 
he put before Congress last year 
to raise postage rates by about 
2.”'0 million doligts a year. He also 
gave attentlopr to the proposal he 
recently made to reclassify posfal 
employes.With an average pay In­
crease pY 5 cents an hour to some

cribS^ the plan as one which "puts 
a/premium on incentive and re- 

..wards ambition and merit.”
Summerfield described his rate

press secretary, said that Dulles— 
in addition to reporting on the 
London-Paris negotiations — will

Dulles will spend two or three 
hours with Eisenhower at the Little 
White House at the Augusta Na­
tional Golf Club, then return to 
Washington. He will fly Tuesday 
night to Paris for a meeting of 
North Atlantic Treaty Nations, 
then go on to Geneva. Switzerland, 
for a Big . Four foreign ministers 
conference starting April 26.

Representatives of Communist 
Chips will ait in at the Geneva 
ae.ssions, but not as participants, 
together with U. S„ British, 
French and Russian officials.

Dulles said on his return to this 
counti"y yesterday that he was well 
satisfied with the outcome of his 
I-ondon and Paris talks aimed at 
creation of a 10-nation Pacific al­
liance similar to ,the North At­
lantic collective security agree­
ment. ■ -

He termed the situation in Indo­
china and the rest of southeast 
Asia disastrous, and added that the 
"disaster would be compounded if 
Indochina were lost eventually to 
the Reds.”

Announcement of the Monday 
Eisenhower - Dulles conference 
came as the President dispatched 
a message encouraging the King­
dom of Laos in Indochina for its 
"inspiring defense against foreign 
aggresai^.”

The presidential message was on 
the occasion of Laos King Sisa- 
vang Vong's 50th anniversary as 
monarch.

The contract to build the train­
er haa been awarded to the pfec- 
tric Boat Dlvialon of the Qeheral 
Dynamica Corp. near the aubmâ  ̂
rine baae here. According' to 
Navy apokeaman "it la the i^at 
time a device of auch acop^haa 
been developed for the traii)ing of 
aubmarine peraonnel.”

The almulator will allow the 
facultyof the Submarlr)/School to 
give atudenta training in teata that 
might mean the lon i/ot a  subma­
rine if tried at sea.

In  hia home town, Appleton 
M cC arthy has lost some su p p o rt­
ers, reportedly even some flnan- 
ciai hackers, because of his attas;k 
on N athan  Piisey.

How to Play Third Base-by Pie Traynor
(This Is the second of seven 

articles in which former major 
league Etaseball stars tell how to 
play the game.)

A third baaeman must be quick 

on his feet and possess a strong 
arm. He, must have cal in him be­
cause he is the closest infielder to I 
the batter. He must .be ready for , 
buhta at all times. i

A good tip would_̂  be to watch' 
Billy Sox of Brooklyn next time he 
plays third base. I have seen' him j 
make some pf the greatest plays' 
any third baaeman ever made. He 
has the natural ability and uses it 
by being ready for any situation.

Cox is the best glove 'man in 
baseball today. He could ^  a great 
shortstop or a great second baae­
man. He has the hands and the re­
flexes.

A third baaeman should play with 
his hand's on his knees and be 
balanced. ‘

On a hall hit between him and 
the shortstop hr mutt bring hla 
right leg across his left foot. It's 
the opiMMite way on going to his 
right; bring the left fool over the 
right foot. Try It sometime and see 
how easy It is' to save a step.

The third baseman should get to 
learn the opposing hitters. For In­
stance. play deep and closet to the 
foul line when there's a pull hitter 
up. If he’s a good hitter of the 
Ralph Kiner type he's leaa likely 
to bunt. With most left-handed hit­
ters the'third.baseman can stray 
farther from the bag.

However, this is not true of the 
scatter hitters, fellows like Stan

When the tying or winning run 
is on third base and It's less 
than two out you must throw the 
ball to the plate instead of trying 
to make the double play. Always 
try at any cost to keep the oppo­
sition from scoring the tying or 
winning run.

Here are a few situations that 
a good third baaeman must learn 
to Combat.

With men on first and second 
And none out and a bunt in-order, 
the third baseman ..should play in 
about three steps and close to 
the'line.. The reason: If a balT 
is l>unted on the line he can run 
straight in for the ball.

If the. ball is bunted so the 
pitcher can field it, the, third 
baaeman has to go back only 
three steps to take the pitcher's 
throw for the force out.

If the hunter misses the ball 
and the runners are going, aa 
they should be, the third baseman 
is close enough to the* bag' to 
take the catcher's throw and 
thereby prevent a double steal.

If the ball is bunted between 
the pitcher and the third baaeman 
the latter is in a direct line for 
a play at first base. .

I'm hot meaning to be boastful 
but here's a pla*y' thst I originated 
years ago with the Pittsburgh 
Pirates.

When the ball waa hit to me at 
third base and with a runner on 
third I would fire- the ball into the 
plate to get the main going home 
with one out nr lees.

The moment I threw the ball I 
would run aa fa^  aa -I could and 
the pio™cnt the runner held up. 
the calcher,Would return the ball 
to me. It;v<̂ aa easy to tag the run­
ner. 1̂  would be standing next to 
hlm.  ̂But wait! Aa 1 tagged the 
runner I’d be getting set to make 
a throw to first base to get the 
batter. And many times we'd get 
the batter because he had made 
the turn o f first base towar^, 
aecono.

This play' is. all a matter of 
timing. We used to gel Uncle 
Robbie, wlio managed the Dodgers, 
nuts with that play.

Here's another situation that's 
simple to handle:

With men on first and second on 
a tall hit to the third baseman 
playing close to the bag. all the 
fielder has to do ia touch the bag 
for a foqge out. Then the next play 
would he first base since the batter 
Is easier to double than the man 
going to tecohd.

The same applies when the third 
baaeman catches a line drive with 
men on first and second and less 
than two out. Throw to first, base 
for the double play. The man on 
first is easier to get because he 
has a bigger lead. ,

About the turii of the century 
work on this subject received a big 
push, largely through the studies 
and stimulating personality of the 
late Dr. Frank Billings of Chicago.t • *

f GR a  WHILE, a number of 
ailments were attacked by insti­
tuting a careful search for some 
source of chronic infection in the 
body; gall bladder, tonsils, pros­
tate, teeth, or sinuses. If anything 
could be found,' these focal areas 
were removed, drained, or treated 
in any ■way possible.

Then, as so often haj>pens In 
medicine, a reaction set in. Some 
patients who had all their teeth 
removed showed no improvement 
in the condition for which the ea- 
tractions had been performed. 
Some had serious operations or 
treatments for focal lnfectlons*and 
were worse than before.

TTie result was that many care­
ful physicians swung,away from 
the idea of focal infection alto­
gether, and nearly all began to 
take a much more conservative 
attitude toward the subject.

OOO.ASION.\LLY, someone who 
was almost desperate with some 
form c t  neuriti.*, muscular rheuma­
tism, iritis, or similar condition re­
ceived relief from the removal of 
an infected tooth, bad tonsils, or 
«ther "focus of infection."

This cannot be Ignored even 
though exactly bow this ha4>pena 
is hard to figure out. At any rate, 
thifre is now a pretty wholesome 
attltud ■ toward the removal or 
treatment of Uimc foci. No long­
er are they removed wholesale, but 
neither do most physicians disre­
gard really diseased and infected 
tissues. \.  .  .  \  ,

THE PRINCIPLES are fairly 
well agreed on but it is no gasy 
matter to decide what to do In an 
indiridiial case.

For exam-ple, no one can guar­
antee that taking oiit an absces.sed 
tooth will relieve the symptoms 
somewhere else in the body.

Both patient and physician have 
to add'up the argi-mcnts for and 
against treatment., of a focus of 
infection and then take their 
chances on whether It will accom- 
pliah the desired results. There will 
be disappointments as well as suc­
cesses. -

’The Russians announced March 
26 they were granting ’ 'fuli sover­
eignty" to the East German regime 
even though nhey w’ould continue to 
keep Soviet troops, in their zone. 
’The western Big ’Three promptly 
refused to grant such recognition 
and declared the West German re­
public was the only legally consti­
tuted government in Germany.

ADN said the notes went to the 
missions from Belgium, the 
Netherlands. Australia. Canada, 
.Denmark. Greece. Luxembourg, 
India, Norway and Yugoslavia 
"and other states accredited to the 
former Allied Control Council." 
Presumably this also would affect 
Indonesia. Italy, .Sweden and 
Turkey, which maintain consulates 
in Berlin, apd Switzerland and 
Austria.. which keep diplcunatic 
delegations here..

(Communist Polghd and Czecho­
slovakia, the other two non-occu­
pation powers with hnissions in 
Germany, already have recognized 
the East German sovereignty.

Italy already has announced It 
will not recognize the East Ger­
man government. Sweden has ap­
plied for travel visas through the 
Blast German government rather 
than the Soviet authorities—an 
action tantamount to recognition.

The three western occupation 
powers, the United States, Britain 
and Francs, are not yet affected by 
the move, since their missions in 
East Gsrmany are accredited to 
Soviet Army Headquarters.
