W e notice ano ther headline—

Ot "liberal a r t s ” phases of college 
education a re  losing ou t to the 
scientific, technical' courses.

The argum er.ts a re  the sam e 
which have been stead ily  advanced 
for som e m onths now, from  an 
aw akening which, has begun to  
realize th a t giving a  m an techni­
que is n o t 'ouilding a  man.

I t  occurs to  us, meanwhile, th a t 
th e  country  is now considering a 
ra th e r  spectacu lar instance of 
ju s t w hat th is arg u m en t is all 
about.

Of all the living products of the 
A m erican educational system  
there  ia one m an who is probably 
deserving of num ber one scien­
tific rank. H e is Dr. R obert Op- 
penheim er, the em inent atom ic 
scientist.' Q uite possibly he is the 
g rea te s t living scientist who has 
come out of our schools.

Dr. Oppenheimer, however, is 
in trouble. And his trouble is due 
to several things, am ong them  the 
em otional clim ate in which his 
own country  is living, which mivy 
be ano ther resu lt of unbalanced 
education. B ut the one th ing w ith ­
out which his trouble cOuld not 
have developed ■ w as hi's own woe­
ful lack of understanding, e ither 
political or philosophical, of the 
world in w hich he lived.

Dr. O ppenheim er lived, for 
years, like a  b .illian l in tellectual 
moje. As he bui rowed more deep­
ly into those secrets which seemed 
relatively  easy for him , he becam e 
more arid m ore the outstanding  
m an in* his p a rticu la r field. But 
one day he happened to  com e.up  
ou t of his acientlfic burrow ings 
and „ o u t into th e  sun ligh t of a 
w orkaday, if sornew hat to rtu red , 
world. And ^yhen he did th is lie 
WAS, pYelty much by his own ad ­
mission. A babe in th e  woods, who 
w as vlctlm ',lo  the firs t ideological 
em otion or ttje first; philosophical 
th 'jory  which b^appened to  conic 
along. He adm its  him self th a t ho 
had no basis fm' judg ing  the 
th ings th a t w ent or^vin th is open 
world, which was so n w  to  him.

H fre  w as a m an suddenly w ak ­
ing to  the need for his own po­
litical and  philosophical function­
ing, and he had w ith in  him self no 
background to  guide him  in such 
functioning.

We don 't know  w hat his college 
courses m ay have be-n. Perhaps 
he w as exposed to  th e  th ings s  
vrhole m an  needs and w as immune 
to  them , so g re a t his absorption 
in his own chosen held. B ut we 
suspect tha t, he found our educa­
tional system  all too coopejativc 
w ith  his specialized brilliance^ and 
toe little  in sisten t upon building a 
m an and a citizen to be custodian 
fo r 'th e  brilliance. '

"If the day comes when per­
sonal oonflicu are more signifi­
cant than honest debate on great 
policy, then the flame of freedom 
will flicker low indeed.”

The President said there were 
B ^ y  misconceptions, fanned by 
Communist propaganda, between 
American and citixens of other 
•ountries.

He said some "foreign friends” 
regard American civilization as "a 
collection of shiny gadgets" and 
Americana so immature in world 
politics as to be ready to  provoke 
w ar rocklessy and needlessly.

" I t is even worse to leara that 
we are often judged as power- 
hungry as the men in the Krem­
lin.” he said.

But he declared:
"We know that we seek only 

peace, by cooperation among 
•quals. Success in this great pur­
pose requires that others likewise 
toiovf this.”
' Eisenhower said that some 
Americans, on the other hand, be- 
lievq that all foreigners "are lazy 
or decadent—that few pay taxes, 
th a t they hate us for the sole rea- 
aon tha t wS are prosperous.”

"Of course, there are Individuals 
everywhere who fit these descrip­
tions,” the President said, "but it 
Is dangerous to us and to peace 
when wa carelessly speak in gen­
eralities pf this kind, charactizing 
an entire hation.”

Eisenhower said a  . s u r v e y 
ahowed that the average .dally 
newapaper in the United States 
prints about four columns a day 
a t news stories from abroad.

He tedd the publishers that "in 
this amount of daily space it is 
hard to inform the American peo- 
pie\ about relevant happenings in 
all AUicr countries.”

countries'.

Speaking of cHizena of tha free 
Bations', Eisenhower said; \  

"These peoples, with sesnty, in­
formation and tmderstanding \of 
one another, are allies of coh- 
vsnience under Oomm\mist threat: 
but tonjorrow they could be full 
partners permanently Joined in 
mutual understanding.”

Emphasizing the United States 
position, he asserted:

■”We covet no nstioh's posses­
sions. We’seek only the friendship 
Of others.” !

* He. ssild American diplomats 
“have . no other thoughts or no 
ether purpose.” than achievement 
Of a cooperative peace.

Eisenhower,' departing from hU 
text, said "we are blessed” that 
this effort was being led by John 
Tester Dulles, secretary of state.

Dr. Roy Allen, medical examiner, 

said the couple died sometime Tues­
day night or early Wednesday 
morning. Their bodies were dis­
covered when police broke into the 
houae after seeing Callaway's and 
Mrs. Quigg'a cars parked in the 
driveway.

Dr. Allen said autopsies showed 
no marks of violence. Exact cause 
of death, he aaid, will not be known 
Until a report is received from the 
toxological laboratory in Hartford.

However, Dr. Allen said it is be­
lieved Callaway forced Mrs. Quigg 
to Inhale an anesthetic until she 
was dead. Then he apparently cov­
ered his mouth and nose with a 
chloroform-drenched towel and 
placed a plastic bag over his head 
to keep the towel in place.

He died beside the woman, whose 
body lay in the bed with the covers 
tucked around her neck, police 
said.

Mrs. Quigg was the daughter of 
the late M. Goode Wolfe and Mrs. 
Wolfe. Wolfe w'as a Hartford insur­
ance executive. ’

Police disclosed she recently had 
started a divorce action against 
her husband, asking alimony and 
custody of her six-year-old aon. 
Her other children are a 23-year- 
old son and a 20-year-old daugh- 
ter.

Mrs. Quigg claimed in the suit 
her husband was earning S6.000 a 
year as a research technician at 
the Pratt tc Whitney Aircraft 
plant. .

Waiting Rockville Trial

"The toughest play for a short­
stop comes when he goes Into 
the hole between his position and 
third baae. How many players do 
you see make that pla.v today? 
Phil Rizr.uto and Pee Wee Reese 
used to be real good at It, but I 
guess by now they're slowing 
down like all of us."

Wagner feels that the shortstop 
going into the hole to field a 
ground ball should plant his right 
foot solidly on the ground as the 
ball is fielded. '"rhis will give 
him the necessary footing to 
make the long throw to first 
base." says Wagner.

"The shortstop." he says, "must 
roam to the outfield on all fly balls

center field. He should know the 
strength of his outfielders' arm.s, 
becaiue he will be called upon to 
take a number of relay throws 
during the course of A game.

"When he 'knows how well his 
left fielder can throw, the short­
stop-will know h'mv deep he should 
roam for the remy followiiig a 
long hit ball. The same applies on 
long hit balls to cetiter."

"A slow hit ball is the hardest 
for a shortstop to field;" says\the 
Hall of Famer. "I used to try' to 
come In sideways on a slow hYt 
hall. Sometimes Rizzuto plays 
them that way. It's one way to 
see the little bad hops a slow roller 
takes.

‘The ahnrtat'op must he the 
moat alert Inflelder' beceuae he la 
expected to move In any direction. 
He must have aure handa. He la 
the key to a good infield becauae 
he makea more plays than any oth­
er player with the poaalble excep­
tion of the Drat haaeman. moat 
of whose plays Involve r«tehlng 
thrown balla."

Wagner bclievea a ahortalop 
must "away around and not re­
main atatlonary."

"In the bid daya.” says Honus.

Some shortstops play In or close 
to second base with a runner on 
first.

Paris, April 24 {/P)—The
